Very early Lo the present century tho mater-
pal grandinther of Mr. Frick. Abram Uver-
holt, removed from a point on the Delaware
Hiver near Poipt Plenennt, Bucka county, Pa,,
to southnrn Westmorsland county. The Ober-
holtzers—the namne wans subsequently changed
to Overholt-came from the Palatinate to
Ameorien in the first half of tho last contury and
suttied in Bucks county. It Is oneof the fam-
fly traditions that the wilo of Abramn Over-
hoit. growing homealok after o few montha for
nalght of the old homestend on the beautiful
river nbove Philadelphin, rodo back across the
width of Ponnsylvatuin on herown horse, ac-
companiad anly by a small boy, to the vld Polnt
Flensant farm. Western Penneylvanls was
then regnrded ns o frootier of olvilization,
Pittaburg wos still in ita sawaddiing clothes,
and the settiements along the Alleghony and

Abram Overholt becsme the leading miller

Abram
Ovarholt lived to be B, dving about 1870, and
lenving a large fumlly of sons and daughters,
among the Iatter beite Mew, Ellzaboth Overs
holt Friek, mother of Mr. Friek, who s still
living in Ohio, with a son nnd daughtoer, at the
ae of 77, Mr, Frick was born on Dee, 10, 1840,
at West Overton, o villnge named after his
grandfathor, about twelve miles south of
Ureensburg. His futher was & prosper-
ous farmer of Swiss uncestry, who dled
just after Me Frick enterad upon  his
carecr nsa coke operntor ln the Conunellsviile
reglon. The Frick furm, as 1t ls still known, Is
situnted about u mile and a hall south of
Mount Pleasant on the rowd to Beottdale, and
was noted njto twenty yeurs ago ns ons of the
finest properties ln o reglon noted for fertilo
farms. The village of Wost Overton Is to-dny
s docaying bnmlet of two doren houses, Tha
Nolds abiout It ure falling Into the abandoned
mines, marcing the surface with great un-
sightly eavitios,

The storles that Mr, Friek's early lile was

The svent that brought Mr. Friek Into
national prominapce was the trouble at Homo-
stond In 1402, Mr. Frick and hia partoers have
onlwayns maintained that the causes which led to
the Homestead strike wors never properly
undorstood, at least until afterward. It was a
VProsidentinl year, and pubho feeling ran high.
The tariff was the leading Insue, and disoussion
took & wider range than It would have dons ot
any other time. For several years priorto the
strike coatly Inbor saving machinery Intended
to Ineromse the product and lighten labor
had  been fotrodueed I many of the
Homeatend departments. As a result &
number of men, skillsdl workmen, known
ns ““tonnagoe men,” because they were pald at
overtaln Axed rates Ly the ton of product, wers
enalilsd to Inerenss thelr earninga from 75 to
1040 per cont. beyond what was contemplated
when the wage scals was adopted, thrae years
befora, Mr, Frick maintained that thoso wagos
were out of all proportion to the wages of other
men o the mill wnd greatly beyond the wages
pald by competing mills,

Aftor conferences between the Carnegle of-
Nelals wod the offcers of the labor organiza-
tionm concarning a new scale of wages to take
effect at the expiration of the exlsting scale,
the labor represontatives refused to consldor
any reduction In the rate pald to the tonnage
men. The cuteome whs that Mr. Frick pre-
vared u scale ellminating the objectlonable
features of tho old one and submitted It di-
reotly to the workmen themsolves without the
appruval of the labor oMciale. A strike was
the result, Involvlng thousands of men wand
culminating (n the ordering outof the Natlonal
Guard and the proclamation of martial law at
Homestead, It was in the midst of thisexelte-
ment, on July 23,1802, that the sttempt was
muede on My, Frick's lile by Alexander Berg-
maon,n New York Anuronist, who was promuptly
trled and sentenced to a loug perlod of Impris-
onment In the Western Penltentiary.

Mr. Overholt bogan the op-
wration of o small pipe mlll at Soottdale, three
miles below West Overton, loss than a dozen
years ngo. To-day it la one of the Inrgest con-
cerns in the country. When It was merged
Into the Pipe Trust Mr. Ovarholt, who is only
nlittle more than 40 years of age, was slected
Prosident of the consolidated Interests, He
was born almost directly across the road from
tho house in which Mr. Frick first saw the
light ot day.

WATSON A8 A MIDSHIPMAN,

Daring Feat of Dewey's Relief That ¥Fx-
clted Farragut's Admiration.

