1'iom the general tone of tho letters
It would appear as if certain Southern States
wero In daugorof losing their laboring popu-
lation as soon as opportunity for emigration
offers.

Not far from the site of tho future city, a mile
to tho north of .Tamesport, there Is a settlement
of negroes which shows how well tho colored
man nourishes on Long Island. It Is callod
Cum City In honor of I'ummenv lloston. an
aged who founded the place and stilt
lives theio. It has grown up chiefly In tho last
llvo venrn nnd now numbers Dlty Inhabitants,
all colored except two white families, whoso
condition is not as good as that of tholr neigh-
bors. Cum City is solely an agricultural com-
munity. All tho negroos either own their own
farms or do farm work They aro industrious,
contented nnd prosperous, and are well thought
of by tho white people around them. Small as
Im tholr numbor they huve built a Methodist
church in whloh services are held every Sun-
day by n minister living at ltivorliead, a few
miles away.

N J , May 14 The first report
or the rumor of tho alleged death of former
President Cleveland was received here from a
Chicago nowsraper. which said " Humor hero
that Cloveland has dropped doad. The news-
paper men here at once sought out Prof. West,
who, it was said, had recelvod a despatch from
E C. Benedict, the banker nnd Mr Cleveland's
Intimate friend, saying that Mr. Benedict had
received a despatch from friends in Sandusky
totheetlect that a rumor existed thero that
Mr. Cleveland had died. Prof. West at once
took steps to run down tho story. Noth-
ing of the rumor was allowed to reach
Mrs Cleveland, nnd she did not bear anything
nlioutit until late tills evening, when Prof.
West received a despatch from Sandusky say-
ing that the story was untrue.

LAKE BCHOOXER LOST.

Only One at the Ten Persons on Board
Thought to Have lleen Saved.

Saui.t Hte. MiBir. Mich, M.r 14. The
schooner Nelson, laden with coal, foundored In
Lako Superior off Grand Marals yesterday af-

ternoon. Alt hands went down, but a report
from Deer Park, MIcIi.hbvs the Captain was
saved. As far ns Is known, the crew consisted
of Capt. Andrew Haghncy of Toledo, his wife
and child, and Fred Haas and six
others, sailors.

The Nelson, whloh was owned by the Mitch-

ell Transportation Company of Bay City, was
In tow of tho9teamer Foleom, which also had
the schooner Mary II. Mitchell as consort. The
Folsom and Mitchell turned back and arrived
hore late this afternoon. Capt. White of the
Folsom reporting tho disaster.

The three vossols wore bound for Lake Lin-

den and passed through the locks here on
Friday noon headed out Into Lake Superior.
On Friday night a gale was encountered, and
by Saturday noon it was blowing a gale of fifty
miles an hour and freezing hard.

Capt. White headed the tow into the sea. Tho
vossols became coated with Ice. whlcn, added
to the weight of their coal cargoes, mails them
ride very low In the water. Seas broke over
thorn constantly nnd tho galo drove them to-

ward tho beach despite tho efforts of tho
stoamer'a engines At 'J P. M. Cant. W hlto

to turn tho tow again and to run to
White Fish Point.

The Nelson's line parted undor tho strain
and It soon beenmo ovldent that ho was sink-
ing There wa no chance of rendering any
nsslstnneo to the stranded schooner, and she
soon threw hor stern Into the air and went to tho
bottom, sinking In 300 feetof water. So sudden
was hor disappearance that the crew had no
timo to even lower their yawls. Not a vcstlgo
of wrecknge was left on the surface to mark
the place where the Nelson had dlmppeared.
and not ono of the crew was seen to make even
a struggle for life The report that Capt.

The Nelson was formerly ono of tho crack
vessels of tho lako fleet She was 101 feot long
by 3.' beam nnd measured 7! gross tons

Uapresentatlve of the leading llfo Insurance

companies In tho city hold a meeting at one of
the uptown hotels yesterday aftornoon to dis-

It was tho unanimous opinion of those at the
meeting that tho market should bo sustained.
Itwasthereforo agroed that should there bo
signs y of any further slump, tho life In-

surance companies should como to the roscue,
buy good stocks and hold them until such time
as conlldenco Is restored.

In speaking of Oov. Flower and his stooka
yesterday, Hussell Sage said that he waa sur-
prised at the slump on Saturday. Thero was
absolutely no reason for It, he said, except the
fright of small speculators who hadn't the
money to put up moro margin. Mr. Sago said
that stock In oil the companies In whloh Gov.
Flower was Interested was a good Investment,
becauso all the companies wero on a sound
financial basis On Saturday men with money
bought as last as tho smnll operators could
sell. Further than that, the firm of Flower ,t
Co . ovon w Ith Oov. Flower out. was one of the
strongest firms In the Street, nnd was abund-
antly able to take care of the Flower
holdings.

Senator Chauncoy M. Dopew, who, with the
Vanderbllts nnd their friends. Is Interested In
Brooklyn Hapld Transit stock, did not appear
to bo disturbed over the effect of the sudden
death of Flowor on the property. Ho
went off to Madison, N. J . yesterday to be tho
guestot II McKay Twombly and will return to
New York Anthony N. Brady and pow-

erful representatives of the Central Trust
Company, which is tho fiscal agent of tho
Brooklyn Hapld Transit Comrony. had a con-

sultation last night at the Hoffman House Mr.
Brady said at Its conclusion that there was
little or nothing to be added to what
he had said at Albany on Saturday.
