mueh as 650 to 76 per eant. lower than grain or
flour intended for home eonsumption. Natu-
ranily it has been a matter of protest on the part
of shippera of grain for domestle uses, who fafl
to soe why they should be made to pay tha
profit on all the graln transported and who
wish to compel the exporter to boar his sharo
of the burden,

Forsome time the Interatats Commerce Com-
miasion has been considering this guestion.
Untortunnately, it doea not sen ita way clear to
remady the aituation  Thers appenrs to ha no
law unider which it ean aet. Hut if the investi-
gation to be eonducted this asummer results in
proving to the satisfaction of the eomminsion
that the diserimination s unjust and upneoes-
sary, leginintive action by Congress will likely
be requested in a special raport by the com-
misslon.
