He also Instanced 1t as a flagont
exnmple of the evila die to the facility with
which divorees are grauted in the varions
Statea of the Union, saving that they are
“aodisgrace to civilization,”

Finland.

Ina letter of voeent date from Floland it
Is stated that although numbers of the
vounger men are leaving the conntry to
escapo service in the Russlan Army, the
loyalty of the Finnish people to the Czar
remning us yeot unabated. They recognize
that the trouble hrought upon the country
I8 the work of what they eall the ' mis-
chiovons™ party in Russia, of which Gen,
Homrikory, thelr Governor-General, is a
prominent member. He was well known
to the Finlanders befora he came to the
countgy through the reputation he had
umdv‘inr himsell in the Baltie provinees,
particulavly in Esthonia, and when they
found him adopting In Finland lmmedintely
on lils arcival the wethods he had poir-
sued fn the Balthe provinees, they felt in-
stinetively that trouble was at hand.  They
haves however, not vet lost falth in the
Cane, ntnd nre, 1t i stated, endeavorlng to
breing the ease of Finland  before him
throngh influentinl persons In the imperinl
alministration und at court,

What degree of  suceess hins atfended
thele eMorts i< not known, bt it was freely
rammored that thers was a servious coniliot
going om betwern those round the Czuy
wlher e in fuvor of maintaining the eon-
stitutional status quo in Finland less the
milltary provisions, and the * mischisyvous"
party which would carey ont the policy of
Russiflention at kny cost.

The Finnish peopla are not wholly with-
ont hiope that though the new army regilu-
tlons may stand. the Czar will not wllaw e
seheme of Russifleation 1o he prossed nny
further, nor thele religlon to b interfored
with. What gives most anxiety is to what
extent the RussinnGovernment will gostplo
thelr control of their Ananees, or whether it
will allow themany control at all, 'They fenr
that in the event of Russia assuining 1lin
right of dlisposal of tho Finnish  Stute
revenues; shie will ubsorh all the surplus wml
il iUt ey Intoerest (0 fnerenss the {ax-
atlon. With a Bussiausdministvation man-
aiging theiv finances, the flual crisis wonlil
have arvivest.
