The Frenchman Was at Her Pler When the
German, Wandering Hock Up the River
to Pat Oat a Fire In Her Hold, Cut Into
Her and Drove Her Into Two Ieo Harges,
Which Sank—Harharossan Mit a Lighter,
Knncked n Yiere ON a Pier Fod and
senredd a Ferrybonat -~ Flre  Out - L
Bretngne Wil Take a Lot of Mauding.

The great North Goerman Lloyd steamship
Bartarossa had many misadvanturos yostor-
day right In thls port. Bhe salled for Bonth-
ampton and Bremen at 11 o'clock in the morn-
fng. returned with her eargo aflre and then
weoni on o nantieal spres up the Hudson Hivoer,
Ehaust missed running down a Pennsylvanin
forrybonat, ran futo a pler, and flnally hit the
Freooh liner La Bretagne inthe Frenohman's
doek and made n great rent in her atarboard
quarter. The tmpact drove La Brotagne for-
ward toward the bulkhead, aud she sunk two
o harges that wors under her noas, The
Burbarossa backed out of the mess and got to
Hoboken ot 4 o'clook, stili allre, The fire was
out ot ¥ o'elock, and she may sall agaln to-mor-
row. Most of her hundreds of passongers, of
wihom the Hev Dr. Charles A, Briggs was ono,
wlopt abosrd, The Franch liner, due to anil on
Katurday, won't go fursome time. She has a
bl hiole to mond,

Tho Darbarossa {8 a colossal twin serew of
the sacond class: that is, she Is not what the
Germaus eall an “express steamship.” She
moeasures 10,300 tons, in D00 feet long, and
when she gets golog in the limited spnes of o
erowded river, with a fire aboard anid n strong
Nood tide to bother her, it Is wiso to give her
the right of way.

She sailed from her pler in Hobokenat 11
o'elock vesterday morning with 325 first and
grcond eabin presengers and a small number,
peatly all Gormaos, in the steerage. Bhe
earried a large general cargo, Inelnding eotton.

The eotton cauned the trouble. Itiaa dangers
ous carga, catehing fire In Inexplicalile ways.
Anthe shilp passed Quarantine at noon, just
after ahe had entored the ship channel, one of
the sailors observed a meara Nlm of smoka
rining from a forward ventilator on tho
port side, near the forwnnl hatel. Capr. Ao
Rishter notifled Chiel Eaginecer Itose, nnd ho
had steam turned into compartment No, 4 in
the lower hold, port side.  The channel was not
wido anough furthe Barbarossu's pilot to turn
her without grounding, and after eonsultation
botween pilot and skipper it was deeided to go
on to the Southwost Spit and then turn sl
head for port,  Thoe code algnnls, B J. T."
and " H I, wero brokon out, indicating that
the liner was afire and wanted ns={stance

Thore was little exclitemont among the pas.
sengers, The smoke from the ventllator was
not voluminous enough to frighten anybody
It was pufMing from other ventilators before
tha Barbarossa got Into the Narrows agaln.
Boveral tugs wora nlongside the ship when sl
entered the upper bay. The firehoat Zophnr
Mills accompanied hear on her wuay up
stream. Capt. Richter deelined to  let
tha tugs and the firebont pump water
into the burning esmipartment antll tha
ship ot to her pier.
