The German bark Arindne, Capt. Ruter, from
Hamburg; the storags shed on Pler 2 of tha
Htandard 0§ Company’s astablishment on tha
Kill von Kuw) shore at Constable Hook, Da-
yonna: Wi harrels of oll &nd other proparty
wire burned yesterday morning by o fies thist
origlinted on the vessel, The loss is estimated
at 4000 Tha Nomes burned feceely for
sevarnl hours, and from the shores of Staten
Island find Constabile Hook thousands of spec.
tators witueasced thele fury nod watehod the
erews of hiulf & dowmn tirchoats, the employess
of the oll-rafluing plant and the membwrs of

The Arikdne, which j« of 000 tans registry
and his o chpacity of 3,500 barrels of oll, tied
up at the pler on Satupday afternoon, prepara-
tory to shipping A eargo, Shortly after luek
voutardny morning thers was an exvlosion,
the foree of which hurled the deck hatelins as
high asthe yardarms of the vessel, and & mass
of roaring flames shot up ftrom tha hold, Bo
qulckly did the fire spread nlong the deck
and leap up the masts wnd ran along the
sheonds that Capt. Huter and his ersw of o
dezen mon wors forood to tumble averbonrd in
order to ssve their lives, Bome of them warn
rescunrd by men (nosmall bouts and others
swam to the adjuecent piors,

THE REV. DR. DE COSTA PREACHES
ON THE “HIGHER CRITICISM™

He Doeciares That the Ordination of Dr.
Briggs Shows That the Scriptures Are No
Longer to He Enforced in the Eplacopnal
Churoh as Forming an Infallible Giulde,

The Itev. Dr. Dia Costa preachnd yestonday
morning at the Chiuroh of Kt. John the Evan-
gelint from Aota (1,4, * Every mnn heard thom
wponk in his own lsogunge.” He waid (0o part:

“We have reachied a npew epoch. The work
attributed for the past eightesn centuries to
the Holy Ghost in now ehnllangsd. During tho
lust U000 years Protastants themsalves have
maintnined that the Bible wns plenarily fne
epired, and that it was nn infaliible gulie,
This is the unshaken belief of the Romun
Catliolie Chiurch to-day. The papal encyelival
declares the plennry inspiration, and suys
vlainly that the divine and Infallible muthority
of the Chureh rests on the anthority of Holy
Soripture. Leo XIIL has surrounded the Bible
with n wall more invulnerabls than any that
Emperors evor built around the Eternual City
On ths other hand, Protestants
are now engoged In rending the Bible in
piecan, distinctly decliring that the Bible is nnt
infullible, aud that the Olitand New Testaments
abound in mythe and legands, with svery kind
of error, literary, historical, theologival and
salontifle,

At thie thrashold of the twantieth century,
theologloal teachivra all over the lund are deny-
ing thatthe Bible was made infallible by the
guidanee of God the Holy Ghost. This systom
of doubt and deninl, known as the “higher
erlticism,' has entersd the Eplecopal Chureh,
and its chief advocats has leen delllerately ro-
colved into the ministry.  There is vow
no o question  about the futiurs attituds of
the  Episeopal Chureh  in respect to the
Bible, lie  Herjptures  ars no  longer
to  La  enforced ws forming w  plenarily
Insnired ana infallible guide. The Church has
relaxed the appearince of suthority, nnd jts
Iuterpratation '"uf now bie goveruned by Indl-
vidual caprice. Thia result follows from [or-
mear jsauss, ending with the Brooks caso,
Another cmss hus now lltarally been forced
upon the Church, largely dividing opinfon and
nrraying the students in our seminarine in two
hostlia camps. We are on the high road to
German rutionalism.  In the faes of this oon-
dition of thiugs, whieh calls lor protest, wo ure
netually told that this “outery’ s ehielly to ha
depinrad because (it batrays nuch a lhmeniabile
lguorance of the progress of scund learnin
afiel the judgnient of the best Christian schol-
nrs.’
