In Washington and Albany, tha seat of the
Federnl and the seat of the Htate Government,
respestively, eustom ordains and statute pre-
seribea that not oftener than onee Inn year
whall the hend of each exocutive department
teansmit an annual report to the Prosident or
Governor, of Congress or Leogislature, na the
ease may ba. This roport, usunlly of a detailed
eharacter, contains all thy Information neces.
ROy uy to the department to which 1t rofers,
but if any mbditional information (8 desired it
Is mpueinlly called for and I« providsd without

PACIFIC PORTS,

A Form of Commereinl Development Not
Detrimental 1o New York's Suprenincys

The Treasury Departmont. in its division of
the commerve of ths Unlred States, sepnrates
the ports of the country into four groups, Tha
first and chief of thesy is what (s known as the
Atiuntie ports, the ehief of which are New
York, Boston, Baltimore, Philadelphin. Nor-
folk, Savaunuh, Portland, Mo, and Charleston.
The second and less important, though still
very importnnt, group I8 made up of the Gulf
parts, New Orlsans, Ginlveston, Mobile, Pensa-
coln and Key West among them. The third
group in commercial importance are the Lake
ports of commoeres with  British  Amerien,
Clevelnnd, Detroit, Chitago. Buffalo, Chom-
plain, Superior and Oswego. The fouwrth and
lenst important group of Amerlean ports are
those of the Pacifle, San Franeisco, uget
Bound, Willamoetts and Alaska.

The business done by the Pacifle ports is
tho smallest In velume, but rocently, through
the expansion of American interests on the
Pacifie bogun in Hawall, promoted by the re-
aults of the Chino-Japanese war and vastly
enlarged by American victories In the Philip-
pines, the husiness of the Pacilie ports lins
been very greatly inerensed and s being fur-
ther increased through the operation of simple
business enuses.  The eompetition between
the varions Atlantic ports for business has for
years beon o sharp one, and the contest be-
tween establishiod Atlantio ports and Gulf ports
for the same business has hnd the general
effect of reducing railrond and shipping Lﬁmrm-l
