PRESIDENT SPRINLKT RXTIF.WS
LARQB PARADE.

It Represented Striking Events in Ameri-
can Illstory Herbert De-
livers aa Addr.tt on "The United

Fireworks and Masquerade Ball
WasnrHOTOif, May 25. The three days'

Washington Peace Jubilee waa brought to a
olos ht The exeroises of the third day
consisted of another large parade In the after-
noon, a display of fireworks, and a masquerade
ball at Convention Hall In the evening. The
parade y was intended to represent the
salient events of American history, from
the discovery of the continent by Colum-

bus to the present time. This was carried
out by means of a number of floats rep-

resentee Columbus at the court of Bpaln,
Columbus landing-- In America, tribes of
Indians, the birth of the flag, crossing
the Dataware, the Mexican war and other

oiroumstances and events. Companion
of United States soldiers, representing by their
uniforms all periods since the foundation of
the country. Joined In the parade, whluh was
reviewed by Tresldont MoKlnloy from the
stand erected In front of the White House.

After the parade had passed the reviewing
Stand, Senator Thurston stepped to the front
and after a brief Introductory address pre-

sented Webster Davis, Assistant Secretary of
the Interior, who delivered an address on " The
Heroes of Our Nation." Former Secretary of
the Navy Hilary A. Herbert then spoke on
" The United Republic" He said In part :

"The danger of the theory of State rightI vraa upon us when out of y agita-
tion came a storm of passion and preiudloe
that swept both sections. North and South,
headlong Into the vortex of a great civil war.
When the Southern States seceded the move-

ment In each was orderly and aooordlng to the
theory of State rights and the forms of law.
Tho States did not consider it revolution or
rebellion. Each passed Its ordinance of seces-

sion, basing It act on Jofferson's Idea that
'' each party to the constitutional compact had
a right to judge for itself as well of an In-

fraction of the compact as of the mode and
manner of redress. They set upovorthem-elvp- s

the old Constitution of the United Status,
amended only so as to read plainly and exactly
as they believed it to have been understood
and administered by Jefferson, tho author of
the Declaration of Independence, and by Madi-
son, the father of the Constitution.
The question of secession is settled now,
and. It is Idle for original Union men
or Confederates to waste time In re-

peating the arguments of Jefferson and Ham-
ilton, of Webster and Calhoun. Fortunately,
slavery, too. an Institution that had been

' Inherited from the colonies, and that for
economic reasons had drilled Into one section
of the Union, was forever abolished as a result
of the civil war. It can never again bo cause
of dispute. ,

The courage, the endurance or and the sac-
rifices made by men and women. North and
South, during tho civil war nmazed the North,
amazed the houth. amazed mankind. Such
oblations of men and money could only be
made, such sufferings could only bo endured,
by freemen fighting for free institutions. How,
it may bo asked, could there come out of the
dead carcass of so much slaughter the sweet
honey ol reunion V Theanswerlsnotfartoseek.
True courage, willingness to die for one's
convictions, the noblest of human virtues, is
akin the world over. and. as every true sol-

dier saw at once. It could not be that
all tho horolsm and manhood displayed
on the one sldo were the promptings of a
wicked desire to destroy free Institutions, or.
on the other, of lust of power. Freemen had
been sacrificing life and fortune, not for the
sake of any newly sprung ideas of liberty, but
all for the institutions of the fathors Respect,
confidence, admiration, took the place of
hatred and distrust, and out of the grave In
which sectionalism1 was burled rose the
triumphant spirit of Americanism.

"Never In tho history of our country was
there such unanimity of sentiment among all
olasses of our people as now on all questions
affecting the honor and glory of our Govern-
ment. Throughout all the years that preceded
our civil war so bitter was the spirit of par-
tisanship that the country could not unite even
against n foreign foe. " It to not so now.
When questions oonfront us affecting our
honor, there are no parties Democrats and
Kepubllcans. all are for the country. We are
all for our country because a vigorous, health
ful Amorlcanlsm baa come to pervade our
v hole land." The temple of our reunited republio was
almost complete before President McRinley
took his seat. It was reserved for him to orown
it with a capstone. Himself a gallant veteran
of the Union Army, he made no distinctions be-

tween and soldiers:
he selected Generals and placod
them over Northern troops: he chose Wilson
and Shatter and Merritt, veteransof the Union
Army, and placed them over Southern troops,
and tho country cried 'Well done ' When
Wheeler and Hoosevelt climbed Han Juan Hill
together none remembered except to re-
joice that one was a Southerner and the other
a Northerner AH America was gladdened by
the brave deed of Hobson that filled the land:
by the triumph nf bampson and Schley and
their fleet at Santiago, and all sang prcans In
praise of tho counts and chivalrous tender-
ness to fallen foes displayed by their officers
and men If there was anywhere in nil our
land any feeling Inspired bv tho deeds of these
heroes less broad than the land itself, it was a
noble envy of those who were nearest and
dearest to tho hroes themselves lint though
It Is true that there Is no State In the Union
that docs not ony Vermont, no hamlet in all
our doninln that does not covet the honor of
belngthe birthplace of Dewey, yet there Is notI one of thesa that does not exult In the thought
that
Amorlcan.

CONDITIONS IN PORTO RICO.

Oen. Henry Bays Ifearly Everybody Desire
to Become aa American Citizen,

Wasbimotoh. May 25. Gn. Guy V. Henry,
former Governor-Gener- of Porto Rico, visited
the Whit House and th War Department this
morning. Speaking of the conditions in Porto
Illco. he said that nearly all inhabitants in tho
island desire to become American citizens
and adopt American customs. Tho people, ha
said, were quiok to grasp American Ideas, and
he thought in a short time th island will b
thoroughly Amerlcantzed.

"Commerce Is at a standstill because of the
high duties." said Gen. Henry. "'With a re-
vision of the laws these eondlttona will be
changed."

Gen. Henry said that at least 14 per cent, of
the Inhabitants oan neither read nor write.
This, though, was not strange considering
their long subjection to Spanlshruls. Gen.
Henry was accompanied to the War Depart-
ment by Major Ames of Massachusetts.
