Armaxy, May 27.-The thirty days allowad
Qov. Roosavalt under the Constitution to con-
pider the bills left him by the Legislaturs when
it adjournad Ita regniar seasion |n Avrll last
exulrad to-night. This ysur tha thirty-dary
bllls nhumbered 302, of which the Governor
signed 107, The remainder wore aither vatosd
by Mayors of citias or wllowsd to die by the
Governor. The number of thirty-day bills iast
your wasbld. Thera ara 741 lawas this year,
eompinrad with 174 jast year,

The Governor has rafused ‘o sign Benmior
Coggeaball'n Pura Dear blll. In declining to
approva Lthae blll, Gov. Roosave't saysin n mem-
orandum '

“This blll seemingly does nothing more
than repeal tha Publie Health iaw. Arnele [11.,
snctlon 41, subdivislon 70, The PFunlla
Henlth Iaw sayn: “An artlals shall ba desmed
to be ndulterated, in the case of ale or Lear, if
ft rontajins any subatituta for hops or purs aAx-
tract of hops, or (f any such substitiute s used
in the munufacturs thareof."

“The present Bill says: “ Aftar the passags of
this act no mubstituts far hopa or pure sxtract
of haps shall be usad In the manufacturs of nia
or heer sold or offared for sale in this State.
Allale or bearahown to contaln any aubstanas
used anasubstitute for hops or pure extrasi
of hopa (s hereby declarad adulterated.’

*These provisions are abaniateiy identiond,
and thers In, therafors, no warrant for putting
the present bill on the stainta books. The fina)
aaction of the nresent bill provides that in ad«
dition to the ine of $104 for violating the pro-
winfon of tha Publlc Health law agalnat adnltar-
ations, it shall be permissible to add Imprison-
ment Ih the ecounty jail for three montha
This would maka (t possible to (nflict
& far waversr penalty upon & man who
should adulterats beer than upon the
man who, for Inastance, should violate section
41, subdivision B B, of the Publle Health law
by eelling food componsd of diseased or de-
eomposad or putrid or rotten animal or vege-
table aubmtance. It is obvlously absuord to
provide a heavier penalty for the aduiteration
of beer than for using putrid and rotten ani-
mal substance and adulterating food.”

BARREN ISLAND NUIBANCE HILL.

In deelining to slgn Assemblymas Doughty's
bill providing for the immediate abolition of
the garbage works on Barren Inland. Gov,
Roosavelt has filed the followine mamorandnm:

“If the suppiemental Barran Island bill,
postponing for six months the operation of
this bill, had oasasd. I should have signed
both it and the pressnt measurs, and the ad-
voeatoa of destroying tho Barren Island nul-
sance are in part responsible for the defeat of
thelr measure, as It was within thelr power, by
the exarcise of cars and forethought, to hava
embodied the supplemental measurs in this
which actually passed. But with only the
present bill bafore me, I find, by consultation
with the haalth oMeera of the port of New York
and other authorities, that serlous troubile

would luall Pmbnbl!ltr follow upon slgning It
Ittnkeseffect immedintely, that isat the begin-
ning of the hot season, wnd It neither provides,
nor glves time to [-mvfdl. for the establishimont
of any other method of dilq‘naln of tha

arbage, doad apimaln, &o, of New York olty
fl‘ givon three or four months the clty author-
ities could, without

aby queation, dovelop
a plan for the proper disposnl of the gar-
bage. and with this warniog they can
have no excuss for {allure to provide such
moethod In the future, If at ths next ses.
slon of the Legisiature a bill similar to
the present bill, but giving & reasonabla time
before golng Into effect, In pansed. [f, durimf
the coming summer tha nuisance comulalineac
of is uoabated, such a bill will unguestion-
ably ba Intrnduced and enacted Into a law,
If tha garbage question ecanunot bLe dispossn
of under tha present method, save by
creating a nulsance to npumerous cltlaens
of tha eity, then that method must ba
altered. The present summer will undoubt-
edly detarmine whether or not such nuisnnons
cun be abured, If It (8 not done away with,
then the elity muthoritiea anil thoss responsi-

ble for craating the nulsance may aa
woll  make up their  minds  that |t
will be alollshed br law, and ths re-

ATty caretully inveatigating this muatter
and getting reports from a large number af
disintorested outs{iara, who have soucht o
find out on the gmound, not only the equity of
the cass but the leeling of the elorks nter-
eatad, 1 have come to the eonclusion that on
ths whole less njustiea will result from
w’aiun annthar yvear for the proner
method of rellsf than would result from
signing the Lill in its present shape, The drug
clerka nrs hopelessly divided on this bill, and a
very latge numberof them feel that i signed
1t would probably work a serious haedship tio
tham In the way of interferiog with their davs
oft and aven with thelr vacations, Thors s nn
usstion that thery shioulid ba shorter hours
or drug clerks. and that in some enses ut
present hurdship reauits (rom the length
of hours. There s further no question
that many of the proprictors have bahaved with
extrama ahort-slghitedness in opuosing any
ropar meiasure, und should theyeontinue in
Pluln attitude of mers obatruction v will probe
ably result In the necessity of acespting any
measure, no matter what eonditions it uiny
ecantaln, rather than to submit to total lnck

TAX OASE WON AY STUYVESANT FISN,

Not Liable on Newport Preperty He Did
Not Actually Own.

Nxwront, May 27.—Stuyvesant Fish of New
York bas won his case against the tax collactor
of the city of Nawport, the Suprems Court to-
day handing down a decielon sustalning his
demurror and dismlssing the bill. Mr. Flsh
bought a plees of Innd from the Newport Hoa-
pltal upon which he erected a stable, and it
was over this that the lawsuit oecurred,
When the books of the tax collectors ware
closed fn in 1848 ther Inc u&pd the parcel
of land as part of the estate of Mr, Fish, but he
declined to pay the taxea an the ground that
he did not own the proparty en May 10, whan
the tax bonks wers closed.
