It has heaome nolssd abuut that
the "t Moat Club ls in an uncomfortable posl-
tlon, with the avent only ten weeis away, and
Massachusetla membara are gatiing nervons
lest thare should be po ment st all. The
trauble is antd to be dus to the Inexperiance of
the members of the Maet Club, who. lustead of
relying wholly on sahecrivtions for the nenes-
aury funde, attemptad to raiss money by hold-
Ing & military carnival. This resnlted in &
loms. A committes to Investigats the finan-
slal management of the club has Lesn appolnt-
ed by & v5te of the governing board and 'here
has been talk of putting the organization,
whioh Is Ineorporated, Into the hands of & re-
ceiver. It s rumored that the Massachusetts
division of the Leagua may step In and tiake
the managemeant of the meet out of the handa
of the elub and run it under (ts own super-
vislon,

An obatruction in the shaps of & watering
troush st tha northwest sornerof Washtng-
ton avenus and Malbone street, Brookivn, hae
long ogeravated oyelists and drivers. Bulld-
era’ wagons, copl onrts and all manoer of
haavy vehloles stop there ln order to iet the
horses drink, aud i consenuense the povular
drivoway and whesling routs Is blookadad
more than hulf the time on weak days. Great
numbers of horsemen and whesimen go up
and down the brick hill of Washington avenua
and the choking of the thoroughfare is a serl-
ous grlevance to them.
