TIiomo who havo hoped that tho confer-

ence would justify Its name, and practically
promote tho malntenanco of pence by en-

couraging recourso to arbitration, seem
likely to bo gratified In part. Both England
nnd llussla hae submitted proposals for
the creation of n permanent board of arbi-

tration, and n third project is to bo pro-

pounded bv tho United States. Tho details
of nono of thoso plans nro yet known,
If they havo Imhmi formulated, but tho
principle common to them all Is I ho

establishment of a permanent Interna-
tional board of arbitrators which will
sit, doubtless, In a country tho neutrality
of which Is elthor guaranteed or generally
respected, that Is to Bay, In Switzerland or
Belgium. Tho question whether, In all
cases, recourso to this tribunal shall bo

voluntary or compulsory Is certain to pro-vok- o

prolonged discussion. It Is reported
that llussla would make arbitration obl-

igatory in judicial disputes and In controver-
sies! elating to pecuniary claims, and also
as to tho Intorprotatlon of clauses In trea-

ties, whoro theso do not Involve a nation's
honor or territorial Integrity.

It would bo, of coureo, easy to adduco In-

stances In which two Governments might
reasonably differ as to whothor national
honor or territorial integrity was Involved
In tho Interpretation of a treaty. Whore
such a dlfferonco occurred, a nation would
lio recognized as tho solo judge ot Its
own honor, and no arbitration would
tako place. Thero aro u multltudo of
questions, howevor, llko most of thoso
which wore rocently discussed at Washing-
ton by tho Joint High Commission, as to
which nobody would set up tho plea that a
nation's honor or territorial Integrity was,
In anv way, affected. If England and
the United States woro now bound to refer
such questions to a pormanent board of
arbitrators, somo of our controversies with
Canada could bo speedily adjusted. Tho
submission to arbitration, on tho othor
hand, of a dispute llko that about tho
Alaska boundary would bo not compulsory,
but voluntary.

Thero Is no doubt, however, thnt, were It
once made a rule of International law
that a particular class of questions must
bo settled by arbitration, a considerable
Impetus would be given to the sentiment
In favor of recurring on almost all occa-
sions to tho same peaceful tribunal. Thus,
although t hoi o would still lemaln con-

ditions under which a lesort to war could
not possibly be averted, the numberof such
legiettnble contingencies would perhaps bo
minimized.

.Something has been gained for the cauo
of humanity and progress in tho very fact
that representatives of tho most civilized
nations on earth have assembled for the
aouu(l put pose of devising pacific methods
of settling national controversies. Even
should they full, they will havo recog-
nized with memorable distinctness the
desirability of success. It would bo de-

plorable, however, should tho historian
have to record that such a conference, held
at the close of the nineteenth century, hud
pioved barren of positive lesults. Thnt
such a wholly negative outcome of a )cnef-Ice-

design will hao to be recorded Is,
happily, Improbable. Something substan-
tial seems likely to be done, although It
will, doubtless, fall farshortof what

llko to accomplished.

I'ost'Mcrldliin Oratory In Himton.

Tho Postmaster of Boston lias exhausted
his nerves by a long series of after-dinne- r

speeches and has gone to a sanitarium,
I)lers New England moralists are pouring
forth sympathetl ' philosophy and deplor-
ing the ravages of eloquence upon tho con-

stitutions of Massachusetts officials. Two
Governors nro said to have been killed by
their efforts to supply the demand for
speeches, and measures for tho lellef of
public officials aro called for.

Tho Massachusetts mind runs nnturnlly
to legislation when nnythlng Is supposed to
be out of joint, and statutes establishing
tho maximum of talk to bo requited of
officials limy be expected. Tho trouble,
however. Is not In the volume of tho out-

put of after-dinn- oratory. The practiced
Bpeakers of this town equal or exceed In
extent of niinunl business their biethren In
New England and never complain. Dr.
Cni!.N(cv Dr.rnvv turns out his llttlo
speech every day in tho season, besides
many longer and more formal orations and
addresses; ami who could Iki In liettor con-

dition thnn he Is'' He doesn't havo to re-

tire to a sanitarium. On tho contrary, ho
can supply loth Washington and Now York
with speeches, If necessary, and btlll do
plenty of work mid hnvo plenty of health.

Dr. St. Ci,aih McKr.r.WAY, who is per-
haps tho most Industrious after-dinne- r

orator after Dr. Dkpew, edits a newspaper,
does a good many other things In the edu-
cational line, and has time and vitality
enough to answer all reasonable demands
upon his aftor-dlnne- r energies, yet where
will you find a more robust eltien ? Dr.
MrKrxwAY doesn't break down or up.
His social faculties llnd a congenial field In
the after-dinn- bpeecb, anil what Is death
to the Massachusetts ofllclul orators Is fun
for him. Why cnu the Now York men do
so easily and gracefully what tho Boston
men seem to regard as hard labor.'

