GEN, OTIN'S REPORT ON THE CAUSES
WHICH LED Y0 MOSTILITIEN,

His Eflorta tn Preserve Poare While the
Filipines Were Investing Manlia nand
Insnlting Onr OMcars and Men-The
Attack on Our Lines Long Premeditated
~fite Correspondence With Againalde,

Waswrenrox, May 31, ~The War Dopirtmaont
ta-day made publie a report from Gen, Flwell
B, tuis on the conditions whioh resulted In
the war with the Filipinos, The report s
dated April 1, and Gen, Otis doams it aasen-
tial, ln order to correct the somewhat prevalls
{ng tmpression that tha Goverament of the
United Htates is responsibile, throngh deeeit or
wronglil actlon, for the existing hostilities.
Corrospondence betweon Aguinaldo and Gen,
Otln lo miade part of the report. Cian, OF s savn:

“It I« well known that o small band of men,
nativea of Laron and lendorsof the reballlon of
1M0%1 aendnnt Bpain, wore Induoed by the latter
country, throngh a money consldaration, to res
move permanently from the islonds. [t s also
woll known that atter the destruetion of the
Kpaniah flert In the harbor of Manila and the
birekade of that clty by the United Stntes
naval foressn numbor of these men returned
to (e vietnity of Manila, . They were doubtioss
encourngrd, without nuthority, to attempt the
orgunimtion of what thay were pleansd to de-
nominate an indepsndent Government for the
i'nltppine propls, they themaelves to beeome
its rontrolling vlement. The widespread ani-
moaity which o great majority of the inhab-
itanta of southern Loron entertnined ngainst
the continuanen of Hpanlsh domination made
theae peapls eagor to neaist any demonatras-
tion whirh promised sdaliveranes, Aguinaldo
and his associates landed from Ameriean ves.
sela In Cavite ithe provites of his nativity),
rippdiedd by Unilted States agenta with nrms
and ammunition In small quantities for the
pirpose of ralsing n nntivs fores to saalst the
American troopa 1o koep back from the shorn
of Manila Bay the senttored Hpanish troops
giving nunoranes in thot vieinity, Aval'ing
thamselrea of tha zealows co-oparation of tha
preople of the snuthern pmviness to terminats
Hpanish supremaey, they took mdvoantage of
the activa hostllities thon existing hetwoon
tha Unired Siatea nnd Mpaln, by which the
groat bulk of tha Spanish army was held ot
Manile, 1o drive ont or eaplitre tha Hpanish
army detnchments stal joned at sonthern polnts,
thoe incrensing their war munitions nnd baing
ennhled thoreby to add numerical steength to
thelr farcm,

“In May, shortly after Ianding at Cavite,
Aguinnldo Insned o proclamation foresasting
an independont Philippine government. with
himselt aa ite Chiaf Exeentive, Farly In Angust
the establishment of the independence of tha
insurgent Government was offleinliy procialmed
by him to the world, amnil ns early ne June he
warned tha United Ntates authorities against
the Innding of Ite milltary forces on Philippine
poll withone first obtalning his consent, be-
cause, np he expreesed It, “the Fhillippine poo-
ple might econslder the oceupation of Phillp-
pins territory by North American troops &
violatlon of thelr rights.’

“When the Unlted States forces landad from
their transports near and to the south of Ma-
nlla for the purposs of attacking tho eclty, the
Action that they wore acting as allles of the in-
surgoents and In furtheranee of Philipplas in-
dependence appenrs to have been conveyed by
Inmurgent leaders, and thus, when the olty was
surrenidered by the Spanish anthorit les, the in-
sirgent troops entered the city to the number
ol sevoral thousand at the same time the
Unltedd Btates wan spctiring posaeasion,

" Subsequent offortson the part of the United
Binten to eomply with the articles of capit-
ulation with Spain. by coeupylog the clty
of Manila and its defences, and the demanda ol
Amulnaldo to be pincod In possession of publie
bulldings an:d to nominate for ofMees all oity
funetionaries, have Leen fully shown in corre-
spondence which lins boen already submittea,
He released his hold of auch portions of the
elty of Manila as were in possesalon of his
troops, thereby permitting the United Btates
to earry out Ita agreament with Spain, only af-
ter he hind peremptory eommands to do 8o, and
then he established his military lines In close
contact with the elty limits, this on the
plea that ahould Manila revart to Bpaln he de-
slred to be in a position to tanke the offenaive;
and he even asked that his troops might be
permitred to return to thy positions evacuated
by them In case Spanish authority should be
refstabliahed. Not yet preparsd to declare
hostllity against tho Uulted btates, he busied
himsell with strengthening his lines about the
city, conlining our forcea strictly within Its
limite, while he and other rebellious subyjects
of Bpaln husled themselves with the forma-
tion of what they wero plensaed to call a repub-
liean form of government tor the Phillpplne
Islands,

“In the alsonco ! Bpanish authority withs
out adequnte power th foreibly nasort Itself,
many able and consorvative men gave ad.
herence to this soemingly o facto govarn.
went, and continued to co-operate with It until
tha latter part of November, whoen the Jo-
termination of Aguinaldo and his confldential
advisers for absolute volitienl Independence,

and thoir declared hostility ngainst the United
Btates, coused them to withelrnw thelr -

Loxpox, May it — A despately to tho Sun from
Rumo snys that the " Filipino Conguittee in
Furapo * yestorday forwardod to all of the Eu-
ropean Governments und to Jopangs specinl
secret memorial, under the date of "May 24,
nrotesting agalnst the execesson of the Amerl-
ean anmy in tha Phillppines and Inelosing
sworn declarations of alleged barbarities com-
mitted by tha Amerieans.
