Company does not care to buy. Tho dropping
out of the little makers nfter tho trust Is formed
will help tho strong concerns remaining out-
side ot the trust as woll as tho combine, and
the makers who nro now not cortaln that they
will be Inside and are going nhcad Independ-
ently are relieved of nil doubts of their
being ablo to continue nn oxlstenco.

Rattling brakes are annoyances experienced
by many rider who uo tho ordlnnry hand
lover variety. The rattle as a rule Is causod by
looseness nt tho upper joint, where tho porpon-dlcul-

rod is joined with tho hand lever. As It
Is necessary thnt there should be some play at
this place ill order that the plunger rany be de-
pressed when the lever Is pulled up.lt Is not
always easy to stop the noise. When on
the road a rubber band or n string
put around tho hnndlo bar just nbovo the
grip, so that a very slight tension Is put on the
lever, will check the rattlo and envo tho norves.
nnd jet leavo tho brake froo to b manipulated.
A more lasting way to ston tho trouble is when
at home to take tho brako apart nt tho joint
that rattles and insert washers of leather so
that they fill up the superfluous room, but
leavo the joint froo to act. Any repair man can
do this for those riders who do not like to work
ov er thoir wheels.

"Spit not nt all" should be one of the eyclinc
ton commandmnnts. slde from Its vulgarity
It Is a practice that often makes a victim of
some one riding near, and it Is nut a healthy
one for riders. The spitting nnlsanco Is one
that Is found on the roads everywhere and it
Is ns offensive as when it is done out of tho
window of a car In a rallroad'traln only to flyUn
another window A fool cntoher. until stopped
ty tho postal authorities made ,'money by ad-
vertising a recipe to cure horses of slobbering.
The victims who sent their cash received the
hieonle advlco: "Teach him to spit." This in-
cident was related bv a man while wiping
some foreign saliva from his sleeve a couplo of
days ago, and he concluded vigorously: "I
wlshsoma'ona would cure these spitting black-
guards by teaching them to slobber." The
same sufferer suggested that anew degree of
assault should be defined making. thoso who
through carelessness eplt on somo one elso
amennblo ton small fine.
