NEWS OF THE WHEELMEN.

XEW LA1T WOT VtrDBnSIOOD BT THE
niCXOLB ror.icK.

Some of Its Provisions Kxplnlned First
Arrest for Vslnsr nn Automobile nn the
Coney Islnnd Cycle I'nths An Odd Point

After having besn a statute law for several
wsoks the Collins bill, rotating to ordinances
affecting bicycling, has been recognized by
the police and at last has become operative.
The "bike eons" of New York have listened to
its provisions and been Instructed to net ac-

cordingly. Tho law waa read over tdo desk to
his squad by bergt. McCorinaok on Sunday and
yesterday the men on patrol discussed Its va-

rious points. This wns the result of a call on
Chief Devery made by Assemblyman Corne- -

litis K. Collins, the falhorlof the bill. Strangely
enough the Brooklyn cycle squad das not yet
been mado acqualntediwlth the new law. al-

though the men have been Instructed to act
wild moderation until coples'of tde bill can be
secured. Tdero das been sued a demantt for
tdese that tde supply hns been exhausted nnd
thn police as well as riders who are writing
dally to tde L. A. W. must wait. Tdat tho im-

port of the bill hat not been fully grasped by
tde police Is sdown by some nrrosts mads on
Sunday, after tdo bill was read at the station
house, of riders for not having bells on their
bicycles. The now law docs not permit of or-

dinances stipulating tdat bells must bo uied.
It says that a signal audible UCO feet must bo
given by bell, wdlstlo or otherwise, and thore-for- o

the nrrest of riders simply because thsy
carry no bell on tho wheel has become Illegal.

rider who wheeled up the Boulevard with alighted one In his pocket. The "bike cope,"
who decided In his favor, agreed with dim
that a lone at ho showed a light It was notnecessary to have It nttached to tho bicycle.
The rider explained that his lamp had been
broken from its brnckef In a baggage car. so
that it could no longerlbelfattenea toltlie wheel.
It would have been out of the question with a
cm or oil lamp to put it in the top breastpocket on the outside of his riding coat be-
cause of tho heat and smoke, but bis was nn
electric lamp, and Its shape permitted it rest-
ing in the pocket with the refleotor Btlcklng
out over the top and throwing a light ahead.
Policemen Itrho looked oaly at his bloycle
halledlhlm, but after seeing a light, "passed"
on It. The unusual spectacle of a rider with
a lamp in his pocket caused comment nil alone
his route and made sport for the street gam-
ins.

Lubricating a chalnlees wheel and keening
it so that It runs "sweetly." ns the saylnc goes,
is not the same proposition as oiling a chain
wheel, andjrloors ot the bevel gears often find
their machines making a nol'0 as it travels.
Heavy lubricants and not light ones should
be used In the chnlnlCRS. but even the heavi-
est" do not seem to sufllce. according to some
riders. A Brooklvnldealcr has discovered a trick
about llxlrig.these gears, which ho tefuses to
divulge, and he Is doing a good buslness'Jix-in- c

ehalnless wheels brought to him. Altera
few minutes In his chop thev run "soft ns
silk " The trouble with the average chaluless
rider Is that he stands too much In nwo of his
gear and Is afraid of Investigating enough to
understand all Its tumors.
