Mr Moss figured thut, as the company's
personalty assets wero $17,000,000 and Its in-
debtedness $112,000,000. according to Its own
statement.

Mr. Orell roduced Mr. Moss's esti-
mate to $1,500,000 by calling his attention
to United .States securities and canal bonds
among tho nssets. whloh are exempt from taxa-
tion, but couldn't explain the further reduction
to $000,000. He was becoming badly confused
when President Feitner came to tho rescue
and said that under the law tho Tax Board was
obliged to figure on a basis of capital und sur-
plus, whloh reduced the assets to $15,000,000
instead of $17.000.0X. and made the assess-
ment a perfoetly proper one. Mr .Moss said
that he couldn't figure it out, but would drop
It for the present.

WON'T TELL IF IIE BENT CnOXEB A CHECK.
Henry W. Vogel. n surveyor In the Tax De-

partment, was called and asked it he hnd not
contributed a oheck to the Democratic cam-
paign fund last yaar. He refused to answer on
the ground that it was not a proper question.

Justices of the Fence Confess Tlefore the

Baxter Committee to Hnd Method.
Cbicaoo. Juno 13. Nearly a score of Justices

of the Peace, n majority of them from the
country towns, but several from the city, wero
examined y before the Baxter Senatorial
committee They mado lame defences of
their methods of collecting fees, nnd in nearly
every case wore compelled to admit that they
were in the habit of charging illegal and ex-

tortionate fees. 'Ihe only ono who "put up a
fight" was Justleo Everett, who holds forth on
Clark street. In tho course of his examination
Justice Everett embrncod tho opportunity to
take n shot at tho profession to which both
Chairman Bnxter and Attorney Burres belong.

"If therolsn stronger custom than that of
Justices looking for their fees," said he. "It Is
that of Inwjersln appropriating money whloh
may rightfully belong to the Justices for legal
fees "

Justice Everett said that If less printers' ink
were used In denouncing the wrongful acts of
Justices and more energy shown in punishing
the gulliy ofllclals real benefit would be
gained. He favored llllng a petition demand-
ing tho summary removal of Justice sharks"
by tho courts of record. Tho witness frankly
stated that Justices who sanction tho dragging
of litigants Into the country should be ousted
from oHlce. nnd gave the committee somo
practical recommendations how to Improve
the Justice court system.

Much evidence was heard relating to the
legal robberies perpetratoj by rascally con-
stables against slot machine owners nnd man-
ufacturers. One manufacturer sworn that he
had been robbod of $4,000 worth of machines
by constables. Anothor snld he had been
driven out of business by them. The saizsd
machines were never destroj'ed; but wore
sent to other cities and sold.

TOTK OS A. COMVLBTB TIE-U- P OF
CI.BVELASn CAR TO ilE TAKES.

The "Little Consolidated" Men Ask to
Meet with the Union Men Less Vlolenoe
on the Streets, Although Some Hinting
Occurs Application, for Work Pour In.

Cleveland, O.. Juno 13. There are Indica-
tions that nil the street car lines in the city will
be tied up before the week is ended, possibly

morning. Tho possibility hinges
on tho action that will bo takon by tho em-
ployees of tho Clovelnnd City Railroad, or ns
It is generally known hero, "The Little
Consolidated " Senator M. A. Hanna Is
President of this company, and up to the
present time a strlko has never occurred
on the road, To-da- y representatives of tho
employees of the company called on Business
AgontC O. Pratt of tho Street Ilnllwuj men's
Union, who Is managing the strike, and re-

quested that the Llttlo Consolidated omployoes
have an opportunity of meotlng with the
strikers. Very few of the Llttlo Consolidated
men aro members of the union. A notablo ex-

ception Is President Bryan of tho union.
The request was favorably considered and a

meeting called for It will begin at
10 o'clock and wilt Inst until 4 o'clock

morning In order to gltn nil the men an
opportunity to bo prcsont. Referring to the
meeting Business Agont Pratt Bald:

" I believe that nearly all tho Little Consoli-
dated men will join tho union, and If enough
of the men join a sympathy strike will beor-dore- d.

The cause of tho strikers will be aided,
I believe. If tho Little Consolidated line should
join the union "

Tho Little Consolidated operatos tho Superior
stroet line, the Pavno andLexlugton avenue
line, tho Dotrolt and St. Clair street line, tho
liui est lino in tho city; tho Lorain street line,
the Woodland and Kinsman street line and
tho Mudlson avonue line. This oompany em-

ploys about 000 men. Itsoars havo dono much
to relieve tho situation caused by tho strike
on the big Consolidated linos, and should It
bo tlod up tho effect would bo serious
on businoss Id this city. It Is also likely that
the motormon nnd conductors employed by the
Akron, Bedford nad Cleveland and tho Cleve-

land, Palnesvllle and Eastern Railway compa-
nies, both of which are controlled and prnc-tleal-

owned by President Everett of tho Big
Consolidated, will strlko or next
day. out of sympathy with the Big Consoli-
dated strikers. These lines have been operated
to the city limits ever slnoo the strike wns de-

clared.
The fourth day of tha strike was not marked

by the turbulence and rioting of the preceding
three days. ThoelTeotnf the stringent ordors
Issued by Mayor Farley lat night, which di-

rected tho pollco to resort to most extreme
measures to prevent rioting, was to bo seen,
and at no placo wore crowds allowed to gather.
