Government willing to overawe tho new
court-martia- l, which would try DrtnvrVH,
would bo formed, but ho knew that no
eouit-marti- would ntcept a judgment
dictated by nny Government.

Thef.ii declarations, uttered ns thoy wero
dining a grnvo ministerial crisis, can havo
had no other purposes but, first, to impugn
tho motives of tho Cnblnnt which tho
friends of President Loudet wero trying
tofoim, nnd, secondly, to threaten It with
it military coup dttat, should It strive to
perform Its duty by securing an Impartial
tribunal for the second trial of Dreyfus,
and thus give rightful effect to tho Judg-
ment of the Court of Cassation.

Thero Is no doubt about the gravity of
tho political crisis In which this man Mer-- (

irn, who, next to Hkniiv and Esteiuia.y,
Is most deeply implicated in thu eonspliaoy

for a term of yenrs

The first day of the open season has been an-

ticipated eagerly oacli )ear, for the first ones
at tho ponds were sure to mako big catches.
