HEIRAVELN A MILE ON 4 RICTCLEIN |

SIXTY-1IVE NLECONDS,

The Cyelist, Paced by nn Engine, Performs
the Record Fent Nony Babylon—A Wind
Bhileld at Rear of Car the Oply Artificinl
Ald -Training to Tey forthe Even Minute,

A man on a bievele rode n mila yostorday
faster than any living crenture thnt moves
on the grouni. horse, grovhound oF osteioh,
over before teavelled the sumo distince by
soli-propulalon. The man wus Charlos M
Murphy, nnd be rode the mile In sixty-five
neconds. It was done ga honestly, eléanly
and fo ns sportsmanlike . manuer as any
bicyele over was riddon.  His sole ndvantage
wis n locomotive  with one ear attpolied,
which eet the paee anil ennbiled him to plde in
A partinl vienum. No striips of fow fapes op
harness was employed.  He rode naturally,
simpiy keeping close to the enr by rapid pedal-
Ting, stiut henriaduoss anid strength of nind
and liody. It wos o wonderTul performance
and a spootacio of thellling (nterost,

The scete of the ride wis op the cobtral

brangli of the Long Tsiund RBallrond, n atrip five
miles K. running  southeast nod north-
west, betweet Farmingdals and Babylon.
The Boatd track  between  the ralls was
at  Clnywood, qhese  miles northwest  of
Baby.owi. the starting point being  ubont

half aoniie from the little Maywoud station.
The conntey there (s in the heart of the weeul
pinlas, uedly o house or o tres being visible In
niiies of travel, the landseape baing un un-
bLroken steeteh Of seedat onk, codar gmd hueks-
berry bushes, Thern 18, however. o streteh of
rallrond e level aa engloesring skill could
niake it

At the rear of thie rallroad car a box-like
Etiuctura had been bullt to shield the rlder
foom the wind, The sidea of It extended
piralcht out about six fest and downward to
withiin two fear of the ground, where they

sintiterl  lnward  toward  the  track  at
an o angln of about forty  degross.  The
battoms  of the wind-shielding  axtension

Inppad aver the inuer sides of the rails, setting
close to them like Nanges, so ax to exolude all
the wir wnd dust possible. The front end of
the box, underoesth the platform ol the ear,
eloped [orward to a polot lke the vrow of o
flat. coudely bullt skiF, The whole affuir had
nn Arching ool that was eontinuous with
tha root of the car. In aside view it Tnoked
like the top part of & cab, bullt solidiy of
boards, that had bean thcked oot theear. A
fouder made of steel and shaped 1ike o hugo

rectaouiar  hnndle  wis aflixsed 1o the
rear of the car, the lopg bar  stand-
Ing out horizontnlly, »o as to  provent

the ruder from colliding with the ear. This
bar was covered with rubber and so set that |
the eyelist ran up too farthe head of his mn-
ehine would steike it. s front wheel wonld
barely nass un ler it '

Within the shisiding slilesof this contrivance
Murphy pedalled for more than two miles,
swerving only fora few inchesand nover losing
thetremendous spocd of hissteam-driven pace-
maner Murphy rode in an ordinary raeing
auit of black  tights, full lensth, black
racing ahoes snd o jersey of pale blue, on the
baek of which ana of s friend=had pinned a
rablit s foot. e was bareheaded and wore no
eveiinsnes. nose or mouth shield or any kind
of applisnits. He did not even have a tooth-
plek o his mouath. He rode o bleyels of regular
stock-racing  model waighing  twentv-one
pounds and geared to 112, with ordinary wire
toe alips.

Murphy's right hand rosted on tha horizon-

tal har of  the rubter coverod fender
with & s*cue of  anxious eves flxad wpon
htin from the car above, when the wordt

the trin shut out every possibility  of
spoech  or  onll The  spectators on the
patiorm  held  ther  breaths. The oy-

elint  padalbdd {aster and faster, his wheel
uever faljilng away an inch from 118 position
nnd swaying from alae to side only five inches,
Thors wers five planks, ench ten lnchos wide,
composing the track., Murpliy rods the entire
distanes on the mitdle one, and he used only
cne-half of that,

As the teain inerensed ita apeed it seomed to

the watchera that the rider never could hold
the pacn.  Fastar and faster i logs
moved, but the expression of his down-
ward-turned face never chonged., His foa-
tures wers set, but In  determination  and
not fear. This was seen by H. B Fuller-

ton, tha I, A, W, Viss-U"onsul. who was !ying
down on the platform, intently wutching tha
vidder, There wers dags nt the slde of the track
maeking the start of the mile, the fuleb ansd
i'hn fuarters, and drawn across the boards at
oth start and finish was a broad, bloek line.
