The situation Is as follows: Inl8!l8 Commis-
sioner Kearny of the Department ot I'ubllo
Hulldincs, Lighting and Supplies tried to
get tho Municipal Assembly to author-
ize him to advertise for bids for light-
ing tho city. The Municipal Assembly

to givo the authority. Commis-
sioner Kearny went to Corporation Counsel
Whalen and asked If he could advertise the
contract without the consent of the Municipal
Assembly. Mr Whalen decided that the con-
tracts might bo lot regardless of th Municipal
Assembly Mr Kearny advertised and got
bids, which were openei1 last May. All showed
a reduction In the prion or gas for interior
lighting and practically unchanged prlocs for
street lighting, although the gas war has
greatly reduced thnprico to private consumers

Commissioner Kearny was about to award
the contracts when ho was restrained by an in-
junction Issued by Justice Mnddox In Hrook-ly- n

ground that tho Municipal Assembly had not
authorized the contracts The arguments on
tho Injunction were made on June (1. Justice
Maddox reserved Ills decision.
