MAKES HIN LAST REFORT AS FRESI-
DENT OF THE UMNFERSMITY.

Rafers te Democracy at Yals and Declares
That Tt Has Not Deollnsd-Urges the
Wide Adoptian of the University Tden—
Ml Advice te President-Eloet Hndley.

New dlaves, Conn, June 29 Tne last report
which Zimothy Dwight will make as Prasidant
of Yaie Univernity wan made public this morns
Ing. 1*rovors tho lask alghtosn monthe of hia
adminiatration. He pagantribute tothe mem-
bors of tho corporation and faculty who have
died during his term of office and revicws the
record of Yalnln the Bpaniah war. Tn sapeak-
Ing of the death of Prof. 0. C. Marsh, the Prosl-
dent snyn:

"It wou'! cortalnly ben most Atting tributn
to the meamory of 'rof. Marah Il goma generous
friond of t5a university would at this timn pro-
vide the menans for orecting an additlonal
bullding f 2 the mvsnim, which In now so Im-
porntive v nondad."

Tho Traaudent disousson tha questlon of
wonlth at *ha colloge nnd handsoms dormi-
tories In their relationa to Yaln democracy.
He soonuts the Idon that they are oppossd to
thit dermoorney, Ho apyna;

It
wau the Arst formal apeoch made by Yale's new
Prowldent sfnen his election by the corporns
tion, nnd the Hyperlon Theatrs, fn which the
exdroinon wers helil, was thronged with elti-
yona to hear what hie had o say on the sub-
jeot, * Praparation for Cltizenship” He sald
In part;

“Wo aro aclf-governmd.  That ls not an
ompty phrase. It moans that we nre, In the
Inat resort, governed by publin sentiment,
Prosidents and Congrosses, Governors and
Moyors, Judgos apd potleemen In the Inst
resort nre valuable as a means of dolng certaln
apeoiftod things: but the very governmoent I8
maintalned by the law-ablding habita of the
eommunity, the habit of ylelding to publio
aentiment or  deelding matters by the
argnmont of letting the common sense of the
enmmunity rule our nctlons, so that wo do not
neod to hinve policemen to eoaren ts, We can
trust ourselves to ylolil to this sentiment, It
is somothing Invalusbile, and the eduention
that lends to It {8 most lHkely to be highly
pralned.
