The work of lnunching the yacht was bagnn
by knocking the blocks awny at 3:20 o'cloex.
Whon thia waa done thore was some delay In
tearing down the sldes of the lioiise which eov-
ernil her, no that she could pass freely. At 3:40
o'cloek the Shamroek alld fnto the water In her
arndle, which shes cleared about thirty rards
from the shora

Tho tug Excalalor In golng up to take the
Bhamrock's towline ran Into the yacht, making
a deep dent In her port alde.

The new boat flaw Bir Thomas Lipton's
fAag—grann, with n gold square bearing s gresn
shamrock in the eentro—at her bow, and
the royal ensign flonted aft. The HBhamrock
wis towed across the river to the Bonth Dook,
where ahe will ship her ateel mast. There was
great chesring aathe boatslld Into the water.

Sir Thomas Lipton came to the yard on
honrd a tug which was @ay with bunting and
streamers. The hoats which were in the vi-
einity wore moatly ogcupled by reporters and
photagraphers, with a lew publle speetators.

Aw the hoat was launched n small plensura
bont In the river capaized, but its occupants
were all pleked up and landed safely.

=ome yeara ago Thomas Clnpham of Roslyn,
Long Islaml, showed, or rather handed, a
moidel of one of his yachta to John Herreshoff,
the blind boatbullder of Bristol, Rhode Island.
It 18 well known to most yachtamen
that Clanham has produesd very fast hoats,
anid that his theory of design has been based
on the skimming of a boat over tha top of tha
water rather than plonghing through It by
britatorne, When John Herreshof had han-
dled Clupham’s model he handed It back with
this remnrk:

A you o will just hang alump of lead well
down from your moidel, Tom, you wlil be on
the right traek

This little inoidant shows eloarly how Herre-
shoff had made up his mind concerning the
ennne body with i lump of lead hanging
down underneath many years before Edward
Burgeas of Roston eame into prominence, It
alan showa that if yachtamen had ordered thaie
racing boats from liristol instead of Boaton
they woulid have got the Columbin type of yacht
inatend of the Puritan, Marflowerand Volunteesr
types Thefirat time the Horreshofa had a
renl opening they produced the Gloriana and
the Virusilla, which beat 40 and aven B-footers
an far back ne 1801 ar 1102

Another paint worth mentioning In connee-
tion with the lnunch of the Shamrook to-day
fn the esming into  the feld of ex-
pert bulldars  of torpmilo boata as  yaoht
bullders The Aerroshoff  theory of
dusign I8 noeepted, and  chief among
those who necept it s the deslgner of
the Sthanmrock. Wil Fife. who has holdly
taken his typs from the (iloriana. and |t
im aafe 10 say thut he has shown no origi=
nality that will mark » new departurs
in  design. Whatever extraordinary fea-
tures the Shamrook may posasas (n the way of
eonstructlon mre not yet gnown, but if any
such featurss exist, which Is doubtful, they
are matters that will glve to Amerionn yaohts-
mei no uneasiness. To those who sppreciate
the battle in eonstruction hetweesn the Thorny-
eroftn and the Herreahoffs, however. this
phase  of the eoming sirgsle for the
Ameriea’s Cup s Ioteresting. As n FPos-
teur  wlll revenl  atartling  truths  to
phiyalvinns and completely reform medieal
treatmont of disease, so will & Thornyeroft or
a Herreshoft apply solentific manipulation of
the metals to incrense the apead of nracing
yaeht

The maximum length of & singla sticker to
pompute for tha Amegioa’s Cup Is fixed at
ninety [set hy the dead of gift. This is the
stirting polat, The pext thing to settle Is the
amount of canvas to be used. [t ls ponsibia
in & ninaty-foater to go to suoh an extreme in
eanvas that the yacht would he practieally use-
lean awing to physieal Inability to handle the
enormous aalls, together with the diMoulty of
getting spars to stand the strain and at the
pama timne hold their rigidity. It being de-
elded how far it i« sala to go with the canvas,
the deslgrer models his hull to At his sali
apoand, wncd they caomes the selantific and ma-
thamatica! problem of eattive off weight in
connt rietion, ut which game both the Herres-
hoffs and Thornyeroflts are mAastors.

In considering the Bhamroek, It must he
remom bherasd that neither hsr construction
nor  her  under-witer  bady s as oyt
known  to the public.

