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ACADEMIC FREE SPEECH.

CHICAGO UNIVERSITY DISAVOWSTALK
OF LAUGHLIN AND VON HOLST,

The Congregntion Resolves in Favor of
Complete Free Speech hy Tis Members,
bhat Ieciares That the Universlty Must
Not HBe Held Reapnnaible for I,

Cmicano, July 1. <At a prolonged seszion of
tho songrogation of the University of Chicago
yaatarday resalutjons were pagsed disavowing
all responsibility for tho utterances of Profs,
J. Lawreneo Laughlin and Von Holst on tha
question of expi . lon, Sigee the Contral Musio
Hall mesting, nt oh Prof. Langhlin erlticised
the Administration, il fecling hias existed on
this guestion, ux (t was bolleved in cartain
annrters ho spoke with the appeoval of Dr,
Harper, By ith actlon yeste rday the congre-
gatlon ssoks to ramoave tho stigma atiaching to
the university by suel utterances.

The discussion tnok place bLalind closed
doors, but after the seasion it was anid that the
trustees and moembers of the faculty were in
hearty aceord. and that but one opinion wos
exprossed al the meeting, namely, that free-
dom of apeoch was the fundamental pripeiple
upan whioh the university was foanded and
must b sustained. The resolution, which was
finally ndopted. s a8 follows:

“Resoleed, (11 Tha the principle of complate
freedom of speech on all subjects has from the
beginning besn regarded as fundamental '
tho University of Chicago, as lins been shown
both by the attitude of the Presidont nnd the
Bonrd of Trustess and by the actual practica
of the President and the officers.

120 That the principle ean neithar now nor
at any future time b callea In question.

“That it ia desirable to have it clearly undar-
atood that the univeraity as such does not
sppenr us nodisputant on either side upon any
public aueation : and that the utterancos which
nny professor may make in publie nre toa bhe re-
gnrded an representing hisvwnopinions anly ™

The mesting wis helid o Haske!l Museum,
and fley-live members were present io cap and
gown when President Harper formaliy cailed
the gatherlog to arder, Prof T ¢ Chamber-
lin doteoduesd a declaration saying “'that,
while it is the privilegs of evory member of the
nniversity to sotertnin whatsosver opinion he
may choose coneorning controverted gueations
ol wiblie fnterest, it s, nevertheless, desirnble
that great cars should be taken to avoid in-
volving the university, even by remotes lmplicas=
tion, in such controverted matters.'”

Prof. Chamberlin then spoke nt length upon
the subjest nnd said that while he belleved ab-
aolutely inthe principie of freedon of apeesch, ha
also beliovad that the membearsof the facuity of
auniversity, when they exprossed themaelvas
upon publle questions, should do so in & sensi-
ble manner, so that the publie would under-
stand that tha institution which they repre-
sented was not respousible fur thoir utter.
ances. The aspoaker anid  that  he, of
courae, alluded to the notl-expatsion menting
where P'rof. Laughlin hodl spoken. Mre Chami-
berlin sald that he bslleved neithear side should
have expreassd itaell so strongly as it had, but
the utterancas of Prof Laughlin had lad toa
misindamstanding of the position of the uni-
versity in the matter,

Frof. Laughlin took issue with Frof Chame
berlin and sald thiat he thought the Ceantral
Musie Hall mevting was the opportunity for
showiog the peapie that the professars wore
notafrald to express themselves openly upon
public questions Then xepernl Jdiscussion
followad, in  which every professor had
pomething to sav, Among those who spuke
wore Prole. W. G, Hale, A. W. 8mall. Tollman,
Harper, Anderson nnd Barnes. The Bev. Dr
Comley of the alumni anid that he feit that as
the mattar liad atirred up 80 much talk the
congrogation ought to make some doclaration,
and Principnl Sisson of the Dradley Tustitutes
exprenned himeell inasimilar manner,

L. Harpor delivered a spesch, 1o which he
said that he had always maintalned thnt free-
dom of speach was the right of every Ameri-
van, whather ha wers a college professor or
not,and that this was the principle upon which
the university was founded., He thanked the
members of the faculty and the trustess for
the manner in which they had shown them-
selves 1o be in porfect acenrd with his own
vinws upon this subjeet,

Ubjections were made 10 Prof. Chamberlin's
resolution on the weors that it might be con-
sidered too clouded and not sufelently to the
point. Prof, Chambarlin sald he had intro-
dueed it for the purpose of promoting consld-
aratinn of the matter. and declarad he fait
there might have been ton much talk on bhoth
wides of the expanalon question. There was
no objection to the framing of n new reso-
Tution, and the oue above wns passed unoni.
moukly.  After the sesslon adjoarned the
prolessors present would not talk on the busi-
ness they hald considered; but it was an-
nouneed that the matter of freedam of speech
had the nttention it received becguse of the
publicity given to the matterin the newspapers
and 1o elenr the whole guestion before tho
people.
