Funsten was elected Dishop of
Noiséd by the Eplscopal General Counell in
Washington Inst fall, but deolined to serve, He
afterwanl reconsidersd his doclinntion, and n
commission wias ssued for his consceration un
April 27, . :

IRELAND TO HIS CRITICS.

HE RFEFUTES THEIR LIRELS UPON
CATHOLICE IN AMERICA,

The Kind of ' Americaniesm '™ That Exisis
In the Church In This Country According
to the Archhishop of St. Padl-A D'lain
Statementof His Views on Church Matters

Thete areived In thivelty yosterday coples of
the News Eva of June 24, a Catholle journal of
London, which contalus an Important intars
viow on “Americatlsam ™ that papot's editor
hat with Archbishop Ireland in Yarls, The
Archbishop s now In London, and, it (s ex-
pected, will sall for this country in o week or
80, The Interview published inthe New Era
s particularly notabile from the fact that in in-
terorating the Pope's recent lettor on “Amorls
canism ' Archhishop Ireland differa wide-
Iy from Archbishop Corrigan.  Arehbishop
Irelnnd sxprossen the bellef that no thoologl-
enl errors In the Catholie Church in Amerlen
wuro condemnod by the Pope's letter, for none
oxlst hore, he snys.  Archbishop Corrigan. on
the other hamd, fn a letter to the Pope last
March thanking the Holy Father for his en-
eyellenl, describes the errors condemnod by
the Popo ns “the monster which, n order to
obinin a insting nhode to nequire the rights of
eitizanship among us, nssumed to jtsoll tho
falr nimo of *Americanlsm' " The New York
Arehblahiop turther declared that had not the
Pops spoken the Amerloan lilshops and elorgy.
would have had hiurd work to keep thelr pen-
plo out of error. In hils Interview, published
inthe N Era, Archblshop Ireland doos not
hesitate to pay his respects to those toreign
Catholles who have nesailod him ond his
friends, Thae interview s as follows:

“It by Amerlcanism we are to understanid
theologlen! errors eondenined In the Fopo's
letter, thers has been and thore is no such
thing in Amerien.  Hia Eminenco Cardinal
Gibbons, writing eMolally aa represantative of
the Amerlcan hierarchy to the l'opa in rosponss
to tha letter of his Holinoss, states this fact
most elearly. Consoquaently there was np diffi-
eulty whatavear on the part of seclesinstios and
Inity in Amuries fo necopting the lotter of Pope
Leo XU The letter proclnimed truths which
theyalways held and fiemly hellevad, In ennnec-
tion with this afMalr the ouly thing that erentod
A ripple of excltement fo the United Btates wns
the lusult offerod to Amerlen by cortadn men in
Trance who deslgnated such errorsas *Amer-
feanism.' Belng In Nomo at the time of tho
