That it will
ever ba discovercd s very imorobinlile; so fin-
probable that aven selenos will not undertake
the kearch, Neverthioloss, thoro (8 substantial
prool that It Hes pomeswhera north of the Cann-
dian line, for no fewer than seventoen true
diamonds have been found In the northern
part of the United Btates, depositnd thers, the
geologinin sy, by n ginclal descent from aboyve
It s peobinbila thnt the gems wore tranaported
A long distanen, tndd one gnologist hazanda thos
gurss that the mothior Jode da o thin eaat of
Jomer's Bay in Labieador, 1t s jast possibla
that Iu the lapan of wvonrd tha diseovery of
other dinmonds will lead the pationt, far-seoing
men of setonco bnek to the prohistorie souren
of the jrwals,

The first Ameriean dinmond to be diseny-
orod brought €1 toltw owners, Tt was found by
mronlident of Eagle, Wankeshin eounty, Wis,
who was digging n well In s back yard, That
was In 1T, e sold the eurlous looking peh-
blm to n Milwaukon jewellar far the priee men-
tionedd, ‘The Jewellor put it away In lils snte
and forgat about It untll 1955, when, In golng
over some old stosk, he cnma neposs (tanil ox-
amined into Ita oharneter. It stood nll the
tonta for the dinmond, el the aunouncament
of the (dlgswery wnele a great toado fn that
phreal the eotintry,  Promoters Sought  land
In Waukeshn contity nnd promptly “*iisenyv.
erad"" twoothar dintmonds, whicl subseguently
proved to L of Afeiean origin, That endid
any hope ol o boom thers, aml  noaturally
tho original lamond  was  regarded ns n
fake and relegated toabilivion, Bt in 1Mia
stone welghlng betwoon thres anid four enrats
was fownid at Opeegon, Wis, nnd the sitention
of Prof, W. 1L Mobiba of the University of Wise
consin was directad to (6 In this Instanoe
there wors no clreumatances wideh would war-
rant a suspleion of the truth of the statemaent
eoncerning the manaaer In which the stons was
found, nnd this fact gave tha discovery of the
Englo dinmond pnew linportince and Intorost,
Tho joawaller posseasing It was aought ont by
Frol. Hobba, the two stones ware conipared,
and the reaembilance was such that thers re-
malned no reason tadoubt that the Fagle dla-
mond had teuly como to Hght In the manner
desoribed, rogardloas of thoa possiblo froad in
the mnttar of the other two stones alisgod to
have bhean found o the same vielnity, Toth
the Eagla and the Oregon diamonils wers soon
sftor purchased by a famons Now York irm
and addad to its eolloction of gems.

Col. Doynton, the former possesanr of the
Engle dinmond, gnve Prof. Hobbs informaotion
that led to his diseovoring snothee dinmond,
the largont of all, woighlng twoenty-one carnts,
The atgno is the property of the widow of n
Kewnskum farmer, ard was found ina toll in
Kohlwvillo, near Kowoskum, while plonghing,

All threo of thess dinmonds wern fontd In
daponita of glacinl materinl, which Indieatos
that they wern formed at some plaes preabably
vory remote feobd thl one in widelh they wers
found, and were transported thitlier in the
shoot of L which long, long ago coversd the
northern part of the continent.  ‘Twice tlils
sheet of lea plvaneed into the greot Tks ter
rltory. and the second tme the gront wall of
dreife, enllod the terminal, marginal, or kottie
mornlne, was built upe This moralne, In
which |s necumulated the greater pnrt of
the rook transported by the loe, has boon
traoedd (hironghout  its  sptira extent, and
that all of the nlovesmentioned dinmonds

OF tha seventosn
dinmonds diseovored so fae Htteon are from
Wiseonsin, nnd of the elght localities nt which
they wors fonipsd six lie within bn aren 200
wlles ggunre, having ite vantre near Milwoaukes,
Of the twa dlamonds golng to compliete tha
sevantonn, ane, welghing nenrly oloven earnts,
was fonmd In 18 a0 Dowagnie, Mich, in &
subordinate mornie formed during n halt of
the glacior an it whs retreating from the ro-
glon: the other, s carnts In weight, was
found only Inst year nt Milford, .

Garesy, Koo, July h,—"Wanted, at Galena,
Kan,sp old man, a collage profassor, name
unknowt, home utkoown, missing twenty-
two years, discevorsr of the rlehest sine and
lend nmiines in the world, helr to u vast for-
tuane” Thie is the strange "want ad" of cer-
taln wealthy vionser mine owners of the Mis-
sourl-Knnana lend and zine miniog distriet; 1t
Is, In Lirlef, the story of n man, n satrangsr, who
twenty-two sanrs ago cnme loto southeastern
Kanpan, and through a srofound knowledue of
waology and mivernlogy divined nnture’s hisro-
gipohics in rock nnd soll, “staked off" the most
fartile lead and zine fleld yot discovarsd, deslig-
nated the exnot apots where Iny hidden vast
vaults of minarsl weilth, revenled lils secreta
to one man—and then daparied,

During the yenrs that hnve passed sines that
“stianger' stood where theilittle eity’ of, Ga-
lonn, Kan., has alnces baen bullt, aver $140,000,-
(M) worth of lead and zlne ors has been added
to the world's mineral wealth an a resunlt of his
vinslt to Knananaw, 1le paved the way whoreby
many men have Lacomo rleh,  He esunad an
uninhabited country to become the homa of
thousnnds of prosparous veoplo, hut their
prosperity he never sharsd—he “"disappenred
and left no sign.”
