Certificates of Protection for Porto Itloan
and Philippine Vetialt.

WAsniKOTOif, July MoKlnley
has Issued an order through the War Depart-
ment to the offloers of eustoms In Porto Klco
and the Philippines relative to the Issuance of
certificates of protection. These certificates
entitle the vessels to whloh they are Issued to
the protection of the flag of the United States
on the high seat ana In all porta under the
following conditions:

First Tho vessel must be owned by a oltlzen
of the United States reilding In Porto Rico or
tho Philippines.

Second Natives of the islands may obtain
certificate; for their vessels upon their taking
the oath of allegiance.

Third If a resident of the Islands namedwas a subject or Spain prior to April 11. lHllft.
and nan abjured his allegiance to tho crown ofSpain and has taken the oath of allegiance tothe United States, he. too. shall bo entitled to a
certificate of protection.

The President's order further provides thatthe master and tho watch officers of n vobsp! to
which a certificate of protection Is Issued mustalso bo citizens of the Unltod States. In lieu
of that they must take the oath of allegiance.
It Is. however, discretionary with the Generalcommanding the forces or the United States In
thesoverol Islands named as to whether thesespecial provisions shall be waived In whole or
In part

The certificate of protection entitles the ves-
sel to the same privileges and subjects It to thesome disabilities as are prescribed in Article
XX. of tho consular regulations of lbW for
American or foreign-bui- lt vessels transferred
abroad to citizens of the United States.

The Preildent Tells a Delegation That the

Attorney-Oener- la Nat Infallible.
WisniNOTOx. July 11,-- A number of promi-

nent temperance men. members of the Na-

Tho President said he would look Into
the matter personally, and If the opinion of the
Attorney-Gener- was found to bo correct It
should stand, but he added that all menweie
fallible, that the Attornoy-Gener- was not In-
fallible, and that if thu latter had made a mis-
take he had no doubt Mr, Griggs would be
ready to rectify It, for ho was an able lawyor
and an honest and courageous man.

WBBKLT CROP REPORT.

Weather Conditions Favorable for rarmlng
and Crop Growth.

WisHilfOTOjc, July 11. The weekly
crop conditions lined y by the

Weather Bureau says:
Tha weather conditions of the week ending

8 A. M July 10. were for the most psrt favor-
able for farming operations and crop growth
In tha districts east of the Kooky Mountains,
being especially so In the States of the upper
Mississippi and Missouri valleys and In the

coast districts. The week ties been
marked by the absenoe of high temperatures
east of the Rocky Mountains. Excesslvo ralni
of the past week hnvo earned some damage lo
grain In shock In Kansas, nnd similar dam-
age Is reported from Texai as a result of the
unprecedented rainfall of the previous week.
Drought continues In the central Gulf States.
Tennessee, portions of the Ohio Valley and
southern Michigan, belne very sevcrelln cen-
tral Tennessee; rains are also needed gener-
ally throughout the Roekv '.Mountain region,
but on tho Pacific eoaat the conditions have
been seasonal, especially In Oregon. where Ideal
weather has prevailed. While rainfalls amount-
ing to one-ha- lf to three-fourth- s of an luoh are
reported over a considerable portion of the
drainage basin of the Brazos Blver In Texas,
the conditions on the whole have been favor-
able to the subsidence of waters In the Inun-

dated districts.
This liss been another favnrabla week for

oorn In the principal earn Ststes. and the crop
generally has made rapid growth. Heavy rains
and high winds have blown down corn over a
considerable area In Iowa: alight damage
from chinch bugs Is reported from Missouri,
and drought has checked growth In porttone of
Onto and Kentucky nnd caused serious dam-
age In oentrnl Tennessee. Cultivation has
been delayed by rains In portions of Michigan
and Wisconsin, but on the whole the crop Is
clean and is largely laid by In tha States of the
central valleys.

Winter wheat harvest is finished except In
the extreme uortherly ssctious. where it is
well advanced, although delavrd by rains In
portions of Wisconsin and Michigan. In Kan-
sas and Texas some damage has're suited from
sprouting In shock. Ir. California harvesting
Is nearly completed, and wheat is ripening in
Oregon. No unfavorable reports respecting
spring wheat have been received from the
spring wheat region except from the central
and eastern portions of South Dakota, where
It has been materially injured by drought. Tho
crop is now heading In North Dakota und
northern Minnesota.

