Further-
more, thoy alone of nil peoples except tho
Russians havo room and to sparo for an
enormous Increase of tholr own number In
tholrown domain. Scores or millions of this
increase will somo day Inhabit vast regions
of North America, South Africa and Aus-

tralia, whero climate Is propitious and ca-

pacity for supporting human life Is still
unfathomed. No other language except
the Russian can havo the privilege of so
enormous an extension In the regions whore
It la nlfnaftf Ida wntmnnlllsp

It has been said of the English-speakin- g

peoples that they have contributed Uttle
to tho study of language, though they have
gratefully accepted tho labors of foreign
philologists. This may bo true, yot, though
tho English raco may not havo added as
much to tho science, of language as the
Germans havo dono. It has been spreading
Its languago through the world and Insur-
ing Its futuro position as tho languago of In-

ternational business and of diplomacy. We
seo Its most Important rivals y study-
ing English In all their advanood schools.
When tho Congress of Social Science mot at
Berlin In 1808, Bismajick, thon tho Prus-
sian Premlor, remarked to M. Rendu, the
French delegate: "We Germans are con-

versant with Frenoh and English almost
from birth, while you French havo the dis-
advantage to know no language but your
own." Ho also said that ten years oarllor
not a soul at tho Frenoh Embassy at Ber-
lin understood a word of German. A half
contury ago the Ignorance of educated
Frenchmen of foreign languages was

and that lgnoranoe was both tho
effect and tho sign of tho supremacy of
Frenoh before whloh foreigners bowed
down. That time has passed ; no one can
now accuse tho French of neglecting Eng-
lish and Gorman, for they aro studied at
present In every advanced school and col-le-

of Franco.
Elovon years ago the Volksraad of the

South African Republlo passed a law for-
bidding the use of any language except
Dutch In tho courts. In all publlo ofUoos
and oven In tho transaction of business In
tho market places. Tho nt of
tlio Republic, urging tho passage of tho
measure, said It wns not too much to ex-

pect that a eople whloh had fought to bo
free would uphold its own languago ; and as
for him, he would give every drop of his
blood to maintain Dutch as the national lan-
guago of tho Transvaal. To-da- y most of
the newspapers of that country are printed
In English, half tho men speak nothing but
English, many of tho schools, both In
Johannesburg nnd Pretoria, give Instruc-
tion only In English, and all now foresee
that In tho near future English Is destined to
bo tho prealent language. Tho Increased
study of English In Oriental oountrles of
lato years has been a subject of remark. In
recent reports of mootlngs of the Royal Asi-

atic Society and of IntervlowB atthoChinese
Legation In London we have heard of Ori-

entals who epoak our language as well as
though It wore their native tongue, and In
other ways have shown again the capacity
for Improvement of the great Aslatlo races
of Japan, India, China and the Islands of
the sea, undor tho training of the English-speakin-g

peoples.
Sluch has boen Bald of lato of the destiny

of tho Anglo-Saxo- n to bo tho chief agent In
spreading enlightenment and progress
throughout tho earth. No sign points mora
directly and unmistakably In that direc-
tion than the wonderfully rapid diffusion
of tho English language, tho expression of
tho energy, tho solenoe and tho philosophy
that hao mado Western civilization tho
dominant force of tho world.

Lest We Forget 1

Tho Democratic National Convention met
at Chicago on the 20th of August, 1804.
That Is, It assembled at n time when the
armies of tho Union wero everywhere
fiercely contesting with tho army of tho
secession Southern Confederacy. Tho war
foi tho Union had been going on for about
threo years and fho months, and tho losses
In It hnd been nppalllng, but tho Union
army had persistently maintained Its causo
In spito of ninny defeats and drawbacks.

When, however, the Democrats mot In
conentlon at Chicngo ntthoeudof August,
1804, to nomlnato candidates for the 1'icsl-denc- y

and for tho oloction
of that yearandtoframoaplatform of paYty
policy, tho tldo was beginning manifestly
to turn In fa or of tho Union forces. Tho
Southern Confederacy was drawing nenr to
Its last gasp ; It had oxlj austed tho military
resources of the secession States to keep
up the armks which nearly three and a half
years of wnr had depleted terribly, and Its
bruo light for oxlstcnco was going on
against odds which wero Irresistible.

