OFF FOR TUB PlIIi.IPPISKS.

Two Tlnttnllona nf the Nineteenth Regular
Infantry L.enve Camp Mende.

WAsniNOTOK. July 17. The War Department
y approved the proposition of Gen. Shat-

ter to send only part of the Nineteenth
on tho new transport. Tartar, to Slanlla.

As now arranged, the Tartar will carry two
battalions ot the Nineteenth Infantry, and tho
transports Ohio nnd Newport will ench carry
two companies, together with a large number
of recruits. Tlio two battalions to sail from
San Francisco in the Tnrtnr loft Camp Meado

y for San Francisco. The third battalion
will got away from C'ainp Sleadeon Wednesday
or Tnursdny.

HARMHBUita, Pa., July 17. The First and
Third battalions of the Nineteenth Regular In-
fantry started from Camp Meade this after-
noon for the Philippines la San Francisco. Four
privates wero left behind In the Harrlsburg
Jail to answenserlous charges at the Septem-
ber term of the Dauphin County Court. Tho
regiment was paid off last Friday, and ever
since the men have been giving tho Harrlsburg
police trouble. More than a dozen wero com-
mitted to jnll for various offences. All but
four were released last night and went with
tholr command.

4,000 houses for flKV. om
nut No Morn Than 3,000 Can Be Shipped

Iletween Now and Nov, 1.

WAsnwoTON, July 17. Tho War Department
Is having considerable difficulty In procuring
transportation for the horses to be sent to Gen.
Otis. According to present accommodations it
will be Impossible to send more than 2.000
horses between now and Nov. 1. Every effort
Is being made, however, to procure additional
freight vessels, and one has beon secured. It
Is the Slam, with a capacity of 325 horses.

Tho War Department Is planning to send
nearly 4,000 horses to the Philippines. Of this
number the Tncoma nnd Leolanawwlll take
In a fow days 450. This will leave 175 horses
of the Fourth Cavalry yet to go. In addition
3,000 moro aro to bo sent to Gen. Otis. The
transportation now on hand provides for tho
conveyance ot 1.445 on the transports Slam,
July 28: Centennial and Charles Nelson, Aug.
2H, and Conemaugb and Wyelleld. Oot. 1. This
will leavo 1,730 to be provided for.

The Projectiles to Re SOO nnd

Shot nnil Shell.
WAsnisoTON, July 17. Instructions for tnr-g-

practice with batteries of heavy artillery
were Issued y by the War Department.
The order prescribes the following allowance
of ammunition: Four-Inc- h rnpld-flrln- g gun,
flvo rounds; fHo rounds: five
rounds: breech-loadin- g rifle, ten
rounds, nnd h breech-loadin- g rifle, five
rounds. It Isdlroeted that the powder shall bo
blended, nnd if there be any doubt as to the
thorough dryness of tho powder It should be
exposed to the sun for a day or more. The
projectiles to be furnished will bo 200 nnd

and shell, with Initial velocities
as follows: 1.400 feet per second: h,

1,532 feet per second.
On account of the smull charges and conse-

quent low velocities It Is ordered that all oil be
removed from the recoil cylinders of the

carriages, tn order that the guns
shall recoil to a suitable loading position. The
oil should then bo replaced In sufllclent Quan-
tity to agree with the proper countor weight.

Sureties Liable While the Cnrrler la tn the
Sen If it nnd for Five Years Afterward.

WAsniNOTov, July 17. Acting Assistant
Attorney-Gcner- Barrett of the Post Office
Department has rendered an opinion relative
to tho liability of sureties on the bonds of
Icttor carriers. Tho question was brought
up by the Amorlcnn Surety Company of New
York. As tho majority of letter carriers' bonds
are filed by surety companion, the decision Is
of considerable Importance. Sir Barrett holds
that sureties on u bond of a letter carrier are
not released from their obligations when the
department accepts n new bond, but are liable
as lung us the employee Is In the senlco and
for the period of live years afterward, as pro-
vided by law The bonds furnished by tho
American Surety Company contained a condi-
tion reserving to the comonuy a right to cancel
Its obligation by a notice nf Mxty dais tothe
Postmastoi-tienerii- l These bonds wero largely
used by Brooklyn letter carriers.

