Thero was it panic among the passengers, but
the flame were extinguished before the car
was badly damaged In ono of the numerous
charges the police of the Mercer strneet station
made on the hoys Detective Mnculrosuccecdod
In arresting one of them He said that he waa
Oeorge ltossman, 14 years old, of 140 Bleocker
street.
