I TO IMPROVE OUll TOBACCO.

INVESTIGATIONS JIT BATANTB OW
TUB AaniCVI.TVItJ.T. DWAttTJUKNT.

It Is Hoped to l'rodnoo ITome-Graw- n To-
bacco Kqual In Texture anil Color to
That Produced In flnruntrn and In Flavor
nnil Aroma to That Produced In Cuba,

Wabhinoiox, July 23. A croup of scientific
men attached to the Department ot Agriculture
nro industriously studying tho question of how
to Improve the grndo of American tobacco.
Kach has tils special branch of tho Investiga-
tion, which has two objects In view. First and
most Important to the consumer, they desire to
Improve the grade of the home-grow- n tobacco
so that It will be nosslblo to furnish smoking
material at a reasonable price whfch shall be
equal to the expensive forolgn brands, and,
secondly, which is of more Importance to tho
producer, they desire to ascertain definitely
just what It la. climate, soil, or procoss of
curing, that produces so much better tobacco
In foreign countries than that produced In tho
I'nlted States. If they can discover wherein
tho subtlo distinction lies and tench to tho
American producer the secret ol toning and
flavoring his tobacco thoy will confer upon the
consumer an Inestimable blessing and at the
snms tlmo put millions ot dollars Into tho
pockets of American farmers which nre now
spent In other countries.

The work now being carried on at tho
of Agriculture is divided between

the divisions of vegetable physiology and
pathology and of soils. In the llrst division
Mr. Oscar Loow, whoso work In bacteria ana
yeasts has already attracted widespread at-

tention. Is tho mov Inc spirit, and In the division
of soils Messrs. Milton Whitney and Thomas
II Means have made valuable researches.
Emtio Mulsor and others have also contributed
largely to the experiments and observations
now in progtoss. Tho following will ctve somo
Idea of their work nnd its results:

A tariff of $1.85 por pound on wrappers and
35 cents per pound on filler leaf has served to
raise the prlco of home-grow- n cigar tobaeco but
very slightly. Bumatra wrappers bring $2 50
to $5 per pound, whllo Connecticut wrappers
nro worth 25 cents only. The preference for
tlio Sumatra leaf can be ascribed to but one
thing. Its superior excellence. Care In
handling has something to do with tho differ-
ence In price. The Sumatra wrapper is smooth
and lino and looks xvoll In a case It is well
assorted as to length, color and ehade, nnd a
pound will cover four or flvo times as many
clears as tho domestic product. Klastlelty.
I liability, size, shape, color, elzeof the veins,
the fineness and peculiar grain of the Ilnvana
wrapper and sllklness of the Bumatra are all to
bo considered. To compete with these leaves
the American must produce first a leaf which
will rosemblo tho others In appearance, and
then ono which will bo equal, if not superior,
in flavor and aroma. The first can be secured
by careful cultivation and handling perhaps,
but tho essence of flavor and aroma Is so sub-
tlo ns tohavo so far eluded all elTorts to

Its source. On the soil of Connecticut
nnd Florida it is hoped a tobacco can be pro-
duced which will equal that of Havana and
Cuba. Whatevor Isdcflciont In soil orclimato
must be supplied, but how? That is what Is
puzzling tho sclentlllo men. Little Is known of
thocheuilcal proportions of the leaf, particular-
ly thoso which contribute to tho flavor and
aroma. It Is probxble that the actual ainount
ot nicotine is relatively unimportant, and
it Is eertnln that the excellence of tho
leaf and Its adaptation to market de-

mands aro not dependent, except In a very
general way, upon the ainount of nicotine. It
has long boen known thnt eertnln of tho potas-
sium salts, especially potassium chloride, eon-n-

be used at nil for tho Production of high
t) pes of cigar tobneco. as thoy give tho leal a
poor bnrn It Is furthermore an old experi-
ence of tobacco growers that oxccsslvo nitrog-
enous manuring tends ito produce n largo leaf
ot Inferior qiiillty. containing an Increased
amount of nicotine. Investigations by tho
division of soils shown that the light,
snndy soils of the Connecticut Valley are simi-
lar in their physical properties to tlio tobacco
lands o' Florida, tho Vueltn Abijo district
ot Cuba and to the tobacco districts of
Sumatra There is. further, no dllTer-enc-o

