1 leld an Immense profit. The oro Is packed In
sscks weighing from Kioto 1DO pounds each.
Several free-gol- d specimens weighing 100
pounds each will give some Idea of tho size of
the vein.

"To svold the swollen streams, many of
which nre nt tho present time Impassable, the
seventy pack animals were brought along tho
high mountain ridges We travelled four days
In a continuous storm of rain nnd hailstones.
