Club, Immediately after tho grounding
of tho Constance mado a verbal protest to tho
Balling Committee, and subsequently entered
another protest against tho course ns being an
improper ono.

The committee of the Iloynl Bt Lawrenco
Yacht Club held a long session nt tho
clubhouse at Dorval to consider Mr. Post's
protest. It was decided to award tho race to
tlie Qlcneiilrn III , tho committee consideilnc
that there woro not sufllcloiit grounds for or-

dering the race to be resitted. Tho result of
the oontost is most unsatisfactory, the
series standing two to two for each boat,
as race could not be consid-
ered a victory for tho Canadian boat
The committeo would haxo acted more wisely
In ordering another race. Hy tho decision tho
cup will remain In the possession of tho ltoynl
Rt. I.nxxrenco Club. Mr Crano nnd tho Amort-ca- n

The closeness of this yoar's lontcet excited

the keenest lutcicst in tho remit ot
race, and a big crowd of ipectators went out
to witness tho final struggle between the txvo
boats. When the excursion steamer Duchess
of York, laden with passengers, arrived nt
tho course shortly boforo 1 o'clock In tho
afternoon thero was cxery prospoct of a good
race. The weathor conditions were xery
faxorablo for the Canndlan boat. There was
just a fair nailing brooro from the west, and
the sea was almost as smooth ns glass.

Shortly after the steamer roachod the
course both the Constance nnd Olencalrn got
up sail and began to spin around tho lake.
Iho committeo boat Damn, alter betting out
tlie windward mark, steamed down to tho
starting line about 1.II0 o'clook, and the spec-
tators prepared to witness tho start of tho
race, but they wero doomed to disappointment
The minutes wore on and there was no sign ot
tho preparatory signal.
