rested y at Pocos, Tex. Tho capture
was mado by Secret Scrtltc Agent Hyrnes,
the ofUcer who was instrumental lu running
down tho noted Philadelphia countirfoltors n
few months ago. Pollock has been living for
toma time under tho name of J. C McKlb-bo-

and ho camo originally from Ohio. At
tho time of his arrest ho had been tratelllng
In Mexico ostensibly as an exhibitor of

pictures, and nB such had a horse and
wagon which coululued, besides the ilta-scop- o

apparatus, u lollictlon of materials
for making counterfeit paper money. On
his person was n lut of spurious notes.

Pollock was arrest, d on April 21, IMG, nt
Port Wot tli, Texas, and eontlcted of mak-
ing und passing a eouututfeit production of
a i? note. Ho made tho notes
by means of tliu well known photographic
proeet,s, und tho paper was easily distin-
guishable from tho genuine. Pollock tins
kenteueod to sertu two )cars lu tho peni-
tentiary tit Port I.eaveuttotth, Kansas
While In prlfcou he managed to bo assigned
to the lhotogiuphlc gallery, which Is main-
tained In thu pilson, and It appeared, after
the explratlun of his sentence, that ho had
improtid the opportunity to mako some
more counterfeit plates, and that ho had
taken thu plates with him. Ho floated some
of tho bud money thus piodueed teiy souti
after be left the prison Hu was fooii re-

al reBted, nnd on April 13, U97, was Indicted
for his crime. It was found during the trial
that olher prisoners ut Port Leiiveuwoith
had been implicated with hlui In making the
counterfeit plntes. In consideration of his
glting etldeuee against these men. Pollock's
bull was reduced, and ho promptly skipped
out. Slnco his escapo ho has been tr.it elling
in Mexico, and rarely ventured over tho
American side, Seteral months ngo, he was
located b) agents of thu Secret Senleo

and an agent was on the point of ar-

resting him when tho ttenty between this
countiy nnd Mixlco expired, mnklug It im-

possible to extrudltu prisoners. A careful
watch was kept on Pollock, hotteter, and
his arrest y closely followed the nego-tlitlo- n

of the new treaty between the
United States and Mexico.

Pollock haa been engaged In counter-
feiting He Is known to hate sold n quanti-
ty ef tho spurious notes, which ho produced
to a mnn at Kl Pnco, Texas, and who Is thus
Implicated in Pollock's crimes.

Pollock's person when ho was arrested.
