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NEW EXPLOSIVE TESTED.
DR, TUTTLE'S THORITE WITHSTOOD
ENORMOUS PRESSUE.
Fuscless Shell Contnining Thiriy-ning
Pounds of It Was Fired Oat 1o Sen
and Did Not BExplode=Smnll Quans
ity of It Will Sink a Dattleuhip,
Thorlte, the new high explosive offored
to the War Department by Dir. Hiram P.
Tuttle of Tacoma, successfully withstood a
severe test at the Bandy Hook proving-
ground yesterday. A twelve-lnch wervics
shell was charged with thirty-nine pounds
of this new deatroyer, and fired from a
sea-coasl rifle. The shell was not fused.
The explosive withotood the enormous pros-
sure of the detonation of 460 pounds of

brown powder at the base of the shell, nud
went out to sea without exploding. Had

the shell been fused it could have been
exploded when (t struck the water, and the
foree of the exploslon would have been suf-
ficlent to put out of actlon, If not send to
the bottom, any heavily armored battle-
ship (o the Immediate viclnlty.

Thorite, in all tests made by Major Heath
at Sandy Hook, has been fired with ab-
solute safety, and a test In yot to be made
Eliowing that It cannol withstand severs
service conditions. Should the further tests
of the Tuttls explosive be as successful as
those made thus far, It s likely that the
Board of Ordnance and Fortification will
recommend to tho Secretary of War that It
Le adopted for the service, One of the
ordnance officers at the Ilook yaesterday
told Tus S8uN reporter that thorite was
showing up remarkably well, and that it
secmed that It was such o high-order de-
stroyer, and at the same time so safe to
use, that its adoption would render unne-
cesanry any further experimenting with
shella specinlly deslgued to proteet the
bursting charges of high explosives from
the shock of firing and impact. But so
often In recent years have new explosives
falled after n long mseries of successful tests,
that the ordoance ofMicers prefer to wait
before becoming too entbusinstic over tho-
rite.

Just now {t's n battle between thorite
apd the Isham shell. Since the fallure of
many shells of peculiar deslgn succenntully
to earry high exploslves out of service
wea-const guns, the ordpance experts have
heen devoting thelr energloes to the study of
high explosives, It Is a colneldence that
Just when Isham, the Vermont engineer, tn
bringing out a shell of special design to
carry nny explosive. Dr. Tuttle eomes for-
ward with & high explosive which doesn't
seem to necd any specially made shell. The
testn of the Ishanm diapbragm shell will be
renewed within o fortnight. Two twelve-
fnch Harveyized nickel-steel armor-plates
wero shipped to Sandy Mook from Pitis.

Nearly every day MajJor Heath i mak-
jog experiments with smokeless powders.
The chief work of the season has been the
investigation of these powders 1o deter-
mine upun an absolutely safe method of
firing them. The bursting of a fen-inch
gun in the spring, under service condi-
tlons, made it lmperative that something
be done at once to prevent another such
aceldent. The trouble has beeun, so the
experie pow  hiélleve, in the manncr aof
fgniting the firing charge, Thelr theory
Is that smokeless powder, slightly dete-
rlornted, as was the powder used st ihe
time of the accldent, doea not lgnite easlly,
nnd that the powder at the hase of the
chamber detonates firat. At the proving-
ground thia summer a tube perforated
with muany small holes, and loaded with
black powder. has bheen ingerted the length
of the smokeless-powder charge. The tube
of powder, exploding all at once, lgnites
the whole firlng chirge lo one instant. This
method of ignitlon has worked with entire
surcess, and the atinormal pressures are no
longer met with.

Ginconmo Moredo, Whe Killed His
Wife, Commitn Sulclde In Hin Cell,

Gincomo Moredo, forty years old, who was
confined in the county fall In Jersey City
awalting trial for the murder of bis wite,
Joanna, hanged himself In his cell yestor-
day morning, Hia cell nelghbors were Ed-
ward Clifford, who killed Superintendent
Willlam G. Wattson of the West Shore
Rallroad, and George Brown, the murderer
of Policeman Gebhard fn Hoboken. Moredo
made & rope of some strips of ticking torn
from the mattress of his eot, and hanged
himself from a hook In the wall near the
celling, from which the cot I8 suspended
when pot in wae, He evidently jumped off
the cot, as his foel were three feet above
the floor, The other prisoners In the ward
were toking thelr mornipg excrefse be-
twoen nine nnd ten o’clock, when one onni-
ed Morris discovered Moredo's bhody swing-
Ing Inside of tie barred door, and gave the
alurm.

The Warden ordered all the prisoners
into their celis, and when County Physician
Converse made hig usunl morning visit, the
body was eat down. It was removed to
Pardlow's undertuking establishment in Ho-
hoken. Since Moredo has been in jail, be
hnws bonsted to the other prisoners that he
would never bhe banged, and intimated by
gestures that he would cut his throat, A
slinrp knife was found in his ecll recently.

Moredo killed his wife on the afternoon
of Sunday, May 21. She had left him on
aceount of hlsa brutal treatment, and had
gone to lve with her mother, Rose Doilano,
at 405 Adams Btreet, Hoboken.
