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AN UNHAPPY WIFE'S CHNIME,

After Killing Her Husband and Child Khe
Ends Her Own Life,

Caxrow, O, Aug, D ~Fdwnrd Fokinger, hla
wile and thelr three-yenr-old elild wars found
desd In bed thin morning at tholr home, a
pountry house six miles from hers. In the
body of each near the heart was a wound In-
ficted Ly a shotgun, which lay on the floor at
the alde of the bed, Bealdes the gunsahot
wound, the wife snd mother had several
gashen In each of her wrists, Infllcted witha
razor, also found In the rooni. From broken
gInss arose the odor of earbollo acid and the
blistered condition of her mouth indieated
that this ageney had nlso bssn employed to end
the womnn's career. That the ghastly work
was done by the waman was apparent. This
was made as cortaln as possible Iater by the
fioding of n lotter n her writing :

“To Mama, God Liess her dear heart,” remd
the nddroess on the envelope. The letter began
with an finpassioned plea that ahe be forgiven
for what ahe wan doing. It continued:

1t nearly kills me to think that he doss not
love anid wants to lenve my sweot little darling
and 1. Of course we nre all some to hlame, but
God Almighty knowathut T have never deserved
what [ hava taken from his mwonth and hand,
He choked ine onve, nnd he will never do 11
again. I eannot live without him,so T will tnke
hit and my denr little nngel hinhy with me,

*Iint, Mama mnd Papa, remember I love Fd
with all my henrt, that is why I nm taking him
along, Bo I only have one wish and that [« that
we will nll three be buried side by side. Ile-
member, [t {s my |ast, Inet request, Ilo hns
wronged you, T know, bt forgive him for my
snke. "

A marginal pote on the lattar nlso bids the
parents tell n woman, whosa name s given,
thiut her work (e dlone, ThldeonNirma the opin-
ionnl witnesses befors the coroner that jenl-
ousy promoted the tragedy.  Fekinger was
about 20 years nld. Mrs, Trekinger was 29, The
danughter, Nuby, wns between 2 and 3 yonrs
old Fekinger was a farm Iaborer and ooal
miner. The domuvatie relatlons of the couple
wore never entlraly happy, and a year or two
ago they lived npart for a time.

Duting the last fow days they had boen quar-
reling, and were disposing of thelr affeota pro-
paratory to separating agaln, Fokinger wasin
the eity on Tuesday selling some goods an‘l
drinking. Going home he met his wilo at an
unela's. 8he aeciised him of having vislted
wine rooms, and after quarreling In the pres-
ence of relativea atarted homo, still In n bad
humor.

MOB AFTER ABDUCTOR'S LIFE,

Plot in Indiann to Avenge Nellln Herger's
Wrongs—Troops Called Ont,

Inprasaroris, Aug. O.—Sheriff Dunn of Mi-
ami County where Willinm Jones, the abduet-
or of Nellle Berger, is confined in 1ail, notified
Governor Mount to-day that & mobof 1,000
persons was furming in Miami, Fulton, Cass
and Pulaski eounties for the purpose o' lynch-
ing the prisoner, and that he had positive in-
formation that no attempt woula he made to-
night to foree the jall at Paru, The Govarnor
immediately {ssued nn order to Gen. MeKeo to
detall a company of the National Guard to Peru
with a Gatliog sua and ten members of the
light artillery. The railroad company got a
ép=cial train In rondiness within an hour nnd
thecompany was soon on ite way toprotect the
prisonar.

Raports from tho connties in which the mob
has bean organized-slete-shar<intomseeoite-
ment prevails and that runners have been
scouring the eounties for soveral days Nxing
the place of rendesvous, These plons were ar-
ranged so that the mob would enter Feru in
four divisions from lonr quarters, surround
thie juil nnd clear the strostsof citizens, 1t was
Intended then to d nd ndmisaion to the iail,
and if this was refused to attack iton all rides
and foree an entranes.

Nellle Berger, 17 years old, conséntod to ac-
company Jones, who was a stranger to the
family. Inquiry developad the foet that no
such person as Jones had ropresented hims:elf
to ba lHved (o the eounty. A DOBREO WOS Orgi-
nized, and the girl was found with Jones in
Bartholomew (‘ounty, IIe hind terrorized her
with thrents of death if she divalged her
[dentity, Jones was arrestod and lodgml in

The writing was in Hungarion, and was
signed ** Hroatovies™  Traoslated, the note
rune:

“Heo cut me becanse £ would not loan him
money in Castle Gardon.

Immigrants all call the Barge ofMce Castle
tiardeu. That is a name that Furope can't fors
get,

The pedigrea that the lvmigrant had given
to the registry clork who examined him wos:
“Andras Hamborsky, oabinet maker, 47 yoars
olil, marrled, of Eperjes, Hungary." The im-
nilgrant sald he had $10 and that he expected
to get work in this elly.

He wan pernilited to lund, An agent
of  the Hunearlan  Hoclety wanted  to
take the Immigrant away with him, bt
he was disinelined to go.

A BARGE OFFICE MURDER! |

KILLED BY ALANSKAN INDIANS,

Letter Received Giving Detalls of the Mas-
ancre of the Jessle Expedition,

Ran Paaxcisco, Auig, 0.—A lotter has Licen
rocolved from Nunlvak Island, Alaskns, dated
Bontamber 29, 14, giving the detalls of the
mussacra by Kuskowi Indians, of the stenmer
Jersio expadition at the mouth of the Kus-
kowim River in June Inat year, The firet re-
ports roceived declnred that the veasel had
Loon wrecked and that all seventoen mombern
of the party had been drowned. A prospector
who married an Indlan woman now wriles
from Nunivak Tsland, giving details of the
murder as obtaioed from his wife, He saya:

I inve the fuets thot the Jessle party eacaped
drowning and all ianids renched tho shore, Lot
while sleoplug they wera killed and robbed by
the Tudinns und thele hodies takon some dis-
tanee from the shore and put [nto the sea.
How 1 learped these facts was through my
wile, who s an Indion womnan, snd somo days
after the wreck visitod her relutives nt Kus-
kowim River. She heard the Indians telling
nbout it durlig o guacrel among themaelves
while inving o hoosehinoo dronk. the gquarrel
ariniug over the posses<ion of some arliclos
wlhich had besn taken from the murdercd
peaplo, She told me n few doys nfter the (uar-
rel that she inguired about the afair from her
grandmother, who was opposed to murdering
them, and who says that all got snfely ashore
nnd wars helpod by the Indians who were o law
miles from the moath ol the river deylng sal-
mon: that the Indinng, sixty or seventy in
nimber, madon rash onthe eampof the whites
hit the slespers over the hend with clubs, rob-
bod them of nll their valnables and threw the
hodies into the wiater,

I have bBeer hunting and tenpping In this
sectlon for anhout six venrs and know Lhase
Indlins to be trsgehprans, and they should ba
thught & severs lesnon. My wile says the
Indiane don't want the whites an the river, n«
the whites will take thele land away If gold ls
found

In compnny with Mr. Harrls, the American
Minister, he had nlong canversation with the
Admiral. Tho latter talked on the Phillppine
question, but he had o no way showed hostll-
Ity to Germany,

The Emperor expressed his eonvietion that
the United States and Germany would alwaya
remaln friendly. The German-Amerieans, he
sald, would take eare of that, and would not
permit any agerossive policy against Germany.
His Majeaty dlscunssed the lucrenss of the
navies of Gormany and tho United States, and
on this subject hie said :

“It was formerly the strength of the
Gorman army  which was the malostay
of Earopean pence, but the future of the
untions now lles on the oeean.
