"Whist Strategy" says "The modern the-
ory of the discard ls Iu attack, or when
playing n forward game, pteservo vour own
nnd your partner's suits, letting everything
else go, even unguarding honors and leav-
ing nces blank In defence, dlscnrd from
vour own and your partner's suits, keeping
guard on those of the adversary The player
must be particularly on his guard against
drawing too rigid Inferences from discards.
It must be remembered that tho false dis-
card ls too often a stratagem to mask a

d tenace "
Sometimes a player Is forced to discard

and does not know what to let go. At other
times, be ls very anxious to get a discard,
nnd does not know how to secure It Some-
times n player does not know whether to
give his partner discards or not, and there
are cases In which It Is highly Important
to prevent a player from discarding, for fear
he will make a mess of It Take tho follow-
ing hand as an example of such a case, tho
heart nine turned.

WINNERS AT THE RAGES.

SYSTEM H OV HXTTIXO 7IIAT CAME
OUT A 11 E tV AT nnitlltTt.

Method of IMnclnn Wnuera nn tlio

At Inst the Brighton racing mcejlng has
closed, and tho racing speculator Is not
at all sorry, for with It and the fall
Sheepshead meeting as a rule comes a rocky
road to travel, and bo Is lucky If bo Is ablo
to show a clear balance at the close. Even
to tho sj8lem-plnye- r, who understands this
nnd arranges hla plans nccordlnglly, this is
not altogether n period of poaches nnd
cream, as was shown In tho first half of
this meeting, reported on July 30 Whllo
tho second hnlf was somewhat better from
his point of view, It did not como up to
other meetings, and there aro regretful

of many second favorites for the
place and favorites straight, which but for
unplayable odds would have won good
money. The forecast made on July 30 was:
"The second lnlf will probably be moro or
less spotty, but It cannot bo expected that
tho percentage will rango along the lines of
last year. It will probably vacillate around
44 per cent." This was exactly what oc-

curred. The record rnns aB follows: 0

per cent, 16, 37, 33, 43, 44, 47, 45, 42, 40,

and 41 per cent.; while In 1898 It ran 43, 45,

C5, 60, 60, 43, 48, 47, 46, 46, 46, and 44 per
cent. These differences mean a consider-
able change In tho number of beta made,
and, therefore, In tbe amount of monoy
won,

Whllo ranging on a lower level as re-

gards tho number of winners, there la a
more healthful tone to the record, and more
certainly Thla last point ls emphasized
1) the lack of disqualifications, nnd the fact
that there were only threo unplayablo fa-

vorites, viz, July fl, Dwjer stable,
loot, August 5, Stuart, won, and Ethel-b- e

rt, won Last yenr In the corre-
sponding second half of this meeting there
were no fewer than soven unplayable fa-

vorites, namely July 22, Easter Card,
won, July 26, Rotterdam, won; July 27,
Ithelmstrom, won, July 30, Daly
stable, won; August 1, Our
Johnny, 3, lost, August 2, Ben Ron-
ald, won; August 6, Autumn, won.
This, with tho Improvement In the odds
from 7 last year to 6 this year,
makes a great difference; there were only
two days when tho odds nvernged less than
even mouej

As n mntler of record In the 73 races, 31
first favorites won, with 26 second with good
odds, nnd 8 second at less odds than on
Last j ear showed In the 110 races 49 wins
by first favorites, 25 second at good odds,
and 14 second nt poor odds In the Becond
favorite 'Ivlsion, tho change was more mark-
ed this year, for only IS second favorites
won These wins came In lumps, there being
one to win and four second on July 27, while
on July 31, Aug. 1, and Aug 2 there were
eleven races with not one second favorite
In the first two places The proportion of
