Dr. Jefferson Scales said that no
medloal skill could have Improved her condi-
tion. Mrs. Stone, who Is 75 years old. and vory
tesble. was in court, but did not testify.

The court founders. Stone guilty, and sen-teno- ed

her to par n fine of $250 or be commit-
ted to ths county jail for throe months. Jus-tlo-e

Fleming dissented from the deolslon and
said that ho favored an acquittal. The fine

THE ISSUE TO BE SILVER.

BO MATS BBSATOlt MOltOAlf lit TALK.
xnq or rns iooo campaign.

Be Declares That the Mew Republican Cur-
rency Dill Will Slake Silver the Only
Issue The Democrats Will Be Bratea
If They Oppose the Philippine Wan

AmnsTox, Ala.. Aug. 10. Senator Morgan,
who Is spending the summer here, has changed
his political views a little. He said this after-
noon In an Interview with the epeolal corre-
spondent ot tho Washington Timrs that tho
Democrats should abide by the Chicago pint-for- m

without any amondmsnt or modification ;

that he would be entirely satisfied with any
nominee who would slnoersly accept thatplat-fonn- as

tho basis of his political administra-
tion! that In case tho Republicans should pass
their currency bill, silver would again be-

come ths leading predominating Issue of
the .next presidential campaign: that Mr.
Bryan, as the Democratic leader on that plank
of tho Chicago platform, would be the logical
nominee of tho party ; and that a silver man
would bo oleoted President In 1000. "enator
Morgan reiterated his oonfldenoo In the policy
ot expansion, deolared that Mr, Bryan and Mr.
MoKlnley concurred In the opinion that the
war In the Philippines should lie prosecuted to
a sucoessful conclusion : that no political party
which would oppose tho United States Govorn
ment in Its earnest attempt to suppress the In-

surrection in the Philippines would be sustain-
ed by the American people, and expressed his
belief that the Democratic party could never
bo led into any such attitude.

"I think that the Democratic party in the
Chicago platform." began Senator Morgan,
"gave a free, full and olear expression ot tho
Democratic creed governing a numbor ot sub-
jects. I think we ought to abide by that policy
without any amendment or modification. I
should be entirely satisfied with any nominee
who will sincerely accept thatrVorm as tho
basis ot his political admjrj'lon. At the
present moment Mr. Bryaili .ne leader ot the
party on the stiver plank In that platform, and
I believe that he will bo tho logical leader ot
the party on the issues that will be formed It
the Republlcaus succeed, as I supposo they
will In passing in their currenay bill.

"The Republicans who favor the single gold
standard have all the time sinco 1873 boen de-

termined to swing tho country back to tho con-
dition it was left in by the Sherman not. That
act denied coinage to the silver dollar and took
away the legal tender quality of that coin when
payments exceeded tho sum of ten dollars. I
suppose the currency act that they Intend to
pass will in some form reach the same results.
That will present tho Issue botwoen gold and
stiver as it stood undor the Sherman law, and
Mr. Bryan will then become the recognized
leader of all opposed to that kind ot legislation.

"It ths Republicans Insist upon tho legal
snaotment of the single gold standard, silver
will be the leading predominating issue in tho
next campaign. The Republicans will attempt
to disguise ths purpose and effect of thelrlegls-latlo- n,

but ths real question will be this- - Shall
the coinage of the silver dollar ba prohibited
and Its legal tender power limited to ten dol-

lars In one payment? On that question I have
little doubt that evory Democrat, and overy
man who claims to be a in ths
United States, will vote for the Democratic
nominee, and I think a silver man will bo
elected President."

"I think the Government Is doing every-
thing that ls requisite to crush out Agulnol-do- 's

Insurrection. I expect the end to como
very soon. MaoArthur's movements show that
the climate out there Is as bad on the Filipinos
as on our troops, nnd I cannot bellove that the
enemy will '..old out much 'oager. There can
be no doubt In my mind that Acuinaldo's mu-

nitions of war are supplied by a an out-

side combination somewhere on tho coast
ot Asia. That combination is ovldently fight-
ing the United States for a mercenary and
malignant naioso. They are counting upon
popular sentiment in the United States
to recall tho American troops and to make
terms with Agulnaldo. That expectation Is
utterly vain and without any foundation in
fact. The people In this country arc satisfied
with results already accomplished and to be
accomplished by this war. They aro deter-
mined to press It to a successful conclusion.

