Havana, Aug, 10, The Judge ot the district

Harris indignantly denies
the charges, which are baeed only on the opinion
ot an expert who says tbat the handwriting ot
tbe draft seems identical with that of Harris.

COURT STOPS A BOYCOTT.

Walters fltroek for Union " Baeognitlon"
and Organised Labor Trl.d to De.troy
Their Former Kmoloyar Bnlnas
Remarks on the Right at Americans
to Carry on Legitimate Knterpvl.es,

y that the boycott is an HUkal weapon
and sojolned fifteen striking waiter, the In-

dustrial Oounoll. wbloh has approved their ac-

tion, and all other organizations and individ-
uals from boycotting the wolters' former em-

ployer. Robort McOltntoek. Thy are forbid-
den to Interfere br Intimidation, threats or
molestation with otutomer of MoOllntoek, to
congregate In front of or about hi place, or
to picket, patrol or loiter there to menace) him
or hi business In any way.

The troublo started two weeks ago. The
waiters of the varloua local restaurants recent-
ly formed a anion. They waltod on their em-

ployers and demanded "recognition" not
Increased wage, not shorter hours, but mere-
ly a stipulation by the bosses that thoy would
omploy union men only and that these should
be discharged only upon approval of the rea-

sons by the union. With ono exception alt
the rostaurant-keopcr- s in town refused
to enter Into tho desired agreement
Then came the strike. Th waiters Decided to
go after the bosses In detail, and MoCllntook
was pitched upon by lot as the Drat. He under-
took to hlro non-uni- negroes. The union
promptly started a negro union and got the
new MoCllntook force to strike.

After this McCllntock employed girls. These
refused to bo unlontred. The strikers called
in the aid ot the Industrial Oounoll. tha cen-

tral labor body of the city, to which 15.000
men bolong. A boycott was declared and a
force of pickets was kept on duty
day and night in front ot McClln-tock'- s,

warning customers away under
pain of being boycotted themselves,

Tho police refused to intervene, and MoOlln-
toek appealed to Judge Henry. To-da- y he got
the relief he asked. Tbe writ will hold good till
the October terra of court, when the case will
bo heard further on Its merits. Judge Henry's
order, however, seem to prejudge the whole
mntter. In thn course of his opinion he says :

"There are certain rights of American oltl-zo-

recognized by the Constitution of the
United States, tho Constitution ot every State
in the Union and by every honest oltlzon.
Among these : The right of every man to sot a
price upon his own labor: the rlght.of every
one to Ax tho price which he will pay for the
labor of nnothor. and neither has the right to
compel the other to accept his term : tho right
ot everyone to conduct a legitimate builncs
without Interference or hlndranco from others.

"If It be the right of anyone to conduct a
legltlranto business without Interference from
others. It follows that discharged employees,
or employees whose terms of servloe hnve ex-

pired, have no right, legal or moral, to assem-
ble In the near vicinity of the employer's placo of
business, and, by threats orothr demonstra-
tions calcnlnted to Intimidate, to deter other
laborers from taking their Dittoes, or to Indnas
patrons of the employer to withdraw from
him their patronage; nnd It would bo
n reproach to the law If It nfforded no remedy
against such reprehensible Intorforence with
the prosecution of legitimate business. Citi-
zens employed in legitimate pursuits pay
taxes for protection In their occupations, and
a government which falls to afford them such
protoctlon obtains their monay under false
pretensions.

"'Government by Injunction' has bepn de-

nounced by political parties, and while there
oan be no good reason why the Government
should not havo the right to this remedy when
It make an oqultnhlo case tor Injunction, there
may be ensos In which this remedy has been
misapplied tbnt this Is hot a ease between the
Government and a mob. but of a citizen who
complains that his legitimate business
Is being lnterfeared with and damaged by
othor citizens who. ho alleges, arc tnsolvont
(nnd for tho purpose of this application for n
temporary Injunction It must be taken as true
however tho fact may bo), and. therefore, li
dontcdthls remedy, his business may be ut-
terly destroyed, to his great financial loss,
with no adoqnato redress for tho wrong,

"I will not clto tho numerous authorities
which declaro tho right to an Injunction In
such cases. One's Innato sense of justice

Its soundness, and this innate sense
of justice finds ample support In the Constitu-
tion and laws of the State of Missouri, and the
adjudications of the most respectable appellate
courts In the United States.

"Every just man will sympathize with em-
ployees who aro oppressed and mistreated by
employers. The sympathies ot men are
generally with the toller for day's wages
against capital with the weak against
the strong. I confess to such a sentiment
myself; bnt the law. rather than sympathy.
Is to govern In controversies llko this.
No matter what our sympathies or
omotlonn may be, when the law speaks theso
must yield to It's mandates; and almost In-

variably thero Is moro wisdom and sound
philosophy In the law than in the emotions and
sentimentality ot the heart.

"We must abldo by the law. There I no
othor safety tor free Institutions; and capital
must learn and it Is to be hoped that It will
not wait to loarn through Are and blood that
Its combinations to oppress labor and deprive
Hot ruenmeratlvo employment are as great a
menace to our republic as combinations of
labor to prevent capital from prosecuting
legitimate enterprises.

"It Is no answer to the complalntaof aclttzen
that his business Is Interfered with by others,
that capital forms combinations detrimental
to labor. The g powor and tho
oourts, whan just complaints are made against
combinations of capital to destroy competition
In the sale or manufacture and production of
articles of commerce and abridge the field
of labor, should take the matter tn hand
and destroy sueh combinations; otherwise
anarohy and revolution, with all their horrors
will bo upon us. Now, In their oomparattvo
Infancy. Is the tlmo to throttle them and se-

cure labor against capital' oppression and
give assurance to every man ongaged In a law-
ful pursuit that ho will bo proteoted In the
prosecution of hi business. Good citizens
will stand between the two element., recogniz-
ing that th maintenance of the Constitution
and the law Is tha only security for life, liberty
and property." The striker ay they will obey
the order to the letter.

Moreover, such a canal
would be ot the highest strategic value. Count
Moltkeadvocatod Its construction in 1883.

Whence then comos the opposition? That ot
the Clerical coal mine owner and manufac-
turers ot Silesia Islntelllglblo. Thoy now havo
the advuntago of the Borlln market ovor their
Westphallan competitors, which wou!4 bo en-

dangered by a cnnal constructed through their
states and, therefore, partly at their sxpeuse.
Tho opposition ot the Conservative ot the Soar
manufacturing district Is of a similar char-
acter, but the objection of tbe great body of
Agrarian Consorvatlvos rests on thn principle
that the disbursement of public money for any
purpose except tho relief ot Prussian landlords
Is a wlckod waste. Moreover, they think tho
Ktato ought not to enoourogo communication
with tho son. facilitating the Import of choap
foreign corn to tho Inland districts. Tho
Prussian Agrarians are monopolists fighting
to preserve their monopoly.
