Ilarsh Conduct Toward Priests Confined to
the Insurgents The Came of the Philip-plan- s'

Uatred of the Ilellglnus Orders
Misdeeds af Part of the Clergy.

CittOAoo. Aue-20- . Thechargesmadeagalnst
American soldiers of desecrating churches in
the Philippines were refuted by Jacob Gould
Uchurman. president of the Philippine Com-
mission, who arrived in tho city Ills
declaration that the American soldiers haio
not been guilty of outrages against church
property or priests wss most emphatic Ho
said the sentiment respecting the American
nrmy in tho Island of Luzon wnsentiroly differ-
ent frotn that which tho enemies of the Admin-
istration havo beon trying to show, and that
nono of tho charges mado by prlosts or lay-m-

tn this country derogatory to the soldlors
could be sustained.

Mr. Schunnaa loft for the-- east at 5:30 this
afternoon,

"The greatest dlffloolty tho peoplo of tho
United States have had to contend with In tho
Philippine Islands." said he, "is the report the
loaders have circulated that we are too friendly
with the prlosts and with tho church. Tho
cbargo that American soldiers havo killed
priests Is too absurd to bo oven discussed. It
Is true that tho Filipinos themselves have dealt
harshly with tho prlosts whom they havo cap-
tured and havo compelled thorn to perform all
kinds of dlsacrccable tasks, bucIi as cleaning
streets.

That Is because there Is a deop-seate- d hostil-
ity against the Catholic rollglous orders whloh
hnve been tn the Islands for so mnny genera-
tions and hure thrhod there at the expense of
the people. Tho people themselves, while
hostle to tho religlouB orders and ohertshlng
tho bitterest feollngs against them, nro still
good Catholics and are desirous of being
considered as such.

Thero aro five Important religious orders
In the Islands the Jesuits. Augiistlns, Franols-can- s,

Dominicans and Scollctans. The Jesuits
do not come In for the genoral condemnation
of the people. The others as soon as
they obtained n foothold In the Islands,
secured property In and about Manila. They
hold a large nmount of valuable property, and
that is why the Taga'os aro now fighting. Tho
feeling against the priesthood grew until it
becamo a passion.

"The greatest grievance which the reople of
tho island have against tho priests Is tho de-

bauching of women. I am Inclined to think
that such charges havo been exaggerated, as
reports of the kind are always Inclined to be,
but by the showing of the friends of the priest-
hood themselves about 10 per cont. of them
were oorrupt. Their enemies, of course,
charge that a much greater number were
gallry.

at. Labnrt's Former Secretary, Now In This
Country, Predicts na Arqulttnl.

Seattle. Wash . Aug. 20. M. Leon Burenu
of Parts, who has been private sccretnry to M.
Laborl. the leading counsol for Capt. Dreyfus,
Is In Seattle, n guest of Dr. Adrlene Monod. tho
Trench l. M. Bureau, besides being
associated with tho famous criminal Attorney,
is n lawyer himself and a friend of the I)ro fus
family. M. Bureau said y In nn inter-
view:

"Dreyfus will not be convicted again. Not-
withstanding tho clamor of the
press and tho bitterness of hts enemies, the
present trial will result In An acquittal. Tho
Army knows this. It a verdiot of guilty Is re-

turned, the Court of Cassation, tho highest
French tribunal, will at onco sot it asldo and
order anothor court-marti- and so on until ho
Is acquitted. This Court knows that French
law Is being juggled by tho military court and
has two groundson which it can set nslde such
eentonce: First, violation of law;socond. abuse
of power.

"When the Court of Cassation sent Dreyfus
back for A second trial, ho was rcmandod on
tho charge of having been the author of tho
brodsreau. Now. this 1b the only thins! ho
could bo tried for. Instead of sticking to this
charge, the Court has permitted witnesses to
talk of his relations with women and other
outsldo matters, which is dlroet violation of
French law. If soma matter not connected
with the borderau should como up In the testi-
mony proving Droyfus guilty, this court-marti-

could not try him. The Court of Cassation
would have to order a new trial for tho specific
purpose,

" It was within the powerof the Court of Cas-
sation to declare Dreyfus innocent. In fact,
there wore but two things for that tribunal to
do either adjudge him not guilty or send him
back for trial. The latter proceeding was
deemed best, because through a retrial a me-
dium would be furnished to give tho military
party a chance to redeem itself. It would
look much better tn the oyes of tho world and
help to take away the odium that nn acquit-
tal by the Court of Cassation would cause.

"The shooting of M. Laborl will have no ef-

fect on tho Dreyfus trial. It simply shows tho
terrible dread the liaie of
Laborl's nggreselvenss in n,

as was made apparent at the Zola trial. There
Is every reason to believe that Count Esterhazy
wrote tho Boroerau, He would not confess un-
less ho was guilty. No one believes his story
that ho was ordered to do It by his superior of-

ficers. Ho is one man, howover. who is not to
be believed In anything, as was proved at the
Court of Cassation. Tho Sooiallst party Is the
latest to add its strength tn support of Dreyfus.
They tako humanitarian grounds and this ac-

tion will put the party forward in France. Tho
Booallstsand Jesuits will receive a hard blow
with acquittal of Droyfus."
