With that quetation Dreitish sentiment s
eartalnly not at aned but the nttitude of hoth
fournnls deatriys the fetion  of  eoloninl
solldarity with the Rhodesian poliey.

Eversbady (s firm for reasonable po-
form: but the fmpatient mennecing Is so in-
oersant ay to compal one to belleve that Chinm-
beriain's diplomoaey, even though he may
not mean i, will end In colllsion. He will hava
afree hand this autumn. Lord Salisbury, be-
sldes being I aceord with Chamberlnin on the
necdasity for reform, has deop domestle anxle-
tlen that will prevent him from eurbing his ng-
gressive colloagua,  The latter's ambition may
have frev play, with the prospeet of ¢ pablie
triuniph at the end. What many of his sup-
porters, and certalnly the moajority af his own
Libernl-Unianist party, ask {5, whether his in-
born eandor and outapokenness at every slOgs
of the diMeult denllngw, Is not a grent handicap
tothoir sutvess,

It domes to this, then, that unleas Chinn s
epEed an to some particalnrly wanton slight to
British intercats, the Forefgn OMes In London
will keap to [ts policy of patlent, persigtent
proestura and the ndvertisement to the publio
of what “eoncesslons” {t wrings from the
Clilnesa crentures of the Russinn Minlster at
Pekln ansubsrantinl suecess for British dipio-
macy,  The eorreapondent aof the Times at
Bhanghal =anida a long despatoh to his paper
Shis work, which makes the most consllarable
of thess snecesses soem unanhatantinl, He
denls with the opening of the new Chinese
porta to foraign teade, which was provided for
by the trealy of Shimonosckl, By that net
tour ports were ndded tathe treaty list, Chung-
king. 8hashl, Hong-chau, nnd Sn-chau. Tha
Wost River Convention added Wu-ehsu and
Bam-shul. and since then the Chiness Gavern-
mant has dealared its intontion of throwing
opan the ports of Yoechau, Nan-ning-fu, Wa-
sung, Ch’lo Wang-tan, Fa-ning and Naoking
voluntarily In cortaln cases, and under presaure
Inothers. A new nttitude on the part of tha
provineinl authorities in regard to tho questinn
of open norts hegan to manifest itaall at the
time of the concluston of 1he Bhimonoseki ne«
gotiatinna; slnea that date, Instend of the re.
luetance hitherto shown. there appears to have
sprung up a tendeney to open UP NOW DHOrtE un
the alightest nrotext,

The correspondent glves flagrant (nstapces
of the practios of tha Chiness oMeiala to levy
all manner of exactions on the very thresh-
old of the foreign settlvments. At Bhanghat,
for lustance, likin has for many years been
levied, In spite of avery offort to prevent It
within the settlement ftself; at Hang-ehau.
Bungry runners, noting with an eye to plundar
every bale of merchandisa that enters and
leaves the custom house, live within the
forelen residenco limita; while at such ports
a4 Csntan, SBu-chau, Han-kau or Tien-txin, the
sottlement aren has bacome aimply & depot, or
temporney refuge. from which no goods can go
forih witnout satisfying thone rapacities and
Becessition of the native oficial, whish are
sunhem istically described in the Inland Navi-
gativn Rules as * loeal usnge.”

Haviog thus dealt with the question of likin
In & manner which they are tully justified in
regarding as satinfactory, the provioelal au-
Shoritien begnn to realize at tho close of the
Japanses war, when the opening of eertain new
porta was loreshadowad by that event, that the
Bated forelgner's aggression in this diroction
might ba turned (o profitable account, and that
every breach in the wall of China's exolusive-
poss might be made to become a soures of
Immediate peocuniary profit to themaalves. The
correspondent was present at the negotiations
(185005-1%)) which took place sucoessively at Su-
shau and Hang-chau betwaen tho Japanese und
Chinese offielals nppolnted to discuss the
eonditions  under wkich thess two

