He dressed
In his best, and, pulling baek lils coat #o as to
show his $40 watoh ehinin, he started to walk
nlong the Bowery at Coney Island, Attached
to the shaln was nn $40 watch, At the corner
of Hendersan's walk and the Bowery two men
spproached him,

“Hay, pard," sold one of them., “that's a
mighty flne chaln you've got there,"

“I've got n better wateh,” anld Nelaon.

“Laot's sou 1" sald the man.,

“Not on your lle." replisd Nelson, “That
wateh ik o flue you have to pay a price of
admission to ses it.  Come around to-morrow
Letwaen 12 and 1 o'clock and pay s quarter,
1t will Lie on exhibition then,"

Nelson doesn’'t know exactly how 1t hap-
pened, but thers was a lttle comfusion and
then he realized that the two men had disap-
poured and that his wateh and ohain haa
gone with them, Ho was unable to find
the men, and reported the matter to
the “hayseods.,” Two hours later Capt,
Kenney's detectives had the men, who sald
they were lobert Dedsll and Thomas
Clarking of Galveston, They said that they
worked on o steamship plying between this
elty and Galveston. Thoy woere looked up on a
chargo of highway robhery. Nelson fondled
the watoh and remarked that the Coney Island
pollee wore not such a glespy lot of farmers
after nll.

A Row Among Bwedes InJnmestown, N, ¥,
Ends Fatnlly—Drag Net Ont,
Jamestows, N, Y., Aug. 2L.—Axel Johnson, a
Swede, living at 205 Fenton street, on the
south side of the clty, s dead In the morgue,
Elovon men aro uonder arrest s possible

murderera, The polloe have out o drog
net  wnd  exveat to capture  several
more,  This Is the supposed result of a row In

which n dozen ar more men engaged on Satur-
dny nlght. Just nt present the gulity and In-
nooent are locked up ina bunch. The Polloe
Justios (s busily engaged In taking depositions
whioh will doubtless 1z the erime. All that Is
known {s that Johnson was sandbagged by
some man in the partr,

The firat that wns known of the affray was Iate
on Bunday afternoon, when Dr. J. W. Morrie
notifled the polics that Johnaon wos in danger
of dying. Dr. Morris says that he was aroused
on Bunday morning by Charles and
Andrew lawson, who bore between them
the Injured man, An examination dis-
closed o doap cut bahind the
oar. This cut the physiclan did
not conaidor serious, and alter bandnging itap
ho sent the mea home with their patient. Late
In the aftarnoon he was called again, and this
tima saw the skull was fractured. Helmmedis
ately notifed the authorities. Johmson
died Monday morning. The autopsy
showed ho was estapbed and sand-
bagged, All the men abroad In  the
nolghborheod nt the time have been ar-
rested on suapleion, The men arrested are
Thomas D, Mlller, Charles and Andrew Lar-
son, Vietor Johnson, Charles Dahlgulst, Albert
L. Ellis. George Lepp, Halph A, George and
Thomas Paul of Jamestown, and Almond E.
Osawell of Cherry Oreek. Osoar Nolson, a deat
muta, wns also arrested. Tha Coroner's In-
guest will be held to-morrow nlght

OAFPTAINS KILL, TWO OFFICNRA BENT
YO ARREST TIIFM IN THE ROUDAN,

One of the Murderers a Bon of Gen. (ha-
noine, Former Minlater of War—Throngh
Him the Case Has & Connection With
the Drayfus Affair<The Muarderers,

Special Cabla Despateh (o Tan B,

Pants, Aug. 21.—The Figare announcos that
IAsut.-Col. Klobb and Lieut. Mennier have
been killod In the Frenoh Boudan by mombors
of & Fronch expedition. Iieut.-Col. Klohb
was orderod to Inauire Into reports which had
Lisen recnived regarding the conduet of an ex-
pedition led by Capts. Voulot and Chanoline,
The Inguiry resulted In sonfirmation of thae
romors, and Klobb was Instrueted to nssume
command of the sxpedition and bring the eom-
promised officars and membera to tha const,
where they would be eourt-martinlod. Ac.
oordingly Klobb started off to cateh up with
the expadition, sending a mossenger nhead
with a letter addrassod to Voulet and Chanoine
enjoining them to stop. This letter was de-
livered. and the messsnger roturned with a
Iavonio answer from Voulet to the offoet that
It Klotb parslsted In earrying out hin inatruo-
tlonn he might ennalder himsell a doad man,

