Newpobt, Aug, 22. Malcolm D. Whitman
successfully defended his claim to the lswn j

tennis championship of Amoricaat the Casino
hero y, by beating J. l'armly l'nret, win- -

nor of the tournament and his
challenger, In a streaky match by three sets to j

one. The effect of the week's hard play In
working his way through the big Held of

ntries, and particularly of yesterday's llvo sot
final tnatoh against Davis, left l'nret In poor '

condition to faces, fresh man, nml moro than
over a trash man of Whitman's unuuostioued
ability.

For th first two sets tho challenger hung
btclc in his court and tho champion did not
hav much trouble in winning both ot
them. Whon tho third sot began, howovcr,
there was a change, l'arnt revetsed
his mothods and started a flerco attack
from the net thatfnlriy carried tho champion
oil his test. Tho big orowd, by far the largest
of the tournament, cheered loudly, ns It usually
does litre for the "underdog," while tho Now
Yorker ran five straight games off the reel with
n burst of really brilliant tennis. He rushed to
thaneton every service and nearly every n,

smashing with speed and accuracy. The
ohallengor's speed lasted for five games boforo
Whitman stotdled down and broko into his run
of success, but it was enough to give 1'aret tho
third set When he tried to repeat his brilliant
play toward tho middle of the fourth set, his
strength lastod only loug enough to pull up to
deuce and then the champion again stopped the
rush and won out the sot by a close score.

Whitman's play throughout the match
showed all tho same-- accuracy and variety of
strokes that have made him invincible this sea-eo- n.

The chnmplon has won eery match ho
has played this year, and hi, victims Includo
almost every player of note in tho country, not
excepting both Lamed and Davis. In
match his driving strokes showed topartlcular
advantage during the early part of tho match,
and he rapidly shifted his style, and exhibited
the moat accurate- - kind of passing strokes
when l'aret forced him to adopt this stylo of
play by running in to the net. Only during the
early part of the third sot did the champion
suffer by comparison.

The challenger tried
to play Whitman fioin tho back of tho court,
and with xerypoor success, ticca, lonally ho
ran in to volley behind deep drives, but only
halt a dozen tiinss did he loilow bU service up
to the net. He seemed afiani of Whitmans

1'aret's poor judgment.

Tne first set had soon slipped away, by 61,
and l'aret seemed uttorly unable to reach the
net safely.
