Qosniir, Aug. 2.1. Ten thousand persons
aw Joe Patehen turn tha table on John II.

Oentry In a race for blood, over Go-
shen's hlstorlo half-mi- le track. The result of
the oonlest was a big surprise to nearly every-
body, exoeptlng Henry Haws, the owner and
driver of Patohen, In the auction pools, before
th first heat. Oentry sold for 50 against $'28
forl'ntchon. and th short end was a drag on
the market at thoso figures. It was two o'olock
when th lordly, big, black stallion and tho
beautiful, satin-coate- d bay jogged up the
stretch past the grand stand tu scor for the
first heat. The track was as smooth as the
bed of a billiard table and tho footing was firm
and fast.

Haws turned his horse a little
above the drawgat. while Androw took
Gentry four or Ave length further up the
strstch to score. Contrary to usual cus-
tom. Haws did not wait for his
opponent, but got tho black horse under way.
well in the lead, and kept him going as fast as
he eould all the way to the wire. Haws evi-
dently feared that it ho waited, Oentry would
com np with ono of those eloctrfo rushes of
his, get a flying start and snatch tho coveted
Inside position on the Urst turn.

That the new combination Is not to b
completed in a hurry Is evident. Directors and
officers will not be eleoted until Individual
stocks are delivered, and It may be a month or
two before this is done. Tho evidences that the

trust will not start out as a monopoly
are not wanting. Several of the firms
who gave options hav Issued state-
ments to the trado declaring that they
are not in the trust and are not going In, but
are ready to compete In quality and price with
nil tbe world. There are several concerns
which have steadfastly remained on the out-
side, and have been standing like eats with
arched backs evor since tho "trust" began to
form. These are by no means small concorns
either, but at present It cannot besald whether
they really Intend to fight to the finish or to got
their price. In some cases it looks a If only a
finish fight can be expected, hocauss the
firms Involved are ones that make their profits
on other lines and manufacture blcyoles ns a
side Issue. Among tho big Eastern concerns
"on tho outside" are the Waltham Manufac-
turing Company, the Ivor-Johns- Arms and
Cyclo Works, and the George N. Tierce Com-
pany. The Company has j tist
come out with a preliminary cry of defiance.
It was recently announced that a manufacturer
In the oomblue had said thnt the price of high-grad- e

wheols In 1000 will bo $50. In response
the Iver-Johns- Company has announced
thnt their highest grade chain wheels will sell
nt $115. and that thoy will market a chalnless
at tOO. The product ot this concern has
always been recognized by tho
A member of the firm, when sought
spoke briefly as follows: "We have announced
our policy, and our prices nnd our goods are
known We are not thinking about the trust,
I do not see why It should cause any stir."

The O. N. Pierce Oomrnnr came out this
week with blazing "ads" In all the trade papers
to tho effect that thsy were not connoetsd with
ths trust and had bicycles to sell and would
compete with all comers. This was supple-
mented by a signed statement. In letter form,
that dwolt upon the proposition at length. The
Waltham Company has also declared Kb In-

Alex Schwalhaek of the Good Boads Asso-
ciation, who Is a veteran of twenty years' cy-
cling experience, and who line been the father
of many fulfillod prophecies concerning the
sport, has just returned from a pleasure tour
on which he formed some new opinions
concerning cycling in the future To a
reporter of Tug Sun. he said: "I think I have
the right line on the future of this motor
vehlolo business.

The
motor cycle in the future will outnumber tho
motor carriages on the roads as ordinary
bicycles now outnumber horses and carriages.
1 talked with many persons nf many minds on
my trip, some of them veteran riders and some
of them tradesmen of grest foresight and my
reasons for thinking thus are manifold. The
touring idea Is growing every day but the lei-
surely nnd fastidious persons who go In most
for touring are the very ones who most dislike
long rides In weather that causes profuse per-
spiration. There is a feeling of expectancy
among the riders of this class and nlsnwlth
those who mako short trips. Thev are waiting
eagerly for the developmentofthe motorcycle.
What I felt and thought on my tour has been
repeatedly expressed to me by others As I
went over stretches of sandy road nnd ollmbed
tiresome hills, I thought to myself that some
day I would go over the sam ground ngaln
gleefully on n motor blare! and laugh to think
how I was getting even with those hills and
sandy spots. Ton ask whv the motor coach
would not do? Because whst Is wanted is
a machine that can be kept at home like
a bloycle that Is not too cumbersome nor
too much trouble, that does not necessitate a
stable and n coachman, that Is Inexpensive,
always at hand ready to nee and that Is capa-
ble of greater speed than the au-
tocars. The motor bloycle fills this bill and tt
will be Jnst costly enough to plense those who
ohjeet to the common level that the simple
