Tho Decline of Irish Agriculture.
Tho Bluo Book on Irish Agricultural

affairs that has boon Issued recently, Is
eloquent of tho decay into which tho most
important Industry of tho country has fal-

len, and from which there seems no Immed-
iate prospoct of its being lifted.

Tho figures aro compiled by Mr. T. W.
GnntsiiAW, tho Irish Koglstrar-Genera- l,

from tho reports of tho lloyal Irish Con-

stabulary and tho other collecting agencies
throughout tho country. Tho facts nro of
tho depressing characternowalmostohron-Ic- .

Tho population touches tho lowest flg-ur- o

yet ofUelally rocordod, 4,530,000, or
noarly half that at which it stood Just be-

foro tho great famine. Tho area actually
under crop In 1808, including meadow and
clover, was 40,140 acres loss than In 1807.
Grass and pasture showed an lncrcaso of
about 8,000 acres, and 85,253 acres bad
returned to bog, wasto and water. In
somo parts of tho country, wild birds that
had been driven away by cultivation and
drainage, havo again mado tholr nppear-anc- o.

Tho decrease of land under tillago
was 38,474 acres.

Most notablo is tho decline In tho cultiva-
tion of ilax, which was 24.3 per cent, under
that In 1807. In 1880 tho area under this
crop was 113,052 acres; in 1807 it had
fallen to 45,537 acres, and last year to 34,-40- 0.

Thoso figures Indicate tho approach-
ing disappearance of tho native sources of
tho supply of raw material for ono of
Ireland's most Important industries.

Cereals and green crops also show a
shrinkage, whllo tho extent of land In use,
for stock feeding and wild pasture Is
greater than It was ten years ngo. Agri-
cultural wages aro very low, and vary from
fifty cents a day without food for men, and
thirty-si- s cents for women nnd boys in sum-
mer, to thirty-si-x cents and less for men
and twonty-flv- o cents and less for women
nnd boys in wintor. In winter tho women
find voryllttlo employment in somo dis-

tricts oven at thoso misorablo wages, and
nono at nil In other districts. In tho richer
parts of Ulster a man considers hlmsolf
well paid with sovonty-flv- o cents a day, but
tho work nt that rato of pay Is not con-

stant. Taking things all around, tho prob-
lem of keeping body nnd soul togcthor In
Ireland scorns no nearer solution than it was
forty years ago.

Neithor tho landlord nor tho small ton-a- nt

can bo said to bo blamablo for this
stato of things now, for tho prlco of agri-
cultural produco docs not enablo them to
pay higher wages than thoy nro paying.

Somo alleviation of tho stato of things
disclosed In Mr. Gr.iMsnAW's report might
follow the remission of the $12,000,000 of
nnnunl over-taxatio-n Imposed on Ireland
by tho British Government, according to
tho report of Its own Commission; but
thoro aro no signs of any present in-

tention of bringing tho taxation of
Ireland down to on equltablo lovol
with that of Great Britain.

Great changes would seem to bo neces-
sary In Ireland If tho pooplo aro to omergo
from tho chronic stato of poverty in which
thoy hnvo so long oxlstod. Thinning by
emigration docs not remedy matters, nor
do all tho laws and regulations lnventod
and passed by tho British Parliament

Tho Navy and the Philippines.
A valuable paper by Lieut. Nidlace, on

the question what tho acquisition of tho
Philippines will require of tho Navy, has
been read at tho Naval War College. In
considering that question, Lieut. NmiiACK
divides the islands Into four groups: first,
Luzon nnd MIndoro, with nn area equal to
that of Ohio and a population of 3,500,000;
second, tho Vlsayan District, a bolt extend-
ing from east to west between Luzon and
MIndoro, and Including Palawan, r,

Fanay, Negros, Cobu, Bohul,
Masbato and Loyto, with an area equal to
Kentucky and ft population of 2,800,.
000; third, Mindanao, with on area equal
to Indiana and a population of 600,000)
fourth, the Bnlu Archlpolago, with an area
less than Rhode Island and a population of
100,000.

