An order forbidding
th delivery of all mall matter to O. E. Mar-
tel, th O. E. Martel Portrait Copying House,
and th United States Supply House, all of
281 Pleasant avenue. New York City, haa boen
Issned by the Post Office Department. The
above ooneerns were owned by O. E. Martel,
who operated aplatur-opyln- g establishment.
He advertised in various paper throughout
the country for agents who would aooept em-
ployment at! 100 a month, strictly salary, and
to those who replied to hli advertisement he
weuld enter Into oon tract, th printed form of
whloh made it apparent to the agent that he
would receive 1100 monthly, contingent on
th amount he succeeded in collecting on
orders taken. The construction plaoed upon
th eontrael by Martel, however, relieved him
from paying salary except In rare cases.

The department, however, could not be per-

suaded that th construction of tho contract
as contended br Martel was bassd upon rea-
son or business praotlce. but waa fully con-
vinced that th entire soheme was devised
for th purpose of defrauding through the
mails, A vary large number of oomplstnts
hare been reoelvod at the department from
persons who hav sent pictures to this concern
for copying.

When Mr, Martel was seen at his home In
Harlem last night, hodocllned to explain the
methods of his business. He said that he was
going to Washington y and was sura that
he oould prove to the Post Office authorities
that his business was perfectly legitimate.
