CHALLENGER'S SPARS IN.

TUBT HAKE A FttOFOVAD IitMBaSIOX
O.V XUE aVRIJS 11ASIX ClUWD.

Taller and More Powerful Than Columbia's
nnd Indicate n Grent Sprend ot Snll
I'lnna for Keeping the Course Clear Are
Well Under Way nt the N. Y. Y. C.

Tho Shamrock looks Iks n yacht now. Her
spars are all on board and In a few days tnoro
she will bo roady to stretch her snlls. Tho
crew worked ltko boavors all day )estorday
and by sunset had her mast stepped, hor top-ma- st

set up. hor bowsprit outboard nnd her
boom slung. The size of theso different spars
mado those who were near the basin open
their eyiia and tho stock ot tho Shamrock went
up a point or two. It was 7 o'clock In tho
morning when tho Itellanco, tho big dorrlck.
which took tho spars out of tho Gorman-Amorloa- n

Storo House on Friday afternoon,
stoamed Into the slip In which tho Shamrock
was moored. As tho Reliance steamed In tho
yacht was pushed out and the derrick took a po-

sition noxt to tho pier The Shamrock was
moored to her port side. The crew at onco
went to work on tho spars and very soon
stripped the canvas covering off and had them
ready to put on board tho yacht. Thon break-
fast was announced and for an hour thero was
nothing doing.

After breakfast the men prepared to put the
bowsprit In position. This spar Is about forty
foet in length. The slings on tho Reliance
wore fastened to the spur and when nil was
ready tho derrick slowly hoisted it from tho
deck. It was slung over to tbo Bhamrock nnd
placod in position. It only took n few min-
utes to slip It through the gammon iron and
fix It In the step. The bowsprit Is a wooden
spar and when in placo was just thirty-thre- e

foet outboard. This makes It about six feet
longor than the bowsprit ot the Columbia and
will greatly add to tho baso of the forward tri-
angle

Tho next spar to bo moved was tho stool
mast. It Is callod steel, but It Is thought to bo
made of the same metal with which the hull of
the yacht Is constructed, which Is said to be
nlcksl steel, an alloy ot stool and nickel,
whloh is lory strong and very light. Tho mnst
is a hugo spar. It measured from end to end
ill (est. whloh Is '! foot 0 inches longor than
the spar used In the Columbia, according to all
reports. Tho slings wero made fast to the
mast, which was raised from tho deck of tho
Reliance, and then tho crow put on tho
spreader and attached the halliard blocks
nnd the standing rigging which was to hold
the spar In place whon It was In posi-

tion. This all took some time, and it was
after 11 o'clock when the signal was given to
hoist. Guys wore attached to each end of tho
mast In order to keen it from swinging too
much and to guide It Into plaoe. When It wis
swung over tho Bhanirook tho crew took a pull
on the lowor end and gradually brought the
foot over the step. At 11. HO the order was
given to lower away, and very slowly it was let
down. Inch by Inch it slipped Into the placo
made for It, nnd by noon tho slings wero cast off.

Tho mast buries 10 foot in the yacht, nnd
there aro 22 feet In tho masthead. Iho dis-
tance from neck to hounds is 78 feet. The
mast Is 5 feet 0 inches in circumference and 2.t
Inches In diimeter. This Is a little larger than
the mast of the Columbia, and It is also
a honvler spar. The spreaders aro very light.
They stretch 20 feot 0 Inches from end to
end and are strengthened around tho mnst by
pieces ot steel nn tho forward side ot the mast.
The mast Is stayed by six shrouds on each side.
Three shrouds on each slilo lead from tho
masthead, two from the spreaders, and one
from the masthead atrotehosoverthosproader.
Tho topmast shrouds will also pass over the
end of the si reader n hen that spar is sot on
end. Only threo of tha shrouds on en liable
wero set up. The forestay was set up and
reachos from tho masthoad to the stem.

The topmast was next taken off tho Itellanco
and sent up but It was not set on end and la
now resting on a strut at tha forward aide of
tho mast, tho top reaching a few foet above the
masthead. This spar Is of wood and seems to
be very light and thin. It Is 02 feet 4 Inches In
length and when set on end will reach 145 feet
above the wator or 141 feot above tho deck.
'When the club topsail is set the top of the sail
will be about 175 feot above tho water and the
yacht could not possundorthe Brooklyn Hridgo
with this piece of canins set

The boom was tho noxt spar to be lifted on
the yacht. The gooseneck wns attached to ono
steol band that went around the mast and the
spar was then placod In a crutch It is exactly
111 feet in longth. the same length as tho mait
and the total distance from tho tlpof the bow-
sprit to tho end of the boom is 104 feet.