Wasmivoron, May 13.—The appointment of
Rear Admiral John Critstendon Watson to suo-
eand to the chief command of the Ameriean
squndron In the Philippines i an Incldent of
more than ordinary interest. Every ofMcer in
the naval service roalizes how diffleuls it will
be to succeed Dowey,

" A thousand questions are llkely to nrise,"
sald Hoar Admiral Joustt, U. 8, N, retired, " to
perplex and bedevll the man who goes out to
Maullans Dowey's rellef, 1've known Watson
all his lite. Ho (8 the son of Dr. Watson of
Frankfort, Ky.. and his mother was the daugh-
ter of John J. Crittendon of Kentucky, ex-
Attorney-General of the United States and ex-
Henator, a Unlon man when It cost something
to be a Unlon man in Kentucky, Watson is an
admirable compound in oharacter of cool cour-
agy in the hour of danger and audaoity, He
will moot every trick and stratagem of the
Filiplnos with one a little better, and there Is
nota fitter man In the servico for that most
diMeult Manila detall than John Crittenden
Watson "

Admiral Watsaon was born at Frankfort, Ky,
late in 1842, He s a8 nephew of the iate Major-
Gien. Thomas L, Crittenden, who commanded
the Twentleth Corps, U, 8. A., and dled shortly
after the war, Another uncle was Gen. George
. Crittenden, who went Bouth In 1841 and
commandedadivislon Inthe Contedernte Army.
Watson was appoloted to Annapolls in 18567 in
his Ofteenth yoar., In 1801, n passed midahip-
man, he was on the Hartford with Farrogut,
and there won the friendship of the great
Admiral by a feat of courage that was aa
pecessary as it was daring. It wos a fine April
morning In 1802 when Farragut's fleet ran by
Forts Jackson and 8t. Phillp on the Misslasippl
River (iity-two miles below New Orleans. The
ships of Farragut's fleet were all of wood, and
Gon, Duncan, commanding the forts, nad his
second, Col. Higgine, thought that Farragut
nnd his fleet had been dellvorod into their
hands, as they beheld the ships coming up.
formed in two lines, the Hartlord belng easily
distingulshod as the flagahip by [ts bhroad olue
Admiral's penopant. The forts were admirably
arranged for effective gunnery, having &
barbette battery of O4's aod guick guns that
swept the river for miles, Had not Far-
ragut directed hls feet to run Inshore
and under the gun fire, not & ship might ever
have got away.

SOUTH CAROLINA LYNCHINGA

Goad Effects Expoeoted from the Prosson
tion of the Lake Clty Oase.

Cuanresron, B O, May 12.~"1f the Fadoral
Government could take a hand iu more of
thess lynchings down here mob law and vio-
lenee would soon come to an end.” was the ro-
mark mado in the United Btates Court room by
a Federal officer while walting for tha verdiot
in the Lake City lynching case. “'Ieannot any
just how much money the Government haws 0%«
pended In the prosecution of this ease, but it
will run far up In the thousands. Two of the
ablest lawyern In the Btate were employed to
asslst In the prosecvition, and a great deal of
monay has bean oxpended in working up the
anse. Tt has nll had a frightening effect, and
the next time a lynching occurs it will be where
the prosecution will be In the handas of the
Biate Government,

“"Had this matter of the punlshmont of Post-
master Haker's murderers beon left to the
Rtate authorities nothing woiuld ever have been
done, A most remarknble state of nffairs wos
nhown at this trial whoen the reconts of Wil
liamsburg county wero vrodueod, It was just
na Prosecuting Attorney Bryan sald, whenever
the records were culled for they were either
dofaced or lost or elss contradlietad flatly the
evidence glven for the defence. Even tho recs
ords taken at the Coroner's Ingquest were lost,
When books from the Loke Clty drug store
wara prodaced they showed slgns of hnving
bLaon altered, This matter of the changlug of
tho records was something astounding.”

This (s the first timo that the Federal Goy-
vernoient hua come Into South Carolloa to try
nlynehing enso. Thelynehing record In South
Carollons In recent yenrs has brought a blot on
the name of the State, " Life fa cheaper here
to.day than four-econt cotton,” was the remnark
of Prosecuting Attorney Brysn when he apoke
tothe jury In the Lnke City cass, A year ngo
Hishop Capers of the Eplscopal Church Issued
Instructlons to his clergy to set aslde ono day
to preach agninst lynching. Tho efforts to
provont such erimoes scom In valn 8o far. In
tho oplnlon of some poople thera s some-
thing radieally wrong with the courts
and jurles In this State. It has long
beon an established rule that no white mun
ovan be hanged for the murder of a negro;
reversa the conditlons and an executlon may
roault, though, The jurles seom to prefer ver-
diets involving lle Imprisonment. Negross
who alay negroes are treated lenlently. In
Charleston county in the last vear or two there
have boen several murdoers among the negroes,
Negroea were murdered by negroes for no
reason under the sun, nnd yet the courts have
nllowed them to go with a term of years
in the penitentiary. The story of ons miur-
der In the county wns told at Ten-Mile Hill
at an Inquest last Randay, Driefly, It wos
that fiva nearoea sat down to A game
of "akin" and two of the playora held shot-
guna to aeo that tho play was fale. A row
started over A5 centa, The men fought for the
poasersion of the gune, nnd it finally got down
toa queation between Sam Balley and a cegro
named Dunean. Dunecan sald he would glve
up his hold on the gun If Balley would hand
him over the money. Balley agreed. When
Dalley got the gun he ran baek Nitecn steps
and rofused to turn In the cash. He then raised
the gun and told Duncan he could have two
minutes to pray, Duncan begged for merey:
the others tried to Interfere, but while Dunoso
prayed Balley ralsnd the gun and fired, killing
him Instantly. With the gun still ralsed Balley
mado for tho swamps and dissppearsd, A
posse captured him a day later and he la now
In jall. Murders of that kind are eommon
enough, but no one In the elty ean reeall the
laat execution without some diMeulty.