Because the Ilostonian doesn't stoko
properly. It is the nbomlnnblo hnblt of
Boston to eat what It calls "dinner" in tho
front of the aftoi noon. After a hnsly gob-
bling of crude and pilmltlvo messes, tho

orator begins. His mind
cannot bent its best. His body must bo
nenily at Its worst. Hour after awful
hour bespeaks or listens to other spenk-ei- s

.is tliev drone along, the weight of
Inteuipestive victuals In their midst, tho
nfternoonmnio clawing at their intelle-
ctual. The session and obsession Inst until
the moment when the statesman from
Tutnuck orTond Hill must run to catch his
train. To save these frugal gentlemen the
price of n bed for the night in n hotel, Fed-

eral ofllclals nnd Stato ofllclnls must suffer
agony. We suppose that must bo tho
reason, for we could never llnd nnother,
for the n Boston dinner. In
tho lists of "diners" at thoso queer "clubs"
which "dine" at Yotwo's or PuiKi'.nVsof
a Saturday afternoon, the Btatesmen from
Tatnuek nnd Toad Hill and way stations
nro always numerous, They will not waste
good money In stnylng in town over Sun-
day. Thus do Governors anil Collectors
and Postuinsters perish thnt saving habits
may bo cultivated,

Of tho nborlglual cooking thnt provalls In
Boston It io painful to havo to speak. Wo
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do eo only to nssuro tho Massachusetts
speakers that after-dinne- r speak-

ing la an art that must bo cultivated under
favorablo conditions and with scientific ap-

pliances. It cannot flourish, nnd thoso who
attempt it cannot flourish, nmld such

conditions art obtain In Boston.
It Is distressing to llnd Puritanism taking
such a distorted form ns n neglect of tho
dellcoto laws of tho table. The body is not
merely neglected but tortured by being
stuffod In thn middle of tho day. Tho mind
drowses; tho stomach robots. Tho sanita-
rium yawns for every ora-
tor. Ho Is killing himself. Probably ho Is
boring his hearers. Tho graces of lan-

guage, tho frolics of wit, tho light leap of
tho imagination, aro ImposBlblo whon tho
stomach is turned Into a storage warehouso
at 2 P. 51.

Dr. Dkpew and Dr. McKelway, and all
othor successful practitioners of tho art bo
highly prized by civilized diners, cat

scientifically nnd sparingly.
They know the dlot that Is necessary to
tho pursuit of their art. Thoy work In tho
daytime. They talk at night. They havo
no taste for sulcldo In Its llngeilng and
most cruel shape, the heavy meal In tho
daytime. Thoy know that load In tho
stomach means lead In tho convolutions.
Tho Bostonlnn sufferors should wrlto nt
onco for valunblo advlco and direction.
That Dr. Chauncey DcrEW and Dr. St.
Ci.aih McKf.i.vvay think so lightly of their
health as to Imperil It by a missionary visit
to Boston Is not to bo bolloved.

By tho way, whon do tho Bostonlann
work ? Thoy Boom to bo always going to
"banquets" In tho oarly afternoon.

Sclenco in Steel .'Making.

It was estimated fifteen yonrsnpo that
tho annual world average of tho consump-
tion of Iron and steel was n'J.33 pounds per
hoad. At thnt tliuo tho p"oplo of Great
Britain woro consuming 287. 5!! pounds
per head ovory year, thoso of tho United
States 270.92 pounds, tho inhabitants
of South Amorlca only l.'f.S pouuds,
while in Egypt tho amount fell to
7.55 pounds, In British India to 2.4 pounds,
and in the romalnder of Asia to less than
half a pound. Tho lowest overage for any
Eutopean country was 23 pounds per
head. It was said at tho annual meeting of
the British Iron and Steel Institute, early
this month, that thoconsumitlon per cap-
ita In Great Britain had somewhat Increased
and was probably about 1100 pounds. Sat-
isfactory statistics as to the present con-

sumption per capita in the United States
are not available, as nine years havo
elapsed since our census was taken ; but
with the large Increase In our use of Iron In
shipbuilding, water and gas pipes, tele-
graph wire, vvlro fences and lopos or ca-

bles, and thodovelopment of our great
tin pinto Industries, It Is prob-nbl- e

that we havo at least kept pace with
Great Britain In the utilization of lion and
its products, oven if we lmve made llttlo ad-

vance upon our euiller consumption for
rnllronds and their equipment. In totnl
consumption we surpass all othercountrles.
Tho United States and (ileal Britain nio
far In thn lead, "hietly because they use so
much Iron and steel In railroads and their
appliances, machinery and shipbuilding.