The after hady s also full, It lookn like
the after end of & duck, ard If & duck had
long tall feathers cut off & trifle rounding
at the ends the comparison wonld not ba
altogether out of tha way. The after
botly w*ams to mqiat In the water, but
notwithstanding this the run Isolsan and the
connter pleasing to the eye, although not so
finely moulded as the Columbia's, as would
appenr from photographs of the |atter when
she wans launched.

The Hhamrock will come just undar 0 feet

on the water line. Bhe (s 130 feat over all, with
21 fest nverhang aft and about 10 feet for-
ward. Her howaprit s in  place and (s
44 fest outhoard and about B fest an deck.
The mast will bs stapped about 30 feet from
the forward end of the waterline, The hollow
steel, or, ns [t in raported, aluminum, mast lies
alongalids on the wharf, and In 75 fost from
deck to hounds, with 14 feot of masthead. It
I threa-alxteanths of an inch thiek
» 1tin snfe to say that the Shamroek's’kesl will
ba ahorter than tha Columbia's anil will ot
wolgh ns much, Fife seems to have preferred
benm sod & falrly hard bllge for stabllity n-
atead of lead or other metal In the keel.
o The deaught of the Columbla and Shamroek
appeanrs to be about the same. Flia hans fol.
lowed the snme channel as Herreshoff in glv-
Ing to the Bhamrock a fiat floor, and has praobe-
ably gone one better with more haollow in the
turn from the flaor townrd the keel,

In a general way the difference betwoan the
Rhamrock and Columbla seems to be that

while Fite has hung his lead from a
dingy, Herreahoff has hung his from »
canos. In this, of ecourses, Herreshofl |Ia
only earrying nearsr to  perfection his

theory of a Nn-keel type, while TFife in trring
to do the same thing with mors boat above
the water than the fin-keel type actually sug-
goats,

In rig It looks as though Herreshoff would
have a larger mainanll and less headsall
than Fife, and there Is searcely any doubt

that the Celumbin will have to give
the Hhamroek a comfortable allowance
ol time, according to the rules of the

New York Yacht Club. In saving his time
allowance Fife has always been cleverin Amer-
loan waters, but It has bean with amaller boats,

Yachtamen will remember that noted
declaration of (ien. Paine, that It waas
contrary to the laws of naturs for the

Minerva to win In the 40-foot olass, yot
tho Inws went on going to the oontmm-
ry and romained contrary until Herreshoft
hung his lttle lump of lead from his canoe,
It exparience this year shows that the
praetieal limit of sall moread on a nipety-
footer bhas about been  reached. the
racea for the America’'s Cup will become
morsa and mora & quostion of actual
sailing and handling the boats. No mat-
ter what special materlal may have been
used In  the econstruction of the Rham-
rock It can safely be sald that the outting of
walghts hna about reached {ta limit, Possibly
events may demonatrate that they have been
out too much already. In whioh cass there will
be a reaction In favor of the safe side,

Now that the Bbamrook has come out inke
view, however. It certainly seems. In view of
her probably smailer sall area than the
Columbla, that her excessive beam s
against her belng as truly u  repre-
santative of what have proved the fasteat
trpes of racing vacht as the Columbia. One
looks im van at the Bhamrock to ses his ideal of
a 0-toot Ao keel. The sieck. refined, graosful
lines are wanting. An you viaw tha boat from
tha and of her bowsprit along tha deck she looks
reasonably well, but whon you go alongside and
examine her oearefully nshe appoars to
ba too fat. No other word describes It
Of courne, her fulness and beam would have
no special signifieance to American yachtsmen
(f 1t wna not beliaved that Nat Herreshoff (s on
the right track In apead and has set up definite
standnrds by which to judge,

Aftar Diurgess had been trying for yeara to
drive bulky hulls through the water by brute
foree, Nat Harreahoff cama tothe front to show
how to apply the same amount ol eanvas to
a hull that (s to a Burgess yaoht llke
u grayhound to a setter. Bo po one ean he
blamed for exoresasing disappolntment in the
Bhamrock whoen he has sean the ereations of
Harreshoff. It was  belisved untll now
that Fife would ba In form to come
nearer the gonl to which Herreshoff
I8 making However, there will be more
lieht on tha Bhamrock when sha tries har
legn, although even then har performuances will
mean little untll she runs up against her roal
antagonist. When sho mesta the Columbia it
will bo sean whethor a Clapham bouncer typs
of o pumpkinsesd, with her mysterious ballast,
will get away from a true type of the o keel,