A good crop of oats Is being harvested In In-
diana and UlinoK and tho outlook in Michi-
gan. Ohio and l'onasylvanla. is promising.
Lodging Is reported from Wisconsin and Iowa
and damage from rust In Missouri and drought
In South Dakota.

In tho central and eastern portions of Mi
cotton belt cotton has made good progress, al-
though Injured to some extent by lnseMs In
portions of Missouri nnd Georgia. In the
Carolluas It is reported as small but healthy.
In South Carolina the Sen Island cron was
never better. (lutsMe the Hooded region In
Texas ootton Is doiug well and fruiting nlcelv.
except In scattered localities, where too rank
growth and come complaints of Insects aro re-
ported. It will be two weeks yet before the
dnruase to cotton In the Hooded district nt
Texas cm he determined or the exteet to
which cotton wUI be replanted In thlitsen
counties In the southern half of the Brazos
drainage basin the loss resulting Irom the Hood
la estimated at from ouo-thlr- d to one-ha- lf the
crop.

Owing to drought the tobacco ncrenge in
Tennessee Is much reduced, and the prospects
for thu crop In that State are poor. In por-
tions of Kentucky and Ohio the growth of to-
bacco has also been checked br drought, but
cenernll the crop Ii doing well in that sec-
tion. In the f'nrnlliins. middle tHntle States
nnd New Fnglaml the general outlook for to-
bacco is impioied. the crop being in fine con-
dition In MnrylHiid.

Detective Caught the Man In Aatorla
Might Have Heen Shot Hnil the Fellow's
llevolverlleen Heady .Tourneyed to Har-
lem Afterwnrd Struggling All the Way.

Louis Zlllar. a Cuban, 30 years old. of 2053
Eighth avenue, made a stiff fight for his lib-
erty yestorday morning when Detective Hart
of the West 12."th street station arrested him
In Halsey street, Astoria, on a charge of burg-
lary. Ho was safely housed finally In the police
station and will bo arraigned In the Harlem
Police Court y on a charge of burglary,
preferred by John P. Sclndlra, a photographer,
of 118 West tli street. Joslah Day, 10 years
old, of 145th street and Amsterdam avenue
will be arraigned with him on the same charge.

Zlllar was formorly employed by Sclndlra
and knew that tho latter had two gold watches,
valued at $150 and $175 respectively. In an
Iron box on the first floor of hla establishment.
On Wednesday last, while Sclndlra was at
Work In the developing room on the floor above
his office, the police allege that Zlllar and Day
entered tho office, broke open the box and

tolo the watches,
Hart was assigned to the oaae when Sclndlra

roported the robbery at the polloe station. He
arrested Day on Monday night as a suspicious
person. Later Inlthe night he heard that Zlllar
was In Astoria and ho went across the river
after htm. He met him 1 n Halsey street yes-

torday morning nnd attempted to arrest him.
Zlllar would not submit without a fight. Ha

tried to draw his revolver, but the hammer of
tho weapon caught In his pocket and he
couldn't get It out. Then he struck at the
policeman, and a struggle ensued In which
both were considerably bruised. Hart
proved the victor at last, disarmed Zlllar.
handcuffed him and started for Harlem.
The Cuban made no effort to get away lu the
walk through Astoria or th ride across tho
Ninety-secon- d street forry. On their arrival
In Manhattan nart nnd his prisoner boarded
nn Llglity-sixt- h street crosstown car. Hart
had Zlllar handcuffed to him and as they took
a closed car tho detective expected no further
trouble

As Hart reached to his trousers pocket to
gel the carfare for Zlllar the Cuban suddenly
bent his head down and burled hla teeth in
Hart's hand which held the bandciills With a
cry of pain Hurt Involuntailly droppod
tho clinlu and tho moment he did so
Zlllar tried to launch his body through
one of tho open windows, although the car was
going through the Park nt full speed. Only
his legs remained In the car and these were
slipping through when Hart grabbed them.
Zlllar kicked and struggled desperately, but
ho was hauled back Into the car by Hart and,
some passengers who ran to his assistance.
All this happened in less tlmo than ll takes to
tell It.

Zlllar continued to fight desperately In the
car, but he was nvorpowored by the detective,
who held tho handcuffs tight. At Eighth ave-
nue, where the detective and his prisoner
changed to a northbound trolley car. Zlllar
made another fight, but It was only a half-
hearted one and was soon stopped.

Hart was completely exhausted when at lost
he landed his prisoner in the West l'J5th street
station.