In tho faco of thoso facts what did tlio
Nntlonnl Democrntio Convention do? It
adopted a platform at Chicago on thoaoth
of August, 1804, which donounced tho war
as n failure and demanded that the awful
slaughter of Union troops during Its con-
tinuance should bo mndo of no avail that
the lllng should surrender tho cnuso for
which tho dead had died. This was tho
languago of that forever Infamous doclnra-tlo- n

by nn American political party, nnd It
cannot bo too often quoted as a wnrnlng
to pusillanimous politicians:

" Rtiolrtd, That tlila Convention doei eiDllcltlr
declare, at the eene of the Americas people, thai
after four ren of failure to n etore the I'nlnn by tho
oiperiment of war, durlnc which, tinder the pre-
tence of a military necessity of a war power higher
than the Constitution, the Comlltutlon Itself hat
been disregarded In ererr part, and publlo liberty
andprhato rtuht alike trodden down, and the ma-

terial prosperity ' the country essentially Impaired,
Justice, humanity, liberty and the publlo welfare
demand that imm'dials rJTorti bt made for a ctaatwn
of hmtilititt, ltli a view to an ultimate convention
of all the Stales, or other peaceable means, to tha
end that, at tho earliest practicable moment, peace
may be restored on the basis of tho federal union of
all the Statis,"

This shameful demand that tho Union
armies should retire beforo their armed
enemies wns made, moreovor, In n year
w hich hnd been distinguished by bloody bat-
tles and had boon notnblo for Union victo-
ries ominous In their significance for tho
becesslon Confederacy. Gen. Gkant had
begun his campaign in Virginia by crossing
the Rupldan on May 4, anil thereafter had
followed In rapid succession tho series of
Bient battles which lesultod, seven months
nfter tlio adoption of this platform, In tlio
surrender of Gen. Lit. nt Appomattox. On
May 4, also. Gen. Siii'.iimw hnd begun his
Atlanta vfcmpnigu byndvnncing southward
from Cituuoogu. On Juno 10 the Ala

bama was destroyed by tho Koarsargo off
Cherbourg. During tho month of August,
In which tho National Democratic Conven-
tion occurred, Faiikaout had mado his suc-

cessful attack on tho Mobllo forts, forever
memorable In naval annals.

At this time, when tho Union was strain-
ing itsolf to tho utmost to koop up Its
armlos President Liwooi.n having callod
for 000,000 volunteers only about a month
beforo the dato of tho convention nt tho
most crltloal but hopeful period In tho war
for tho preservation of tho Union, theDem-ocratl- o

party assembled and donounced
tho war as a failure and demnnded an
Ignoble peace I

On Aug. 01, 1801, tho convention nomi-
nated Gen. Geoimje B. McCLEtiiiAN for Pres-
ident and Qkouoe II. Pendleton for

Tho voiy day after, Gen. Hood
evneuatod Atlanta. On tho 10th tho battlo
of Winchester and on tho 22d tho battle of
Fisher's Hill, In the Bhenandoah, woro
fought, and on Oat. 10 tho battlo of Cedar
Creek. On the 27th Lieut Cusmxa blow
up tho Confederate ram Alberaarlo at Ply-
mouth, N. C an horolo feat which will be
forever famous. On tho 10th of December
Gen. Thomas dofented Gen. Hood at Nash-
ville. On Deo. 21 Gen. Sihshman occupied
Savannah, and his long "March to tho
Sea" was over triumphantly. On tho 15th
of January, 180B, Fort Fisher, In North
Carolina, was captured. On March 81 the
battle of Five Forks was fought In Virginia,
and on April 0 Gen. Leb surrendered to
Gen. Grant at Appomattox, and tho war
for tho Union was over.

The Democratic Convention at Chicago,
therefore, had solemnly pronounced tho
war a failure and demanded tho cessation
of hostilities on tho very evo of tho com-
plete triumph of tho Union, when the bril-
liant succession of victories which ended In
tho surrender of Gen. Lee was beginning.
Only seven mouths after it had declared
that "the experiment of wnr" "to restore
the Union" was a "fnllure," It proved to bo
completely successful, with tho consequence
that thereafter the American republlo mado
a bound forward In prosperity nnd potency
unexampled In tho history of States. On
Nov. 8, 1 804, thonntlonal eloctlon occurred.
Lincoln carried twenty-tw- o States and
MoCiiELTjAN throe only Now Jersey, Dela-
ware and Kentucky.