Sir Jnmes Vnughnn, Who Has ITenrd Many
Famous Cnses, Is Ho Ycnr Old.

London. July 17. Sir Jnmes Vaughan, the

well known Bow street magistrate, announces
that he Is about to retire aftorthlrty-llv- e years'
service In tho principal I.ondon police court,
whero he has Presided over a number of
famous extradition cnses. He Is 8.1 years old,
but Is remarkably active both mentally nnd
physically. It an Interview ho dwelt
upon the changes thnt had occurred
slnco his appolntmont, tho most

being the Increase In the
number of extraditions. Thirty years ago.
he said, there wore no oxtraditlon treaties ex-

cept with Franco nnd tho United States. Now
Great Britain has such treaties with nearly
every country.

He noted tho wonderful deereaso In crimes of
brutality and vlolonee, but said there was an
lncrenso In tho number of crimes for which
brains and Ingenuity were reuulred. Ho as-

cribed this to tho improved education
given by tho board schools. Ho was
certain that unless means were taken to coun-
teract the effects of education upon the minds
of the criminally Inclined crimes of a clever
nature would greatly Increase.

Ignored a Subpoena for the Dreyfus Trial
mid Now Demands a Duplicate.

Paris. July 17. Beaurepalro has
apparently been haunted with n fear of prac-

tical jokers since ho was lately hoaxed by
"Karl," who offered to furnish him with In-

disputable proof of the guilt of Drovfus, nnd
h has fallen a victim to his own suspicions.
It trnnsplres that when ho received a formal
subpirna to appear before tho court at Itennes
he believed that It wns another trick, nnd ho
accordingly Ignored tho summons. The result
Is that unless tho President of tho court re-

peats the subprnn ho will not be nblo to tes-

tify at tho court-martia- l. He has written to
Col. Jouaust, tho President, asking for a dupli-

cate subpirna.
In an Intervlow tho admlttod that

the subprrna he had received was duly
stamped, but declared that his enemies were
capable of anything. Ho added that If Col.
Jouaust did not comply with his request for a
duplicate It would bo because he wished to
suppress bis ovldence.

GARRISON'S NEW CRUSADE.

HE TRIES TO ir.V IIOSTOX NEGROES
TO

Denunciations of President McKlnley and
ot the Republican Pnrty and Refer-
ences to Southern Lynching! One nf the
Audience Defends the Republicans.

Boston, July 17. William Lloyd Garrison
addressed a new organization of col-

ored Atot'le. known as tho Boston Colored
Auxlllftfcy the Natlonnl
League, ilaWtlnir, hy saying how fitting It
wns to address n mooting of colored
men nn the question of liberty, as
they wero o.vamples of what freedom had ac-

complished In a race, ho attacked President
and tho Republican party. Ho reforred

to tho loyalty of tho colored men since tho war
to tho party of Lincoln and Stunner, nnd to thu
groat change which had of recent cars come
over tho party, which, ho said, with nil possible
pownr In Its hands, pormitted tho constitutional
amendment to becotno a dead letter south
of Mason nnd Dixon's lino, ami allowed tho
lynching of Innocent negroes, n crime which
tho annals of barbarism could not surpass.

"Tho party of William McKlnley. he
snld. " rosembles far more tho partyof James
Buchanan than of Abraham Lincoln,"

Passing to tho original nggresslon, as he
termed It, In the Philippines, ho snld tho party
which formerly loosened tho chains of an en-

slaved raco wns now seeking to replaco
them on the necks of Agulnnldo and
his bravo band ot fighting putrlots. He
asked his henrcrs If they had any assur-
ance that the samn volunteers who so
murderously shot down tho unoffending
Filipinos, styled by them "niggers," would
not ns roadllv turn their rillcs on tho colored
men of this country should they dnre to
stand up for their rights. Tho speaker
reforred to tho receptions planned for
Admiral Devvev as endeavors to distract
tho nttentlou of tho people from the
awful crime which was being committed. In
closing Mr. Garrison told his hearers that If
the Imperialists denounced them as traitors to
sling back tho epithet nnd to meet all argu-
ment with denunciation.

remained The trains came together
with a crash.