in tho meteroloclcal data from these
Places that would seem to explain tho
difference In tho character ot tho leaf
produced. It Is therefore important to ascer-
tain. If possible, why. under similar cir-
cumstances, a superior leaf is produced to that
of tho Connecticut Valley It Is clearly recog-
nised that thcllivor nnd aromnof the clgar-tolnec- o

leaf aro developed during tho fermenta-
tion, ultliough the fermentation chances .ro
dependout on a certain quality of the leaf
which has been properly cured. Experiments
have theieforo been directed townrd the

the methods of fermenting tho
tobacco of Connecticut, with a view ot making
it as good as thnt of Cubn or Florida, and fall-
ing by this means, it is hoped tho result can be
attained through hybridization and breeding.

It Is not to be supposed that for so many
) ears tho Iden of producing by artlllclnl means
tobacco equal to that ot tho nnturai tobacco
legions had never occurred to any ono bofuro
the scientists of the Department of Agricul-
ture took it up On tho contrary, many men
hnvo studied the question exhaustively, but
tho solution has alvvajs eluded them Their
observations, however, cave I)r Loow some-
thing on which to work, and after going Into
thorn thoroughly ho decidod that no one had

ct dlscoveredtlio true secret of tho flavorand
nmmaoftho tobacco He agrees with Such-- 1

ind and others that the flavor is due to oxida-
tion, but dissents from their theory that this
oxidation Isduetothepiesencoof bacteria Dr.
Loow ascribes It to the presence of an oxi-
dizing en?m 'lo provo the existence of thoenzym. Dr. Loew conducted a large number of
experiments with tobacco In all stages of cur-
ing or ferniontntloii. He has found tint there
exist on the Horldn leaf two kinds of oxidizing
cn7yms, distinguished as tobacco oxidase und
tohaeeo poioxidsse Comparison with tho
Connecticut leit lias demonstrated to his
satisfaction tint it Is on tho dlffercnco in
these etiryms and on their presence or ab-
sence that the difference in flavor and arom idepends. '1 lie question is still, however, far
from settled.

Having demonstrated to his satisfaction theprestnee of these eii7yms and their elTect on
tobacco. Dr 1 oew Is now engaged in clnsslf) --

ing them, with n view ol combining them so as
to produee on tho Connecticut leaf tho same
enz) in which gives tho Florida leaf its flavor.
Theie mny exist great differences in theamount of tobneco oxldaso and tobacco perox-
idase produced In different varitlesot tho to-
bacco plant and under different conditionsThi'iiunntlty of eacli may oven differ on theupper leaves fully exposed to tho sun and the
lower leaves growing mostly In the shade.
'I horo may also bo formed compounds
in certain vnrletles of tobaccos that
will more quickly destroy the enjmsduring curing or fermentation than In
other varieties Thus considerable difference
was noticed in comparing a sample of tobacco
from Connecticut with ono from Floridu. In
tho fermentation of the former tho tobacco
peroxidase was almost completely destroyed,
while in that of the latter a conslderanle part
was still Intact Moreover, neither the fer-
mented nor tho cuied Connecticut leaf con-
tained an) tobacco oxidase, although It was
found in a greenhouse specimen ot a fresh
leat The best example of how the oxidising
eiirvms are brought to tho fullest action pos-
sible is in the preparation nf Periquo tobacco.
Tho rolls or twists are subjieted ton pressure
of about 07 000 pounds to the square loot
to bring thu Jillco fiom the Interior to
tho surface. Alter twenty-fou- r hours the
tobacco Is taken out and nlred a few
minutes, w hicli causes n darkening process to
set in Tho juice Is reabsorbed into the tissues
and the pressure Is again applied This process
oontlnues every day for ten days or lunger,
and then nt Intervals fot several weeks until
a very dark product Is obtnlned This tobacco
Is not. however, very strong, as the oxidation
of the nicotine has been carried very far.