"We. ot course, deplore some otthe revolting
features ot tho insurrection. Wo regret that
innocent men arebolng driven to death by

and his saltish advisers. Wo rosrot ths,'
in properly enforcing the law against them,
wo compel them to suffer. But that ls only an
incident, natural and necessary in the suppres-
sion ot any insurrection. I expect the end will
come very soon after tho termination of tho
rainy season, and I shall not be surprised If
Agulnaldo's forcos go to pioces earlier.

"I have scon nothing In Otls's conduct ou
there to complain of. I haven't specific facta,
but, taking a general view, it occurs to mo that
he has conducted his oampalgn with ability. I
think at the outset we made a miscalculation
as to the nambor of troops necessary to win
Immediate success. We did not send
sufllolent forces to fight the battles, gar-
rison places whon captured, and then fol-

low up the victory. I think It would have
been very wise for many reasons If we
had sent negro regiments to tho Philippines.

"I am of the opinion that Mr. Root ls going
to make an admirable Secretary ot War. He
is a very able man and a very fine lawyer, and
he seems not to be involved in any of the com-

plications that have caused disturbances in
army ciroles. I think that Mr. Alger's difficul-
ties have had nothing to do with our succoss
In tho Philippines. I have hoard no accusa-
tions against Mr. Alger In connection with ths
Philippine campaign. In tho matter ot trans-
porting troops, commissary supplies and
munitions ot war, tho armv In the Philippines
has had very remarkable sucoess.

'There will bo no dlflerenco ot opinion
among the American people In regard to the
war. Both leaders of tho two great parties Mr.
Mr.lKlnloy of tho Republicans, and Mr. Bryan of
Democrats concur that tho war must be pros
ecuted to a sucoessful conclusion. No political
party that opposes tho United States Govern-
ment In Us earnest attempt to suppress the
Insurrection In the Philippines will be sustain-
ed by the American people, nnd I am satisfied
that the Democratic) pnrty cannot bo led Into
any such attitude

" I think there Is no antagonism to our do-

minion In the Philippines among any other
classes than tho Tagals. T'io people there
have already soon that the presence of tho
American army and ot tho American Govern-
ment has relieved them ot the burdens and In-

justices which they endurod while the Span-lar-

were in control.
" I think there Is no doubt that the Nicaragua

Canal wlU, be built across the Isthmus just as
soon as the United Statos Government can get
holdot the subject."

Experience ot the City of Angusta for Two
Days in the Orent Storm.

Bavakkiu. Ga Aug. 17. Tho overdue
steamers City ot Augusta from Now York, and
Decatur H. Mlllor ot the Morchants and
Miners' line, from Baltimore, arrived In port
between midnight and 2 o'clock this morning.
The Itasca of the Baltimore lino, which was In
the edge of the storm, arrived about the same
time. The City of Augusta waa four days and
several hours from New York, having been

for forty-eig- hours to a severe storm,
Capt. Daggett's story of tho trip follows:

"Wo left New York at 5 o'olock Saturday
afternoon and had beautiful weather until
Monday morning at G o'olock, when the first
Indications of the storm began to appear just
north ot Wilmington. Supt. LeFevre had
warned me In Now York that there was a West
India storm approaching the Florida coast.

"At 5:15, one hour this side of Charleston, we
struck the storm. It kept coming, and tho
sea to the east looked like a wall. This seemed
as If strap had been laid forme, just like the
one Capt Savage got caught In with tho steam-
ship Savannah, In 1803, so I thought I had bet-

ter get out to sea while I had tho opportunity.
We headed out to soa and stayed thore. The
storm increased In violence hour by hour. The
seas wore tremendous, swooping over the ship.
It was just like climbing mountains.

"There was considerable rain, but most of
the time thore was a dense mist, tho hurri-
cane mist we call It. The wind came In sharp,
heavy gusts llko shot out ot a gun. The storm
lasted 48 hours It broke to the northwest nt
12 o'cloo V.Tuesday, but continued stormy until
this morning. When tho storm oeosed I found
myself a good distance out at sea. It took us
until 0 o'clock to reach Tybee."

The passengers presented to the Captain,
a testimonial for bringing them through In
safety.

HIT HIS FORMER CAPTAIN.

MORE STRIFE IN TUB BKVENXT-FIBB- T

RBaiHENT.

An Old Grudge Between Former Capt,
Stoddard and Corp. Tnbbart Results in
Blows Bach Man Says That He Was
Victor Bow Took Place In the Armory.