:uiulul capitals should be thrown open
frade, and whereln, after weary

parlerings orolonged by the Chiness over many
wonks (during which they were aotively en-
gaged In pompleting thelr own sohemes), the
first foundntions of the new tresty port aystem
wore Iald, Upon the arrival of the Japanese con-
nul nt Bu-chau the loeal oMainls procsaded to of -
for him nathe aite of thasattiomenta paddy-flald
sitmntad some seven miles from the eity, and In
reply to his vigorous protests they gravely re.
ferred him to the Vicerny at Nanking or

tha Taung-ll-Yamdn. The oonsul's posi-
tion was a diMealt one, recoutss to A
threatening attitade belng Impossible In

view of the politieal sltuation at Peking,
and of this fact the Chinesa wem
only too well awgre ; he therefore based
his olaims on ths text of the Shimonosekl
Tresty and elaimed thersunder—for three
weokn—the right of Japanese merchants to
trade ana reslde within the elty (tself.  Buhss.
quently, however, ha axprossed his rendincss
to forego this right on grounda of general and
loeal expediency, and to accept a settlament In
the Immedinla vielnity outalde the walln, That
this would he the eventual molution the Ohl.
nens had long foressen, and sincasuitable altes
wora fow in number, they had devoted thair
ennrglos in the meantimns to securing, In the
name of a porely Imagioary “ecommer-
elal eompany,” all avallable land in the
beat positions near tha eity.  Thin was
effected by the simpla  exnedlent of
Alaposseasing  the native  owners  with
nominal  compensation In the name of
the Government, but as tha aperation, to-
mether with the domareation of the commerelal
company's new properties, ocoupled conalder-
able time, It wha nasesssary to prolong the Jap-
Aneea nogotlations by the introduetion of many
absutdconlitions, Eventually, altersix warks'
work, during which time tha Japanese consul
wis froquently taken by the offoinls to
visit eertnin Interesting Nolda In the noigh-
borhoad of tha site firat offared ta him,
the Chinese professed thelr wllingnesa to
allow the sattlement to be eatablished slose
to the eity walla,. The eonsul then disco-
vered that the only suitable slte hail  hoon
elenrly deflned and surrounded by the impon-
Ing boundary satones of the eommereial com-
vy aforssald, while the land Ineluded in
the aren of the pronosed sstt!ament had been
ecanverted Into Chincas Covernment proporty
and was affared for anlo At pricss considerably
highor than thoss which would otherwise have
prevalled “among the peaple.” The orleinal
niotive nwnoers wora thus deprived of thelr just
righta In thele peoperty (v fact nat ealenlatad
tarnlsa the farelgner in thelr esteam ), nnd the
troaty rights of the farelgn merohant wora
adroltly eironmvyented. A preciscly similar
procedures wns followed at Hang-chau, where
the natlve awnars wors dispocanssad of thelir
lands by the local ofMelals at purely nominal
pricsa and the forelgn settloment, out and
dreied, wan offered for sate in lots by the aame
ofMeinta at rates which produced n sulstantial
profit,

A party of yaung Fnglishmen nreanized hy
Mr. Wall-Rlundell and Lord Lovat storted lnst
Novomber on a =porting and acientifio expadi-
tion nerosa Somaliland,  through  southern
Abruainin, or Shoa, and the eountry to the
wort hithertn qulte unknown, thenes to the
Bina Nile and hack by wav of Khartonm, One
of {ta mamhbers, De KAttltz, has retorned
with an interesting naeeount  of Emperor
Mona'ik'sa dominlons, He ways:

“Thera 1= n telephone ronuing hetwosn
Menelik's eapitnl and Harar, a dietaneo of
atrut  three hundred  milea.  This line,
whirh is the only nsign of eivilization
fn that jportlon of the country, In kapt
fn wery bad  repaler. It was ennstruetod
by n Franen-Russ'an ecompany In whieh
Morfelik fa n shareholder. The statinns, which
are nhont two days' march apart, are mere
thatehed huts surrounded by strong, high
stockndes.  The dirty anstern hut with [ts
Abyasininn attendant affords a striking con-
trast with the telephone and the Instruetions to
‘Ring up Addis Aheba' At one of thesns sta-
tions, when about half-wny to the capital, we
hieard that Moodlik had left thore with his
army to receive the submission of Has Man-
gnsnin. We then tried to telephone through to
Capt. Harrington, the [Dirltish Resident at
Addls Aboba, A Frenehman at the other end
of the line trisd his beat to prevent this, and it
wis only through henring one of tha Tiritish
interpratars talking on the line that we sne
eeaded In getting through, During the
month's  journey bstween Harar and the
capital we wers constantly passing Ivory
earavans golng to Harar, We also met
parties In charge of Russiana and Frenoh-
men connected  with  politienl  missions
and n few Frenoh misslanaries. It was very
hot work orossing the Hawash plain and most
of our travalling had to ha dons Iates In the day
and into night. Afterward the ascent of
the eentral platenu made the eonditions mora
pleasant