Not Intimidated by this thront, Klobb pro-
cended. acoompanied by Mannfer, and over-
took the expedition, but was not allowed ta
approach beyond halling distance, Voulet,
who wns surronaded by his ofMesrs and men
told him to go back, adding that If he ap-
proached a step further ho might expaet afunil,
Inde. Klobh's reply was: "I eannot have my
srma loaded, Fire If you dare.” Youlet there-
upon ordersd his men to flre a volleoy, which
thay did, Meaulor falllng dead and Klobb
belng hit In the leg. Deapite his wound Klohb
advinood a faw atops further, when a second
volley was frad by Voulet's followers, killing
Klobb and wounding some of hian men. The
surviving membars of Klohl'a party fled, and
one of them, n aergoeant, bronght the naws to
the nearest polnt of communleation,

The survivors sny that anlter the shooting
Vaualet and Chanolne, with thelr followers,
tonk to tha bush.

OMeial reporta sonfirm  the details of the
muarders. It Is Intaresting to note the ennnee-
tlon batween this strange atory from the dis-
tant colony with the all-parvading Drayfus
affair. Foralong time damaging starles have
besn told of the conduot of Capta. Chanolne
and Youlet, It was mald that tho axpedition
had committed atroclious erimes, that [t had
bean gullty of great eruelty, and that its rule
wans one of luat and blond.

Thene ntorlen leaking out gave tho party of
pernocution a hold aver Gen. Chanolne when
he wns Ministar of War, Capt. Chanolne
belng his ron. Thrente to dleoloss the Iattor's
oonduct forced the Minlster to ahbandon M.
Brimaon In hia task of accoring justies for
Preyfus, and to join the persecutors of the
prisoner in order to anve his son's eareer,

Capt, Voulet, Capt, Chanoine and tholrenme
panions have beon declared to ba mutineors,
Orders have been sent to the Foureau-Lamy
axpedition to treat tham na outlnws, Cnaph
Youlet waa at the head of tha expadition, and
Capt. Chanolno was his second lo command,

Most of
the spactators were Italinns, but there were
hundreds of others attractod to Little Blolly by
the unusual spectaocls, As the procsssion
paased through Elizabeth street hundreds of
Roman eapdies wore set off and the paraders
marched fn a shower of sparke, Just at the
olome came tho rain.

The Way ¥e Fooled Twe Apaches—His
Whikkey Dose for n Bpur Wound.

The late Major Bendire, houarary oologist to
the United Btatea National Mussum, was an
enthusinstio naturailat and ardant oolleotor,
Ha hud many thrilling adventuros while cole
leoting in the West durlug tha early daya
Onre whilo atationed nt m fort noar the
Mextean boundarr, In the Apache Indlan
oonntry, the Major's life was saved only
by his eonlneas and clear thinking,
At tho tims he wns In soarch of blrds' egge.
and had discoverod the nost of & rare hawk In
A large oottonwood trea near A stream. He
oltrubied the tree, and on ecoming to the nest,
took the two rges it eontalned, and was abont
to placo them in hils eollecting box, whan his
eyea cought aight of two Apuche Indlana, gnz-
Ing at him from o Linff several hundred yards
awny,

Without showlng any excltament, the Major
want on with his work, keaping n elose wntoh
on the redskine.  After packiug the esgs
acevraly, ha alld ta the ground, unfastensd his
horse, mounted, and heading the horse
toveards the hlull, ao as to rench it at o ploce
auarter of o mile or o below whare the Indi-
Ans woro, put spurs to tho anlmal, and gal-
lopinid briskly forward,

Thik notton osused tho Indians to mnako a Ad-
tour, In order to bring them within guoshot of
the Major ns he passed. No soouer had he
started up, nnd the Indians saw bis Intentions,
than they drow back out of sight,  Quick as a
Aash, tha Major whealed his stesd nbout, and
foreed the animal to {ts utmost apeed,  On ar-
riving ut tha fort “boots and sadales"” wore
sounded and soon a troop of onvalry was rac-
ing over the plains. All they fonnd on arriving
ut the Llufl. was two palr of moecaain tracks,
nnd tha troo to whioh the Indlans had tied
tholr horsas.  Prints of horses' feot hoading