Tho description of tho peoplo given by
Lieut. NmiiACK Is Interesting, and wo will
follow It closely. Tho Negritos, or hill
tribes, probably tho primitive peoplo, num-
ber about 10,000, and are found only in tho
Islands of Luzon, Panay, Negros, and
Mindanao. Being armed with bows and
arrows, they aronot factor

In tho military situation. Fully oloron-twelft-

of tho natlvo population is of
Malayan blood. In northern Luzon, thin
hoa boon crossed with Chinese and Japaneso
blood, and in many Islands with Negrito.
Tho Tagalos, of control and southern
Luzon, a comparatively puro Malayan typo,
havo been tho Instigators and causo of tho
presont Filipino outbreak. ThoVlsayans,
whoso language is moro widely spoken than
any othor, aro moro industrious, moro gen-
tle and moro adaptable than tho Tagalos,
and tho feeling between tho two pooplo 1b

not altogether friendly. Most of tho
peoplo of Mindanao and tho Sulu group
aro of tho Mohammodan faith, and aro
known as Morros. "Thoy aro of mixed
Semitic nnd Malayan stock, and evidently,
in past centuries, invaded and overran tho
islands from Borneo. Between them nnd
all othor tribes thoro has been continual
warfare, and thoy aro treacherous, Indo-
lent, fanatical," and given to piracy and
robbery.

Lieut. NrnTiACK reckons that In all thero
nro "about fifty dialects and natlvo lan-

guages, " and says that tho dream of a re-

public Is only tho ambition of a fow design-
ing nnd well educated Tagalos, who havo
nn eyo on custom houso receipts, nnd "do
not in any sense represent tho natives."
Rlnco tho latter are notahomogenonus peo-

plo, their government mut como from nn
exterior source. But with tho collapse of
tho Insurrection, thn building of railroads
and tho establishment of on army of occu-
pation, thn probloms in Luzon will bo
solved. When onco tho extra military ex-

penses nrn stopped, thn Philippines will
pay us well, for nmong their products nro
sugar, hemp, eordngo, lints, mats, textiles.
cotton, rice, tobacco, coffee, copra, wax,
snpnn wood, various sorts of timber, In-

digo, spices, horses, cnttlo, swine, hides,
marble, sulphur, kaolin, Iron, coal, lend,
mercury, platinum, coppor, silver nnd gold,
whllo In tho Snltii pearls aro found.

As to the naval requirements of thePhlllp-plno- s,

these nro 6mnll craft and auxiliaries.
Lieut. NmiiACK holds that tho Islands
should bo mado a snpnrato division of tho
Aslntlo fleet, leaving tho larger ships to
cruise in goneral on tho station nsformerly.
With naval stations nt Cavlte, Ho Bo and
Port Isabel, thero would bo central pointa
of supplies nnd communication for tho dis-

tricts already deserlbod. Lieut. Niblack
thinks that two years of naval patrol duty
in tho Philippines Is about the maximum
for tho best results for officers and men,
considered physically and also profession-
ally, it being then deslrnblo to vary the
service. IIo also advises that on tho
Asiatlo station our Commandcr-ln-Chle-f
should bo n Vieo-Admlr- so that ho may
not hold a rank Inferior to that of other
foreign flag officers on tho station.

But Lieut. NinriACK does not bollovo
that tho squadron of tho Philippines will bo
costly to maintain. Tho Cnstlne, Concord,
Bennington, Yorktown, Wheoling, Helena.
Princeton, Don Juan do Austria, Isla do
Cuba, l6la do Luzon, Manila, Loyto nnd
Cnllao would, It supplemented by tho gun-
boats purohn6ed by tho Army, bo enough,
oven with tho petty warfare In Mindanao
and tho Sulus which wo must expect for
somo tlmo.

Tho goneral impression gamed by Lieut,
Niiilack was that of "tho amazing fertility,
tho great promlso and tho substantial
valuo " of tho Philippines, and his observa-
tions, mado on tho spot, aro certainly In-

structive.

Local Political Conditions.
At tho primaries on tho 10th of Septem-

ber all delegates to tho nominating conven-
tions of both political parties in Now York
county will bo elected simultaneously. Ac-

cordingly tho Republicans havo called their
city convention to moot on September 27,
but Tammany Hall, In accordance with Its
custom, will mako its nominations for all
local offices on tho last day allowed by law
for that purpose

In tho borough of Brooklyn, the voters
will elect a Register, a County Clerk and
District Attorney of Kings county, a Sheriff,
Assemblymen nnd Aldermen. In Now
York tho contest will bo essentially and
exclusively n local one. A Sheriff, It Is
truo, Is to bo voted for hero, but that offlco
is no longer of political Importance, except
to tho well-pai-d incumbent, nnd tho
other offices aro Judges, Aldermen and
Assomblymcn. In tho higher courts of
record, two Supremo Court Judges, a Sur-
rogate and a Genoral Sessions Judgo nro
to bo elected In November, and from pres-
ent indications thcro is likely to bo a repe-
tition, in somo form, of tho fight mado a
year ago in Buppoit of tho integrity of tho
Judiciary, tho Independence of tho Judges
of tho higher Courts from political control
and dictation, and tho propriety of renomi-
nating faithful, efficient and courageous
Judges.