This ended the work on the yacht for the day
and then the crew rested. They had done n
good day's work un ler tho superintendence of
Mr. Crawford, of Fairlie Tho work of rigging
the yacht will be continued on Monday,
and It Is possible that she will bo able
to take hor first snll in American waters
during tho weok If Cnpt Hogarth
so desires The spars greitly Improio
the looks of the yacht and nho appears eiery
Inch a racor with immenso power and an
enormous snll spread to drive her. Old sailors
In tho basin shook their heads when thoy
noticed the size of the spars and one said "if
she can carry sails on them sticks and not lose
anything she will give the Columbia all tho
racing she wants " What oxclted the most
comment was the size of hor head rig. llie
mast is stepped so far back that It is eighty-tw- o

feet from tho tip of tho bowiprit to tho
forwaid sldo of the mist and tho balloon jib
topsail, or bowsprit spinnakor as tho English
call it, will bo an enormous pl'oca ot canias
whloh will help wonderfully when reaching.
The spinnakor will also be a very lirge sail
and the Bhamrock should bo wondorfully fast
whon sailing by or off the wind. Somo who
noticed this large head rig thought that it
would hurt whon turning to windward but nil
connected with the yacht claim that she points
high nnd foots fast at the same tlm.

Now that tho Shamrock has her spars nn
board and someo' their dimensions nro known
ainmpirlson can be made with ths sail si road
of the Columbia. Tho two jachts are about
thn same length on the water lino. HO feet.
They must not exceed Hint length and nro
probably a few Inches underthat length Over
all the Columbia Is 3 feet longer than the
Shamrock. Uerreshoff has carried out tho
lines of tho yaoht to a finer ending than Fife.
The Columbia has 20 feot 01 erhang forward, a
foot more than the Shamrock and she has 2.1
feet aft or 2 foot more than tho challenging
yaoht. The draught of thn Columbia Is 10 feet
10 fnohos and that ot tho Shamrock can bo set
down as 22 feot; It Is rither over than undor this
figure. U tho bottom of hcrkceltheColumbl 1

carrlos 0.1 tons ot lead The Shamrock makes a
big gain on tho Columbia here. Her lead only
weighs 80 tons. It Is less than 25 feet long on
tho bottom, is 4 feet 0 inches deep at tho for-
ward end and only two feet deep at the hoel.
If theso reports are true and they come from
a reliable souroe the Shamrock carrlos 15 tons
of lead less than the Columbia and has this
lead considerably lower so that she gets sta-
bility from the depth whloh the load is placed
rather than from tho wolght Itself. In beam
thn Columbia gains an advantage. Her beam
Is 21.2 feet and tho Shamrock's 25 50 feot
This etra beam wilt toll against the Sham-
rock whon sailing in u seaway 80 much for
the hull. Now for tho spars

The ColumbIVs mast is 107 feet ll Indies
overall. It Is a light steel spar, and is not so
big In dlamoteras that of the Shamrock by 1

inch. The Shamrock's mast Is 111 feet oier
all. There nro 22 feot in tho mast head on
each boat, and the Shamrock's spar buries
In the hull 10 foet, or 2 foet more than the
Columbia's. From dock to hounds the mast ot
tho bhamrock is 78 feet and the Columbia 77
feet The boom of the Shamrock is 111 feet
and Columbia's 10) foet 8 inches The'caff of
the Shamrock is 08 feet In length, and that of
the Columbia 04 feet. The topmast ot tho
Bhamrock is OJ feet 4 Inches, and that ot the
Columbia 04 feet. This excess ot length in the
Shamrock's gaff over the topmast will be pen-
alized when Measurer Hyalop gets his tapejon
the two yachts.

The bowsprit of tho Shamrock extends .VI

feot outboard The mast Is stepped 30 feot nft

ward side of the mast Is 82 foot. On tho Co-

lumbia the bowsprit Is 27 feet outboard Tho
mnst Is stepped 27 feot aft ot the forward end
ot the wntor lino and the 01 erhang forward U
20 foet, so that from the tip of tho bowsprit on
tho Columbia to thu forward sldo of tho mast
Is 73 foet This shows a difference lu faiorot
tho Shamrock of 1) feot. The Shamrock's
spinnakor pole is 85 foet In longth and for
this sho will bo penalized unless it Is cut down
before tho rnco. Tho Columbia's spinnakor
polo is 75 feet In length.

All theso figures tend to show that tho Sham-
rock's sail spread is larger than that ot tho
Columbia, and If hor hull Is ot llghtor con-
struction than tho dofondlng yacht theoreti-
cally thu cliallencor should win. hho should
bo n lery fast boat In light weathor, but tho
question Is can she carry nil this cam is in a
blow. It will bo peon by looklogat tho llguies
that her great gains aro mado on tho basis ot
the triangle, or from tho bowsprit to tho end
of t ho boom, and not so much on height This
would help her In honvy weathor.