In Plokens county, about ten years ago, a
Iynching of an uriusunl charnotor oenurrod, A
hall-witted white man named Waldrop was
strung up by a band of negroes becauss he had
killed n negro girl, The father of the girl led
the lynching party. The lynohers wors nor-
rested and four of the ripgleaders, including
the father, were convietod and sentenced to be
hanged. A day for the exeoution was set, and
then tha Governor granted n full pardon. Ha
sald o pardon of the kind under such clroums-
#tancos would nevar be granted agaln, though,
The State generally anproved hls action.

After the killing of Postmaster Baker by the
mob at Lake Clty the Federal Government
mude an appropriation of $1,.500 for the bene-
fit of his tamily.

FETERAN NEW YORK REPUBLICANS,

Protty Hard to Deprive ' an Up-State Re-
publican of His Interest in Clty Polltics.

Most of the Influential New York elty Ne-
publican leaders, especially such as were no-
tive during the days of the clvll war and the
years following that conflict, eame originally
from up-State counties, and once “In the har-
ness ' of New York eity politics found v dim-
calt to disengage themselves entirely, Thia
was recalled recently by the celebirntion of tho
elghtieth birthday of George B, Deane, who
was a partielpant In the nomination of John O,
Fremont for President In 18560, and by the
death of Sheridan Shook, a native of Dutchess
county, whose nctiva partiolpation in New York
elty polities extended over half a contury and
who was s membar of the original “'bi-parti-
san” Board of Bupervisors, established more
than forty years ngo. An old record of the
Board of Bupervisors, glving the addresses na
well ns the namen of the members, shows the
extent to which "tha lower wards " dominated
early polities In Now York during the years
preceding the adoption In 1H70 of the New
York City Charter which hos slnce been sue.

A boautiful sight moets the eyes of the Pres-
ident and his wife as they sit outside their
windows these lovely afternoons, They seo the
groen valley, never so greon and frosh and good
to look wpon a3 In the flowery month of May,
winding between the high rangea of tho Blue
Ridige that strotoh away in the hazy distance,
They sco a elear blus sky overhead and nll
ahout them the active movementsof the golfers
on the links, thelr red coats murking bright
spots in the all-parvading emorald., They
soa tho riding and driving parties dash
by: they hoar the music that floats across
from thoe ensino and they smillngly look upon
the golugs and the comings of the happy fnoed
couplen who In shady nook and corners have
eycd for naught but themaelves as they whisper
an old, old story. The picture is all the more
striking by the oceaslonal flaw caused by a

One
diy n Chinaman camo to my lodgings and
asked me If 1 know San Nioolns, the blenkest
and windlest of all the California slands. 1

sald I did.

“*You know mondalln ?* he nsked, ‘Lung
Kow, alleo sameo mondaling he go San Nicolas
allee samoo dend man,  You sabe ¥

“In short, the Chinaman wias a representa-
tive of the Blx Companics of San Frauclsco, and
the mandarin, Lung Kow, hal taken a trip for
his health to the (sland with o party of abalono
hunters, and had died on the desolate spot.
He was a bie man, and 8o a delegntion of
Chinamen had besn sent to Banta Barbara to
chnrter a vossel to go to San Nicolas to bring
him to the mainland.

Under the
McKinley law (1880} a duty aof 21-5 contan
pound was placed upon manufactursd tin
piates, Thin immediately had the effoct of oa-
tablizhing the indastry in this country, and we
pow produce our entire supply, foreignesa
boing unable to eompete with American pro-
ducers 1o the American market. The product
since July 1, 1801, haa been in pounds:

They muss
eoms of thelr own free will, and have fojth,
Besides pow-wowing ahe sells anlva and othiere
medieines and harbs made by horsslf from
ormuins in possession of the Ebborts for a
wif contury. Noone questions her prl\'llnin
or right to administer to the suffering.