Tho greatest fact relating to the develop-
ment of lion and steel making is that scl-

enco has guided ovory step and has been
the basis of every phase of improvement
and growth. Tho knowledge of fifty yeais
ago in respect to metallurgy seems primi-
tive In compnti-o- n with the enlighten men',
of Only forty years ago the British
Board of Tiado lefusod to penult the use
of steel In the building of tho bridge across
the Thames at CliaiingCro-s- . Earlier than
thlity yenrs ngo those who had applied
science to the iron and steel Industlles re
ceived scant courtesy from the capitalists
who owned the manufacturing plants. As
Sir Vij.i.iam Hoiir.HTs-ArsTr.- showed in
his presidential address, the other day,
many Inventors were meanlv treated and
" Bl'.ssr.vi nil's eaity statements were re-

ceived with contempt as well as Incredu-
lity." But It has been the discovery and
cheapening of every selentlllo process that
now enters Into the mining of ore, its con-

version Into Iron, nnd the conversion of iron
Into steel and steel Into thousands of ni ti-

des in every-da- y ue, thnt make the
of this age of steel nnd ennblo

this country to compete with any other In
Its iron and steel products.

Wo hear now of blnst furnaces that pro-

duce 7u0 tons of iron a day, of open-hcnit- h

furnaces fed with a ton of material n min-

ute, of enormous mixers that hold 200 tons
of pig Iron, of rolled steel pinto two Inches
thick and over :i00 squnro feet in men, of
steel plates thnt buckled up in a collision
but remained watertight, and of girders
Justifying the belief that biidges may yet
bo built, If desired. In hnlf-mll- o spans. AH

these wonders aro tho achievements that
Bclentllle workers have mado possible by
years of research and experiment In tho
comparative quiet of thn laboratory. Tho
study nf alloys, of tho plasticity and other
properties of steel, of the use of electricity
In riveting hnrdened ship plates that
otherwise could not bo drilled, and runny
other complex problems, hnvo resulted lu
brilliant triumphs for the chemist nnd
physicist. Germany did not tako a high
place among steol producers until tho In-

vention, In the Boventles, of a piocessby
which phosphorus pig Iron might success-
fully bo used in steel making.

These things are referred to here because
thero never was a time when the problems
of metallurgy were recolvlng more closo
nnd enrnest study thnn at present. Tho
past results of such research givo ample
ground for belief that further discovery
will result in other changes In tho treat-
ment and composition of steel, adopting It
for othor purposes and for tho production
of new wonders that will enhnnco Its use-

fulness nnd Increase Its use,

The Kust Channel Defence.
Tho great undertaking of making tho

present East Channel In New Yoik hnrbor
the mnlii thoroughfare for the commerce of
tho port, by (hedging It to a depth of 40
feet and a width of 2,000 throughout, Intro-
duces a new element Into the problem of
harbor defenco. Hitherto tho system of
fortifications has been bnsed on consider-
ing the Main Ship Channel us the southern
avenue of approach for an enemy's largest
warvessels; but with the 'opening of a still
broader and deeper highway additional
provision for defence must bo made,

It will tako nt le.ist flvo or six yenrs,
undor present, calculation, to finish tho
work on tho new Enst ('limine), during
which tlmo It can bo fully protected. Tho
present powerful gun nnd mortur bat-

teries nt Snndy Hook on tho one sldenrnl
Plum Island, behind Coney Island, on tho
other, bweep tho area of approach from
tho sen to the East Channel ns well as to
the Main Ship Channel, while tho long- -
range guns of Fort Wadswortli com--

mand tho East Channel for n long distance,
though specially designed for tho second
lino of defence, ntthe'Nnrrows. Whon Fort
Hancock gets Its full quota of h guns,
tho protection for tho East Channel will bo
still mote elTeetlve,

Yet, with tho dlstaneoof this chnlinel from
tho Hook, over three tulles, and with tho
Increased protection given to the sides nnd
turrets' of ships by nriuor-hardenln- g pit
cosscb, It will undoubtedly be deemed pru-
dent to build foits closer to tho new chan-
nel. For this purpose Coney Island is
available, and It has been suggested thnt
Norton's Point Is u lino slto for a new-for-

t,

while Brighton and ltockaway lioaches
are also mentioned, tho hitter, although a
long distance from the path of mi enemy's
approach, having tho advantage of opening
flro while ho Is still fnr from tho chnnnel
proper. Fort Wndsworth's guns could bo
supplemented by others on Stnten Island.

Flnnlly, tho new channel points to tho
great Impoitanco of tho proposed turrot to
bo placed on Homer Shoals to carry the

h gun now nenrlng completion at
Watervllet. Of oourso thequestlon of foun-
dation Is paramount, but It is believed that
this will present no Insu pernblo dlfllcult les.