We reoall these events of a gcnorntlon
ago, not to revive tho animosities of the
civil war, but bocause thoro aro now lead-

ers In the Demooratlo party who aro ac-

tually modltatlng the repetition In 1000
of the stupendous blunder of 1804. They
are again Imagining that there Is political
capital In calling on tho American people to
surrender Ignominlously to their enemies,
and Infamously to throw away tho fruits of
vlotory won in war by tho valor and

Tho reported attempts upon tho llfo of
King or Milan, for It appears to
bo uncertain which ho is. hno certainly a
grave look, but only to those outside Bel-
grade and unacquainted with thopeisonnl
character of his Majesty. In Bolgrado bueh
lncldentsnio not takeiiberlously, nnd theio
havo been so ninny of them tlmt theynro
no longei considered ns genuine. The pub-
lished accounts of tlio King or evKlug's
display of personal counigo In miming
nfter his would-b- o murderer on tho Inst oc-

casion his llfo Is Biiid to havo been attempt-
ed must hno caused tho most upio.irious
hilarity In tho gardens and cntts wheio
SerIaus meet to absorb beer and (ioi itz.

An Unfortunate) Plnn for the Nomination of

Strnlglitout Colored Tickets.
WAsniNOTON. July lO.-T- hree States in whloh

the vote of oolorcd electors in large enough to
bo declslvo In n closo election, but In which the
legal rights of colored electors have not boen
curtailed by constitutional provisions or by
statute, aro Alabama. Kentucky and Ohio. In
Alabama the number of colored citizens of
voting age is 140.000. as against lfW.OOO while
voters. In Ohio the numborof colored votors
Is 30,000. approximately. In a State fre-
quently carilcd by ono or other of the
parties by 10.000 or loss In Kentuoky
thero nro 115.000 colored votors. as against
.'iOS.000 white votors. a number not largo
enough to bo formidable Independently, but
very Important to tho llepubllcon party In Its
expectation of success Iu that State. The Gulf
States goner.tlly. notably Louisiana and Mis-
sissippi, have adopted constitutional rostric-tlonsn- n

suffrage which Practically disfranchise
colored oters South Carolina has a like pro-
vision, and North Carolina Is soon to havo one:
while In Texas and In Georgia tho white pre-
ponderance Is already so large as to divest the
colored vote of grout Importance as a separate
itii-iw-i in neutions.

Some coloi ed Itopubllcans. blle Ing that the
Ileimlillcan pnrty has not been sufllclontly re-
gardful of their claims to recognition, havo hit
upon tho plan of running "stralghtout colored
tickets" as u rebuke to the party organization
In tho States whero thoy are strong. The first
State to take up this project waa Ohio, where,
at tho election for Governor In 1807. there was
a complete " negro protective ticket." so called.
In the field for all ofllces Yet the vote polled
by tho negro protective organization was In-
significant, and. Instead of the movement prov-
ing a rebuke to the white leaders of the llepub-llca- n

party. It added further to the estrange-
ment between them and th oolored leaders,
the Htate being carried by the white Republi-
cans by a substantial majority.

In Alabama. In 180H, the oolored Republi-
cans held a convention of their own and nomi-
nated n complete tlokot. protesting against
what thoy declared to be tho suplnenoss of the
whlto Republicans of the State This conven-
tion was held on June 10 at Birmingham.
Tho platform Indorsed the Federal Admin-
istration, deolarcd against a Constitutional
Convention, demanded fair eleotlons and
bettor Bohools. denounced the failure of
tho Republican Rtate Coontlon at Mont-
gomery to nominate a ticket, nnd demandod a
reorganization of the Republican party In Ala-
bama The voto east for tho colored Republi-
can ticket In Alabama was only2.!500 for Gov-
ernor, and In only one oounty of the
State, Lownes, where tho preponderance
of eoloiod voters Is overwhelming, did the
ticket DOll SO m&nv OA MXl Vnta TSa fntllltir
of a Republican fight In a Stato eleotlon In
Alabama under Ita peculiar election laws and
existing methods of oounting was established:
and since then the Republloans of Alabama
have made no effort toward reorganization.
Some of thom. Indeed, hare beoome Indifferent
to the olalms of the colored members of tho
party in that State, as Is shown by the proposed
oxtrn session of the Legislature to conform the
election laws of Alabama to the restrictions es-
tablished in tho neighboring State of Missis-
sippi In regard to the suffrage.

Notwithstanding these unpropltlousresultaof
experiments In tho way of separate raoe tick-
ets In Ohio and Alabama, a number of oolored
leaders In Kentuoky. dissatisfied with the no-
tion of the reoont Republican State Convention
at Lexington In the choice of Attorney-Gener- al

Taylor for Governor, have determined to
make known tholr griovancea by an address to
tho voters of tho State and to Issue a call for a
convention of oolored Republicans to nominate
a State tloket composed exclusively of oolored
men. The objeotlon to Mr. Taylor Is that he fa-r-

the provision for establishing separate
rollway conveyances for colored people on the
railroads of Kontucky. and thus forfeited the
confidence of the colored voters of the Btate
generally, a number of whom, led particularly
by some colored clergymen, protested against
his selection to head the tloket this yoar.