SEX DIN a PBISOXEttS BACK TO BPAIV.

Gen. Alter Says He First Suggested It and
Impressed It Upon the President,

WAsnrKOTox, July 23 Slnco tho close of tho
war with Rpxln there has been much comment
on the action of the United Stutos In sending
back to Spain the Spanish prlsonors captured
by the navy and army. Tho plan met with gen-

eral npproval tho world ovor, but there lias
boen consldornblo discussion ns to who was
responsible for the suggestion to send them to
their own country. Secretary Alger has finally
determined to tell tho history of tho wholo
matter, and to a Sux reporter nnd other nows-p- a

por representatives ho nindo the following;
statement:

" On the night of July 0. 1808. the President
askod me what. In my Judgment, we should do
with the Spanish prUonors ot Santiago aftor
thelrcapture. Tho matter had rccolvod xery
much thought from tho 1'resldont and mysolf.
but no doflnlto conclusion had been roachod. I
then suggested to tho President that Galves-
ton, Tex., would be the best place In tho United
States, tn my judgment, whoro we could send
them: that It was away from thu coast-lin- o

travel: n good harbor: that thero would bo
plenty of room for camping them, and that Its
cllmato would bo as nearly similar to that o!
Santiago as wo could probably select. This
seemed to meet his ft ppi oval, as it was only n
question of time, otcourso, when the captura
would bo offected. I wont to my homo, as
nearly as I con remember, nbout 2 o'clock In
tho morning, and being too tired to steep I
lay aw ako for a while, but Anally dropped off.
I awoko at just daybreak, nnd my first thought
was concornlmtho Spanish prisoners, and the
new thought camo Into my mind, ' Why not
sond them back to Spain?' This proposition
Imprcssod mo so deeply that I formulated my
plan, and on the morning of July 10, Instead of
going to the departmont direct, I went to tlio
Whllo House and laid the new plan before thel'roslilont,snlng that it would boon unprece-
dented procoduro and the most gracious not of
any nat on In the world; that to ship tho pris-
oners to Galveston would be hull the distance:
that wo should havo to clothe, shelter, guard
and feed them there, nnd nodoubt hnvo to ship
them back to Spain In the end. I also stated
that I bolioved that it would be a great Induce-
ment to tlio Spaniaids to surrender, vv filch Gon.
Shatter afterward assured mo was the effect.
The President readily approved the plan, and
on the same day Icablod Gon. Shatter as fol-
lows:

rLAiNnn.D. N. J., July 23. Tho Queen of
tho Hnrrlson gypsies, with her family, awaits
the gathering of her people on the N'othcrwood
road, not threo miles from Plalnfleld. Tho
Hnrrlsons have not assembled for twenty
years, and In that time they have scattered nil
oxer the continent. They travel only tn tho
gypsy way. In their own wagons, carrying all
their worldly goods with them. Somo of them
started from tho l'aciflo slope months ago for
this meeting. Othors, In Delaware. Ponnsjl-vnnl- a

and Now York, havo but just turned
tholr horses' heads toward N'othcrwood. It is
expoctod that tho gathering will bo complc to
In two weeks.

The meeting placo Is tho regular summer
camp of tho Queen, "Snnko Mary," nnd her
own Immodlato family.

Sho
was crow ned nnew by each family sho vlsltod.
In that way her household has acquired nn easy
and lntlmnto knowledge of every part of tho
country.

The male head of the family Is James Harri-
son, the husband of "Snnko Mary's" oldestdaughter, who Is nbout 50 years old. "King
James." ns tho gypsies cull Harrison, has the
look of n keen, c loan-cu- t Americxn of Scotch
or Irish descent Ho has a son whoso name Is
thesnmens his own. Thorn are n number of
children. Inasmuch as they spend much' of
tholr tlmo playing uador the wagons, they worn
not exactly In n state to appear on any fnrmal