Com. Peter Tabbart a momber ot Com-
pany E. 71st Regiment, who served during
the campaign In Cuba and fought with
tho regiment at San Juan, has had a score to
settle with former Capt. Charles H. Stoddard,
whom ho accused of belittling his servloes
whon ho slgnod his discharge. A few days ago
Tabbart met the Captain in the armory, and
the two had a lively row and came to blows.

Whon the regiment returned from Bantlago
Capt Stoddard, who did not go to Cuba with
the regiment, having been detailed to gather
recruits here, resumed his old placo as com-

mandant ot tho company. A large number ot
tho men who had gone to tho front were bit-
terly opposed to Stoddard. Among them was
Corp. Tabbart. The dlssatlsflod faotloa
wished to got rid of Stoddard, and have his
place takon by one of the lieutenants who
fought with tho company at San Juan. When tho
regiment came to bo mustered out it was Capt
Stoddard's duty as commander to sign the dis-
charges on whioh were written the records ot
the mon. When ho came to the dlsshargo ot
Corp. Tabbart tho captain wrote " good " where
tho corporal Insisted the word " excellent "
should have been written.

One night last winter, in the crowded com-
pany room, ths corporal met the captain and
angrily demanded why he had not given blm
the erybest charactor. The captain replied
that he had certain reasons, and the corporal
defied htm to give them. This led almost to
blows, ana to bard feeling between the partisans
of each man. Capt Stoddard was eventually
forced to resign.

Boveral days ago he wont to the armory to
get his dress uniform. It was during tho day
time and it was hardly to be expooted that an
enomy would be In waiting. Suddenly from
the depths of the company room roared tho
voioe of Corp. Tabbart, who was In charge ot
the repairs being made there, a olroumstanoo
ot whioh the captain was in Ignoranoe.

"What in thunder are you doing here?"
asked the corporal.

"Attending to my own business." was the
reply of the former captain. " I want my uni-

form, and I don't want to wait all day for It,
either."

"You'll have as muoh fun getting that uni-

form as I did getting my exoellent oharaoter,'
retorted the corporal, as he edged up to Stod-

dard. "Iamlnchargo of this' room by order
of tho captain and I order you to get out."

" I take no orders from you," answered the
former captain.

"Got out or I'll throw you out" said tho cor-
poral.

"Don't you dare lay a hand on me or you will
regret It" said the captain.

Tabbart made a jump seizing Stoddard with
the evident intention of forolng him out of the
room. Then a fierce struggle took place.

Tabbart olalms that he sucoeeded in throw-
ing the captain out into the gallery without
any assistance whatever, although three car-
penters undor his ordors were at work In the
company room.

"They wanted to come to my assistance,"
Tabbart says, "but I said, 'Mon, go back to
your work. I havo been waiting for this
chance too long not bo able to give a good
account ot myself.' The men went back,
nnd Incidentally I might say that I want
to work about tho same time. Somebody
happened to open the door just when I had a
good grip on tho captain and I threw htm so far
through that I was afraid he was going clear
over tho gallery on to the drill floor. I punched
htm about a dozon times where the blows
would do the most good. Ha hit me but onee,

"After I got him out he eatno to the door and
said he wanted his uniform. I took pity on him
and said ho could have it I fired It through
the door cloar over tho gallery and down to the
drill floor. He picked It up and slunk away."

Capt. Stoddard when soon said: "I simply
refused to havo any altoreatlon with my former
private. He bocame abusive, and though I
warned him not to lay hands on me, he pre-

ferred to take tho risk. I aoknowledge that I
struck eomo blows, and one severe one landed
on the corporal's neck. It was this blow that
drew the only blood of the contest. We were
near the door, and as the blow landed on Tab-bar- t's

neck, it drovo his head through the win-
dow, complotoly demolishing the glass and cut-
ting a gash In his head, and let out more blood
than ho ever lost In Cuba. This took all the
fight out of him. Two of his helpers had rushed
to his assistance whon they saw I was getting
tho better of the argument but the sight of
blood put an end to their ardor and they cooled
down as quickly as ths corporal. I got my
uniform and went out as I had come in, a
gentlomnn."

A physi-
cian was summoned nnd found that he had a
severe scalp wound and a out on his shouldor,
but his wounds aro not of a very serious char-
acter.

Meantime Black ran out of ths jail building
and mado his way toward n strip of woods noar
by.