“The Abyasinian eapital s abont five mlles
saunre, nnd Ia simply an- agelomeration of
round, thatehed huta, made of bamboo and
grass, without windows or chimnaya, There
are 1o moads of any desoription. The better-
eclnsa houses are surrounded by stockades,
Menellk's so-called palace is mersly a oollee-
tion of somewhnat larger houscs of the samae
type. He {8 now having a few etona houses
ennetructed by Indian workmen. For the
past  twn AonBONS Capt.  Harrington,
who formerly  resiled  at  Zella, has
lived In the eanital, The British Resie
dency eonslsts meraly of a coupls of large
tenta with a number of amaller ones all an-
oloaed In a turl-walled compound. Beside
Capt. Harrington, the only Dritish subjeat llv-
fog thern s & man named M'Kelvy, who has
had an extraordinary earcer. Formerly an of-
floar's servant, he was one of the orlgiual pris-
oners of Magdala, and was tortnred among the
rost. He eloctad to ramnain In Abyssinia, andfor
thirty-soven yoars ha has lived na an Abysnin-
fan.  He han mdopted thair dross and custome,
and when Cant. Harrlngton first wont to Addls
Abeba he had aotanlly forgotton his own lan-
guagn, This, howevor, soon came back, and
he is pow employed as an Interpretor at the
Nosidency. Ha lives In the eaplital with his
Ahyssinian wife, and has lost all semblance of
his own nationality,”

Dr. Eottlits glves an Intsresting account of
Zouaualn, tha famous sasred mountaln, a
psort of Afriean Lanrdens, of which he saya:

“Mount Zouquala, the mysterfous sacrod
mountain of the Ahyssinlans, Is forty milea
from the eapital. 1t s 10,000 feet high, and in
the form of o truneated onne, At {ta summit
and in the orater Is a remnarkahin Inke thres-
gunrtars of amile long, which |a n veritable
Abyssinian Lourides or Poal of Siloam. It is
the balief af the natives that bathing In Its
wntors will oura all diseases, Closs by are
some springs dediented to tha Virgin Mary,
Aesording to the populnr {dea. barran women

nerd only drink of these fountains to
losa thelr atarllity. The waters are
regardad  with the graeatast worship, and

must on no secount be employed [for
eooking of any other useful purposs, Isaw
auite n number of dissased creatores round the
Inke shors erawling ahout or being sarrled aon
littern. Ons poor man wns actually dying of
conanmption, The wholn mountain, both sides
and tha erater, ia densely wooded, The place
15 studdoed ovarvwhere with harmita’ huts, ench
of which is inhabited by holy men, who llve
peparnte lives of extreme austerity. Also hid-
den away in tha forests is a large numbear of
churches, I got into the good graces of the
harmits by somewhat curlous means. 1 was
being shown over one of the churohes, which
ars plentifally adorned with cheap colored
Bibleal pleturas ‘'made In Germany,! when
apriest with great awe drew my sttention
to a gaudy repressntation of Bt. Georgeandthe
Pragon. lendeavorad tosxplain that Bt, George
was the Britlsh as woll as the Abysalnian
Patron falnt, but the good man was vary du-
bious until I hit on the idea of producing
a roversign, This at onee eonyinead him of
the truth of my statemant, and proved to his
complete satiafaction that I wasa Christian of a
very high order. The whole mountain s curi-
ous In the sxtremo. I waas shown one tree
with three trunks united at the base, which is
regarded ns an emblem of the Trinity and is
bung with human halr and all sorts of trinkets.
There are, too, surious erannles between the

perpandioular recks throngh which It Is an sot
of devotion to squesns onesell.”