Of tho three Judges In tho higher Courts
who aro candidates for (tho gen-
oral understanding 13 that Judgo Book-stay- er

18 not a candidate for ronoral na-

tion) two aro Republicans, appointed to
fill vacancies by tho Governor, and ono,
Judgo Barrett, though a Democrat, was
the nomlnco of the Republlonn party on tho
two previous occasions whon ho was olectod
to tho bench. At his ilrst election ho was
opposed by Tammany, which rnn n candl-dat- o

against him; at his socond oloctlon ho
was supported by Tammany as well as by
tho Republicans.

Thoro aro ton minor Judges to bo olocted.
In tho Municipal Courts, now officially so
called, tho Judges havo J u rlsdlctlon in casos
of the poor, and tho determination of mat-tor- s

in controversy botwoen employorsnnd
workmen, landlords aud tenants, and tho
city nnd citizens In the enforcement of sani-
tary and other regulations. These tribunals
dotormlno In a yoar moro than 00,000
cases, Involving, it Is computed, clthor as
principals, witnesses or Interested partios,
fully 00,000 citizens, or 20 per cont of
tho total voting population of this coun-
ty. Thcso tribunals, tho "poor man's
Courts" have a relation with tho pooplo of
the city which is intimate, constant and
minuto, nnd in tho election forjudges of
such Courts tho great body of voters aro
much moro noarly concerned than in tho
election of long-ter- Judges.

This Is especially true this year when, for
tho first tlmo, tho unprecedented political
condition exists, that thoro la to bn no
Stato election and no contest for national
candidates. In other words, the Now York
county campaign of 1800, for which tho
leaders of both parties are now actively pre-
paring, la a home fight puroly. Tho votors
will chooso ofllcors for varying tonus As-

semblymen for ono year, Aldermen for two
years, Municipal Court Judges for six years
and City Court Judgea for ten years, and
tho prime difficulty of tho canvass will bo
to get the electors to thn polls In full body.

Factional controversies, the aspirations of
local statesmen, tho antagonisms arousod
by dlstriot leaders, are likoly to enter
Into this year's contest moro largely than
usual, making tho canvass la many dlo

J -a -

tricts turn rather on puroly personal than
on political considerations. Tho same num-
ber of Assemblymen aro to bo votod for this
yoar as last, but as tho Republican Senate
holds ovor for another yoar and tho Gov-

ernor is in offlco for tho samo length of
time, and no United Btates Senator is
to bo elected, thero is danger that tho
oloctlon will not provoko tho Interest it
deserves.

40,000 DBAD ritOX JFJMIHK.

Terrible Mortality In German East Airiest
Owing to Long Continued Drought,

Despatches from England say that 40.000
persons have died of starvation In German
East Africa. The terrible famine that Is now
decimating the tribes living along and back ot
tha cast coast botween Zanzibar and Mombasa,
about 200 miles, is due to failure ot the rains
during two conseoutlve seasons and conse-
quent inability to raise the orops upon which
tho natives depond (or subsistence. The suf-
fering was great last year, and this year the
most appalling storlos have been coming from
the stricken district, whloh embraces about
100,000 square miles. The drought Is at an
end at last, as copious rains have fallen this
summer, rjut thousands of people have been
too feoble to put in crons and the mortality has
been greater since ths rains boganthan beforo.

The German Oovornmont started temporary
hospitals, and all the missionary and philan-
thropic societies have been active in relieving
distress. Many were reduced to so feeble a
state that rice, their usual food, was too coarse
a ration and they could not digest It. Mission-
aries wrote la Slay that all the people of many
towns had perished and thousands were
suffering from dysentery, ulcers and other dis-
eases that usually attend famine. Children of
all ages were In a frightful stato of emaciation.
In addition to ths relief measures of the
Government, ths Mohammedans of the coast,
the German Catholic missionaries and ths
Church Missionary Roelcty of England have
been active In relieving distress and supplying
send (or the next crop. I'unds are still being
sent from Europe, but tho distress continues
to be very great.

Twice during the yoar our (ences and crons
have been fired by sparks from passing loco-
motives. Tho last time thn assistance ot kind
fnonds and neighbors was required to prevont
thn fire that spread so rapidly (rom Invading
tho house that has sheltered successlvo gener-
ations of the name for more than a century.
Individual Incendiaries, when caught In thn
act, nrn amenable to law. It would snem thatgrent corporations should deal honorably and
justly In small as well as In great things,
thus confuting the assertion that corporations
have no souls."