The Haltlinore Lamplighter.
If recent reports from Baltimore aro to

bo believed, tho spirit of pernicious parti-
sanship la showing Itself In a deplorable,
mannor lu that town. Balttmoro has a
municipal Gns Department, tho oxecutlvo
hend of which Is Superintendent Swindell.
Tho municipal election In Baltimore, nbout
four wcoks ago, was won by tho Demo-
crats, as everybody knows.

Now, according to tho Ilalttmore Sun,
slnco tho Democrntio municipal victory
thero hns been serious and continuous
trouble with the local lamplighters. Thcso
lampIlghtoiB nro all, or nearly all. Republi-
cans, nnd tho defeat of the Republican
party lu Baltimore has demoralized them.
Many havo grown careless In their atten-
tion to work, believing that they will be ic- -

nioved from office when Mnyor-clec- t Haves
Ib Inaugurated In November. Other Re-

publican lampllghteis havo shown their
displeasure by leaving Democratic neigh-
borhoods Indnrkness, or with flickering nnd
uncertain lllumlnntlou. Others have "left
the gas burning " all day as a suggest ion or
reminder to lukewiiim nnd supine Repub-
licans thnt they did not discern the political
opportunity offered them at tho recent
municipal election. A few Baltimore lamp-
lighters havo icslgncd outright. Others
have been dismissed, nnd the situation is

tendent SWINDELL.

All this is Indefensible. Questions of par-
tisanship have nothing to do with street
illumination. A useful and needful function
of local government In an American city is
to keep the g,is burning, the kerosene lamp

been much Interestod In the discussion lately
going on In your paper In regard to the lynch-
ing of negroes In tho South. This morning'
Issue contains a Icttor signed "Lex," In which
tho writer, following the cuo of most of the
Northern disputants, holds up tho Htntoot New
York as nu example. Is ho not dllghtly dis-
ingenuous, not to say Pharisaical, la vlow ot
tho action of a mob of "highly rospeotnblo"
peoplo nt Mlddletown, afovr years ago, when
they hangod a negro on suspicion of having
attempted to assault a white woman? No one
was ev or punished for thUorlme. nor do I find
any referonoe to It In the discussion going on
nt the present time

I hnvo spont twenty years of my life In the
Bouth, nnd an equal length ot tlmo In New
York Htatc, nnd I bellevo I hnve a pretty fair
Idea as to the Question ot racial prejudice. In
my opinion there Is not a particle of difference
In sentiment between the people of tho two
soctlons. The reason for tho greater number
of conflicts between the negroes and the whites
In the South Is the very obvious one of num-
bers. of the United Btntos has
nlno-tenth- s of the negro population New
York has about n hundred white persons to
one r.egro. Some of the Southern States have
more negroes than white persons The ne-

groes hold about tho same position In the
Bouth as regards mental, moral and Indus-
trial conditions as they do In tho North. Sup-
pose that you changed tho relatlvo propor-
tions of tho two races at the North so that the
negroes were about equal In numbers to the
whites, what do you think would lie tho effect
upon tho social, moral and Industrial condi-
tions horo?

Let us talk thn situation over In the light of
reason. Hooker T. Washington understands
It a great deal batter than any Northern man
that I have ever heard from. Tho white oeo-pl- o

of tho Bouth aro the ones that aro suffering
from the conditions not tho negro. The
whites aro being led back Into the ways of bar-
barism; tho negroes get a great deal more
consideration than they would In any other
country on the globo. whon w o take Into account
their real mental, moral and industrial status.
While they aro not to bo blnmed for it, the pres
ent generation of negroeB Is the product of
two hundred pars of sin very, with ages of

preceding Are they any better than a
nation of whites who hnd gone through tho
same experience? It has taken many thousand
yenrs hrr tho white Americans to reach theirpresent level of civilization. Can any sensible
man for a moment entertnln the Idea thnt
tlifse people can be on a level with tliolr whitenelglil. re? Dissertations on liberty nnd the
American Constitution are well enough, but
even IT sows ought to havo silken ears, tho
faot remains thnt they haven't got them

No. the negro problem is a Borlous ono and It
hns to be worked out. It has to bo worked out
In the Kouth. No man can foretell how It will
be worked out The civil war and emancipa-
tion hnve not solved It; as farn9 I can see hnvo
done nothing more than to vary the sltuntlon.
An enterptlsliirf planter In colonial days found
a beautiful looking vorietyof grass la llermuda
and brought It to Charleston for the adorn-
ment of his garden In time thnt grass swal-
lowed up everything on his plantation nnd
bankrupted tbo plnnter. A smart Aleck Im-
ported rabbits Into Cnllfornla: now there are
more rabbits In that section thnn blades ofgrass I do not Imnglnc thnt nbusing thatplanter ever eradicated one blade of that grnss;
If ft could hive done so. I nm quite sure tho
nuisance would hsve been short lived Bo also
with the enterprising Importer of rnbblts