It is obvious that the nomination of a oolored
Republican ticket In Kentucky would work no
b"neflt to the colored voters of that State. It
would bo directly In the Intorest and Immedi-
ately for tho benefit of the Domoeratlo candi-
dates, and might deprive tho white Republi-
cans of tho Stato of the nhance to resist suc-
cessfully, in the Frankfort Legislature, the en-
actment of laws Intended to disfranchise ool-
ored men In Kentucky in the future. Tho main
strength of the Republican party In the border
Stntesdoes not come from colored Republicans,
although tho latter aro very numerous In some
of those States, but from the old Whig voturs
and tholr descendants, numerous In tho
mountain ranges of tho South. Thus, in
Tennessee, Virginia. West Virginia, north-
ern Alabama. North Carolina. Kontucky
and Maryland thoro Is aoonslderableand stead-
fast white Ropubllean vote which can bo divert-
ed from the Republicans only by the too close
Identification of tho party with the interests of
colored Republicans and the projects forwhlch
they stand In lHl the Republicans carried
threo of the border States, Maryland, West
Virginia and Kentucky, on the Presidency, and
likewise polled a ory large vote In Virginia
and North Carolina; but this result was at-
tained by disregarding the color line In tho
politics of those States.

Itls this color line whloh some colored Re-
publicans ore desirous of rovivlng In Its most
objeetionablo form by tho nomination of
stralghtout colored Republican tickets wholly
made up of candidates of Afrioan descent, und
Inevitably causing reprisals by tho white Ito-
publlcans, all the benefits going to the loail
Democrats Tho Kentuoky oolored Republi-
cans would do well to reconsider tholr deter-
mination to nomlnato a ticket.

Twelve Counties Suffered Damage Esti-

mated nt 10,0O0,00O- -0 or 00 Htm tost,
Washington. July 10.- -A speolal bulletin

has been Issued by tho Weathor Bureau on the
roeent flood In tho Uraroslllvedltrlot, Texas.
The reuort wan prepared by I. M. Cllne. In
charge of the Texas service of the bureau. In
his Introduction 1'rof. Hazen calls attention to
the fact that no serious disturbance of the at-

mosphere Is Indicated In tho dally weather
maps during the storm period. In conclusion
he says:

"It must bo said that, after allowing for all
tho conditions, wo still have a most erIous
difficulty In aocountlng for suoh rains, whloh
aro analogous to cloudbursts, about
which almost nothing Is known."

Mr. Cllne's report sas: "On June 20 all the
tributaries of tho Uraros River, from MoLen-na- n

county south to Brazos county, were
higher than they had eer been before. This
water, with thnt of succeeding rains, caused a
flood In the nroros. whloh inundated all low
lands to a depth ranging from two to twelve
foet. In places lt Is said that the river was
more thon twelve miles wide. The flood moved
southward ery slowly, and lt was fourteen
days from tho time the crest of the flood was
notod In continl Texas until lt pussod out Into
the Ctulfof Mexico Tho damage to crops has
been vert groat. All crops on the Immediate
river bottoms, from McLonnun county south,
ore n total loss. Tho land bordering on
the llrazos River Is tho most productive
in tho State. Thero was' a large aoreage in
ootton, corn, sugarcane aod other erops. 1 he
following aro the counties which have suffered
the greatest damage: MoLonnan. falls, nob-ertso- n.

Milam, liraros. Burleson. Grimes,
Washington, Walser. Austin. Fort Bond and
Brazoria. Ihere has beon a small acreage

In somo othor counties, but no great
damage resulted outside of theso. Cotton
ilunters havo suffered most. Thelossof corn
ins been great, and besides tho orop now grow-

ing there wasa largo amountof last year a crop
yet In the bins, whloh has beon spoiled. Bugar-oan- e

plantations in the Brazos bottoms have
suffered niuch In some places half tho crop
has been destroyed .' The minor crops nlso are of considerable
Importanco In some of these counties, and the
loss of tbeso represents n large sum. farming
implements, stock and many of tho small ten-
ant houses In the bottoms have been washed
away. Houses left standing are In many In-
stances not Id a lit condition for use. The total
losses, judging from press reports nnd other
available Information, will aggregate nearly
SlU.dOO.Ow Tho number of poople who aro
left without means of sustenanoe la very large.

vert. Brookshlre. Richmond. Sandy Point,