A ruls Imposad at the most recantly opsned
hotsl in London—the Carlton—making evening
dreas eompulsory at dinner has ralsed some
Important protests and may lend to litigntion,
Mr. Gllbert Flllott, & retirsd member of the In-
dian Civil Sarvica, writen thin lattar to the pa-
pers coneerning his sxperience :

“Laut weak after dlnnar T walked over from
tha Athenmum Clubto tha Oarlton restaur-
ant. The door was wide opan, and I went In
tiil 1 wan stopped, after 1 had paased throogh
the hall, hy a forelgner, apparontly a Cound,
oartainly n psrmon In authority, who aaked me
why I had come thera, Iaald that T wanted re-
freshment § but I wan told to go away, andI
wont becauss I cannot Night nor even run
away.

“Blnos then T have heard from some yonng
trienda who wore refreshing at the senalds
that they had besn ordored out of o hostelry
at Bandown because they were not clad In
evoning dress, But they refunsd to ko, and as
they wers four athletes, who had just distin-
gulshed themselves by rowhe round the Iale
of Wight, the nroprietor no far conesdnd as to
allow & waiter to sunply some whisky,

“Now, alr, io both thess easen, [ forone want
the nubllelty which may restealn hotel-keapers
who nlm at suoh a aslaotion as Is Intondad to
preserve thelr premisea anlely for the use
of the nouveau riche and other proatonders
who dreas for dinner when out for a holl-
day. and would, {f they could, make every-
body alse do 8o everywhera, Thia tyranny
fmportad Into hotels alma ot the ha'lowed exas
tom by which the Innkecper's guest s antitled
to his oase at his lnn, The intention s part
and parcal of the vielous hatits of the day,
Are we nll of us bound to pretend th boe somes
thing which we are not? 1 anil many othors
dina at our eclub In ordinary afternoon cons
tume, Why shonlil we be compelled to ohange
drean after dinnar when we want to go to the
restanrant over the way 7"

Anather gantleman, Mr. Whitaker, of Wast-
wouodd, In Kent, hna had a similar axperieones,

He writea: I attempted to dine there (at
the Carlton Hotel) Inst week, T hind come from
the country, and had not had time to dress, T
am an ontirsly harmleas, quiot, midillesaged
Individual, with, T am told, decent manners
and prescptable appaaranes. I was mot hy n
forelen walter or major domo or meninl of
porta who, none too politely, told me T rcould
not dine. I am not In the halbit of arguing
with sorvants, ao T dined at the eluh, It s,
howoevar, my Intention, togeather with some
frienda, to teat the legality of the matter thor-
oughly, 1 have plenty of tima on my handa,
and [t atrlkes me that It may orove amusing.
I Intend to subpoena soma of the dirsetors
wlhio ara parannal friends of imine,  Of eauras,
Iehinll be met with a requeat, poaslbly pallte,
to dine in some ohpoure room apart from the
more desirable gueats, This I shall decline to
doi T shall endeavor to prove the rightaol a
woll-hehaved member of the publie to oblige
an innkespertocamply fully with theaet under
which hie s l'eanand,"”

Strango us i may =eom, fow Englishmaen
senm to know the seone of an Innkeeper's
leanse, which, of o . o, governs all hotela,
Even & magistrate sl ted this week that he
Aid not know It A nan who announced he
was a Leerhouse-keeper wanted the magistrato
to grant n summaons agningt a “publie nul-
sances' for wasanlt, Heo sald he would not hnve
the man in his houre at any pries,

“The Magistente—TI don't think you haveany
right to refase to serve him,

“Tha Applieant—0h, yes, I have, Wine s nnt
an Innkeeper's Heenso,  An Innkeesper must
rerye everybody, (f thov are sober and quict,
but if you hold a publichouss or beesrhouse
license, yon ean aerve whom you like and ro-
fuse whom vou lke

“The Magistrate—Isthatso ? I wasnot awnre

“Tha Clerk, Mr, Contest—Yaa, an Innkesper's
a n speeinl Heense, and he s under an obliga-
tlon ta aupply food ana drink to all camars, {f
thay nre orderly, but I ean’t say that a publloan
I8 bound to sarve any one."