I am meroly expressing the views nnd feel-
ings of Innumerable others who have sufferod
In like manner and failed to obtain redress.

Indianai-ous- , Aug. 23. The Itcv. George

I McNutt, tot eeverol years pastor of the Fourth
Presbyterian church of this city, Is pursuing
a practical quest after Information as to why

the laboring men,so many persons, especially
absent themselves from church. It waa the ex-

perience o( Mr. McNutt an a pastor lu this city
that tho privilege o( reaching the masson was de-

nied him. IIo decided to Investigate the matter.

To do so ho conceived the Idea ot giving up hi
pastorate for a time, nnd, br mingling villh
laboring men, by knowing them but keeping

his own identity a Dccret, by informing their

duties and Hocking to understand their dllllcullicH,

prepare hlmnelf for tho preaching ol a Gospel

that would appeal to them more strongly than
had been the case, when, without such knowledge

and exiwrlenres, he had labored Sunday after
Sunday only to find that the conversion of men
did not follow his wotk.

Resigning his pastorate nnd placing bis wlfo

nnd children In a boarding house, Mr McNutt
donned an old suit of clothes and started out
to see what It was that deterred men from placing
themselves under the Influence of the gosiwl.
Tired and hungry he applied nt one of tho Iron
factories at Marlon for a Job. lie waited nearly
half a day at the gate of the factory nnd then the
foreman admitted him and gavo him viork nt SI
a day. He was to be ready for work at 7 A.M.,
nnd work till nrxm, nnd begin again at 1 I'.M.,
nnd wotk till 0. Ho was assigned to n gang that
wns unloading railroad Iron and nt this he tailored
until Saturday night, hour ntt--r hour, through
the hot days, without anything to relieve the mo-

notony ot the work At night ho wns so utterly
fngged out that he rolled Into bed linnmllntrlv
nfler supper, and each morning he returned to

nork with fcrllncrs of greater aversion for hltf

Hz When Thursday evening came, h

that It was prayer mo'tlntr night nt nil
churchcH, but rest was so neassary to

him that he contenlod himself with the memory
nnd blcpt ni soundly nN though he had not misled
the nervlc. At the entl of tho week he gave up
his )ob nnd left the plan-Mr- .

McNutt cams away from Marion with a
broader charity nnd Willi less optimistic view
of what mny be accomplished by the churches.

Tho minister's next experience was as a lurm
hand In Johnson County. Hero the work was
not so hard nnd the nssocinllons wero a grent
denl lietter, lor, though he had asked lor work as
a trnmp, the farming community wero generous
with their confidences and he Inund hlm.selt well
treated. HLs employer Invited him to attend
the country church on Sunday nnd the minister
and tnrmrr wont along. When he entered the
little church ono ot the ciders conducted him to a
sent well up In front and showed a Irlendly Inter-
est In him. This trentment wns In such happy
contrast with the cold indifference that he had en-

countered In city churches where ho went In his
trnmp garb that he enjoyed tho sermon and en-

tered heartily into the spirit ol the services. Among
the farmers lrom whom ho received employment
he lound n commcndnble regard lor hLs bodily
comlort and spiritual welfare, and in nearly every
case was treated with respect and kindness. Ho
lound tho work less laborious and the meals won-
derfully tempting, in contrast with those of tho
cheap boarding houses where he stopped when
employed in tactorles In the cities.

It was while employed In a factory at Muncle
that the minister thought bo vtould go out on
Saturday night and &ec what Inducements wero
lieing offered lor a liettcr life outside ol the fac-
tory, lie visited all nl the churches In that cily
but found thorn closed and dark. On the steps
ol one ol the largest he saw five young men drink-
ing from a bottle and indulging In coarse Jests.
Then ho went among the saloons and In three
counted 135 men who were engaged In drinking
and card ploying. HLs inquiry for the rooms of
tho Young Men's Christian Association led to
tho information that there was no organization
in Muncle. Then tho minister began to moralize,
"Here In Munclo," he said, "are 100 saloons, each
doing business seven dnys In tho week nnd about
eighteen hours a dny. Whllo nil the religious
denominations nre represented, each Is content
with four or six honrs" service each neck In
other words, the devil Is nt work about 18 hours
a day and the Christian peoplo nf Munclo nre
trying to overcome him by nn ncrnge ot about
two hours' work a day."

Mr. McNutt is still pursuing his Inquiries.