If the elork of the court Ia right the Carlton
Harel will not ba able to compusl its male
guests to dina In avaning drass, For, of conrsa,
Mr. Eliott's and Mr. Whitaker's ensas have no
ralntion to Lady Harbarton's mamaorahle suit
when she falled to eompel the Innkeaper to
eerve hor in the eoffes room while she was
wenring bloomers,

With August somea not only the cloaing of
the major axhibitions such ns the Aendemy.
the Now Gallery and the show of the Inter-
national Bonisty, but also the disappearanocs of
thoss minor shows at the various orivate gal-
lerfos in Bond Streat and Pieoad{lly, which
hava throughout the seasun kept alive the

{ntorest, not only of the pleture lover,
but of the pleturs maker, Bull  of
Inte  woara tha summer haa not been

totally destituta of artlstie fmport to those
whoare ahis to taka their holiday abroad,
Lnat yonr wa had the great Rombraodt exnibl-
tion at Amaterdam. Thiayear Aotwerp la go-
Ing to attract the artiata and connolsseurs of
Europe to ita specinl exhibition of the worka of
Van Dyek. It (s intoreating to noto thata
Inrga proportion of the finest works thers to
be seon have bean lent by English owners,
QGreat painter as Van Dryok was, he yot does
not hold that pinnacle in the world's eateam
that Is vouchsafed to Rembrandt, and so it is
not likoly that the pllgrimnge to Antworp will
bs as numerically important as that to Amster-
dam |ast yoar. Howevar, the lesser painter Is
vory much in avidence just now In tha talk of
artists and those Interested in art, and two
fmportant books bearing on Yan Dyck have
been published hare,

The more notabie of thess as a plece of hook-
making, 18 a eritieal Aeseription by Mr. Erneat
Law of “Van Dyol’'s Pletures at Windsor Cus-
tle,” & follo volume lilustrated with thirty
plates in photogravure taken from pletures ln
the royal collection, twentr-five of these being
2t Windaor, ons at Hampton Court and four
at Duokingham Palace. Mr. Law hos confined
himse!l to collecting whatover information
might throw light on the pletures and to dls-
eussing thelr authorship and authenticlty, In
addition, while not profesaing to glve alife of
ench subject, ha has in his own words "‘tried
to wive prominenee to wsuch personnl
eharackeristlen and such  ipoldents in
thoir carsera ns may slucidate
the particular portraiture of  them
reproducad In thia book." Thae resalt s a most
Intareating volume,which to the student of Van
Dyok, who may falriy clalm to havoe foundad
the noblo Righteenth Century achonl of portrait
palnting Is fnvaluabls, The teshnienl eare and
skill whioh Mr. Law hns heatowed upon his
work may be gauged by the faet that " each
pieturs has been subjeetod ton careful serutiny
by magnitying glasses and dark lanterns and
In tall sunlight by the ald of mirrors, whioh
bas led to the dissovery of many signatures of
artists, of dates and of inseriptions hitherto
uoknown.”

The productions themsalves, though parhaos
hardly possessing the subtle charm of Mr,
Fredorick Hollyer's woll known photographio
reproductiens of Van Liyek's and other cels-
hrated portralts, are marked by their ahasiute
fNdelity, By speoinl parmission to carry out
tha wurk of reproduction each pieture wos re-
moved [rom Ite plave, detached from it frame,
and brought down to a studlo erected lor the
purposs in the coartyard of Windsor Castle.
The pogatives were taken with wet plates
uonder long exposures in full sunlight
by means of & platform turning ou a
pivot to follow the wsun. It took more
than dwo months to complete the task.
One Intoresting discovery Mr. Law has made
(s that the weoll-known portrait of Van Dyok
attributed to his own brush, is simply the un-
flalsheda porerait of Van Dyek patuted by his
master, Rubens, whish was aold &t the auction
of the Iatter's offeots and afterward bolohed
and patehed up Ly some unkoown journsey-
man artist.

The other book forms one of the
sorion of “ Monographs on  Artists,” edited
and partly writtea by Mr. EKnsokfuss,
who Is responsible for this study of Van
Dyek. Perhaps the moet Interssting part of
