Even the sen-
sntional evidence of Intrigue and the rapid
succesalon of atartling incidents had become
manotonous, and a touch of fun, however
foreml, sprved to restore mental equillbrinm.
f ot least everyone o the erowded court-
room, leclnding, fortunately, Droyfus himasell,
found It during the three hours that Col.
Cordiar halil the platform,

The avidence of sx-Minlster of War De Froy-
efnat, whiel the publie expocted would prove
dramatic and sensational, was chiefly remark-
atilo for what It did not contain. It was prac-
tioaliy null and vold,

Outslide the court-room, however. the air (s
still fiiled with rumors about the orlsis in the
situation, which everybody believen |s close at
hand. One of the most persistont of these
rimars is to the effect that there is a divislon

but in any avent it (s unfortuuate that Du Paty
de Clam’s deposition will be taken without any
ropresentative of the defence being prasent.
The Figaro to-day asssrta to the contrary, but
thisis a mistake, Du Paty de Clam will escape
all eross-examination.

COL. CORDIER'S JOKES MAKE DREYFUS LAVGH.

Fvery seat and every Inch of standing room
wans oceupled when the Bergeant of the Guard
oallad * Present armsl" to the file of soldiers
as the Court entered. The hearing was ree
sumed without the loss of a moment.

Col. Cordier, who was Col. Bandherr's assist-
ant In 1804, and who temporarily sucosadad
hin ehiel aftar Bandherr’s death, cooupled she
witness stand for mors than an hour, He as.
sumed the task of Infusing somlo rellef into the
procosdings. Bome of his jokes, Interspersed
among serlous and important declarations,
sent everybody In the courtroom (nto roars of
laughter. Even Dreyluslaughed. Itseemsda
miracle that that face, which had bsen almoat
Sohinx-lke in Its hard lines of endurance,
eould relax agaln, It was the most welecome,
and at the same time the moat pitiful, incident
which the trial had produeed. The re-birth of
human paturs In this torturad ereature has
been, after all, the most marvallous of the
atrange things we have witnessed In this court-
room. Drerfus is & man ones more, and en-
dowed anew with the capacity for human
emotlons.

Col, Cordler gave an Interasting aecount of
the workings of the Intslligence Bureau of the
French War Office. The staff, he sald, llved
for elght years in peaceand mutual confidence,
till Col, Henry eame, It was belleved that
Henry was Gen, Miribel's spy. From thattime
there was eavesdropping amd susplelon. Col.
Henry's forgery, the witness declaraed, had for
ita sole object the ruln of Col, Plequart, whom
Henry was trying to supplant,

Cordlar fixed the date of the bordereau at
Bept. 24 to 20, 1804, It was notin the office,
the witness said, when he left for a holiday on
Bept. 22. Col, Sandherrtold him, on his return
on Oot, B, that they had flxed upon Drerfus as
thetraitor. The witness belleved until after
Dreylus was condemned that he was gullty,
His reason for this belisl was not so much his
parsomal knowledge of the evidence, but the
upaoimity of the judges and those who pre-
parad the case. It hecame evident, however,
that Dreylus could not have furnlshed some of
the items of the bordersau,and it was dis-
covered that there ware other leaks In the
War OMee, which continued after Dreyfus was
transported,

CONVINCED THAT DREYFUH IR IXNOOENT,

Col. Cordler expiained the roport thata police
Investigation Into Dreayins’s private lite had
shown that he was a gambler, &e. It was
found, the witness suld, that the inauirios in-
volved sevaral men of the name of Dreylus,
and when the reports had been sifted there
was ahsolutely nothing agalnstthe prisoner,
except the faot that he was hardly entitled
to wear orange blossoms on his wedding day,
His eonduct after his marriage., however, was

"#hown to have bean exempliry,

Finally, Col. Cordler, describing Esterhazy
without naming him, said; "It was this
Fransh oMesr who earried openly documents
and faformation to the Gierman Embassy, and
the man sitting there”—indieating Droylun—
“does nat answer to that description, 1 am
oonvinced to-day thiut Dresfus {5 an innogont
mno."

Major Lauth and Gen, Rogst violently dis-
rusned same points ol Col, Cordler’s testimony,
but without Important result, Lauth, for Ihe
stnnes, aceused Cordier of having been an
antl-Semi o in 1804

“You," rotortsd thoe witoess: 1 was and am
still, I ubject to Israelite oMesrs.

fien. Roget, under pretonce of replving to
Col. Cordisr, made a series of attacks upon
Capt. Freystuetter, Col. Plequurt, and others.
‘There was a hot Nire of personnlitles for three-
quarters of an hour, sometimes savage, some-
timow ludieraus, but seldom touching such a
forgotten issue s the prisoner's gullt or inno-
esnce. The Judges wers ns strangely lenlont
AR Bvor toany one wenring b tienoral's uniform,
They wade noattompr to eurh tien, Koget, who
trom tho Nrst hins usurped the functions of
Major Ciarridre, the prosecutor.

Gen. Noget demnnded that Col. Cordler
apecify the detalin wherein he allegod that his
(Horet's) deposition was [nlse,

“0Oh, it i all false,” was Cordler's cheerful
raply, amid the lnughter of the audlenos.

The angry tieneral boenme red, and then
white, and was ncardely nbile ta retain his sell-
poasession. He realizad, howevor, that he was
helpless to turn the seens from farce to tragedy,
#0 ha started off on n venomous attaek upon
somebody elne,

M. Gribelin tried, ip his turn, to defend what
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he ealled his honor, but Col, Jouaust, the Prasi.
dent of the court-martial, sanelched him in
short order.

Col. Flear, who did not likp Col fjordler's re-
fleetion upon the mornl value of his evidence,
attempted to discuss the auestion. Col, Jounust
aharply told nim that It was not his function
to welgh the evidence.

Gon. Mereler voluatesrod to eorroborate the
testimony of Col, Cordier on the point that
naither the Dreyfus family nor othera had at-
tempted to bribs Col, Bandherr,

At thins point a recons was takon.

M. DE FPREYCINET A DISAPPOINTMENT.

M. de Frovcinet, sx-Minister of War, was
ealled to the stand when the court reassem-
bled. He was distinotly disappointing. He
arent in like the little white mouse he so often
ruggents, got to the witness ohnlr, squeaked
feebly—there is no other word to describe it-a
few times, and retirad with quaint lttle bows
to the Court and the counsel. Heally, Freycinet
has become more spirit than subatanos in the
pant fow months, He looks like a white mum-
my in which some miracle atill keaps the spark
of life.

Gon. Mercier had quotsd 3. de Freycinat
ns saying that an Anglo-Cerman syndicate
had supplied 35,000,000 franos for a campaign
in bahalf of Dreyfus, Maltre Demange, for
tha defonce, asked the witness his anthority
for this assertion, Those who were near
enough to hear say that the renly was:

“When Ileft tho Ministry of War In the Inst
Dupuy Cabinet: 1 recelved about a hundred
visits, nmong my visitors belog M. Jamont. 1
may have sald to M, Jamont that our agents
reported to the Government that large sums
ware belng sent from abroad for the purposes
of a Dreytus campalgn. Poasibly I may have
mentioned 30,000,000 francs."

And the fruglle figure in the witness-box bo-
eame anlmnted. He begged Frenchmen to
pause bafore they destroyed the diseipline of
the Army.and busought Franoo to acocept with-
out question the dealsion of the Rennes court-
martial,

Col. Jouaunt surprised everrbody by sud-
denly asking M. de Freyoinat the dirsot
auention: “What do you know of the facta in
the case ?"

The ecourt room became hushed and every
one hecame intent to cateh the response tothis
blunt demand for the truth,

It is Impossible to describe the disappolnt-
ment and exasperation over the old, old reply
which has been made time after time for five
long years. The phrasing, hovévrr, was a
little different, The witness aaid:

“I don't wish to reply to ths question be-
canne the Cabinet of which I was & membor
decldad upon a rovislom of this affalr. The
mambers of that Oabinet reached thia deeinlon
by agreeing at the sama time to subordinate
{ndividual oplnions and convictions as to the
merits of the case., Therefore, out of respect
to my collaagues of the Dupuy Ministry, I can-
not answer,"”

BYNDICATE BTORY FALLS,

Maltre Laborl tried to eross-examine M.
de Frayoinet about the syndicate. The witness
aoknowledged that he did not know a single
{nstance of money having been used in Drey-
fus's behalf.

Col. Jouaust refused to let the coupsel for
the defence put further questions to tha wit
ness. Maltre Laborl arguod that De Frey-
cinet’s syndicate story left the gravest imputa-
upan the whole Court of Cassation and npon
prominent men like M. Scheurcer-Eeatnar.

M. de Froycinet interrupted: "Af, Becheurer-
Kestner is my friena. * T have the profoundest
respect for him. He is incapable of a dishon-
est or culpable act."”

M, Laborl thanked the witness, and after
another little plea not to exposeiFrance to the
danger of war by a disclosure of the sccret
dossler. De Freycinet retired.

M. Galli was the noxt witness. He was called,
evidently, to tell how viclent Col, Cordier was
against Dreyfus and all Jews In 1864, The
only result was that the two men gotintoa
disoussion on the platform. The court was
not interestad in the matter of their discussion,
and they prasently went off into the body of
the hall, still argning.

M. Belhomme, a desf old man, who had
givon axpert testimony in behalf of Euaterhazy
In 1807, took the stand and told the court that
he was still positive that that gallant officer
did not writs the borderean, After the witness
nad spoken for forty-five minutes, Col. Jouaust
anked If he would glve the eourt a little tech-
nioal Information about Esterhary's handwrit-
writing. The witness was apparently startled
by the [den. He exclalmed, " My God!" and
took m bundle nf papers to Col. Jouaust for that
offcer’s personal examination, There wers
dreary techniealities for another haif hour,and
then the messlon closed without the startling
dovelopments for which the audience had been
on the gui vice for five long hours.

BERNHARDT A DREYFUS WITNESS.

M. Rochefort Sald to Have Told Her He
Bolleved Drayfus Innocent.

Loxpon, Aug. 20.—The (ndefinite character
of tha despatches from South Afriea regardiog
the sltuatinn, In eonjunction with tho silencs
maintained by the Colonlal OMes and the Inck
ol advices from Pretorin, leads to the beliet
that nagotiations are boing carried on and that
any premature disclosure of thelr eharacter
might interfore with their peaceful objpet.

A deapatch to the Times from Johmmnesburg
says: It [s belisved that the situation will re-
maln unchanged pending the receipt of Mr,
Chamberlain's reply to the Transvanl's pro-
posal, No startling developments arc probable
In the near future.

Tha despatoh adds that opinion in Pratoria
s gloomy, while In Cape Town it is expeoted
that a speady nottlement will b reached.

One despateh from Cape Town says it is un-
derstood there that a detachment from the
Cape Town garrison {s to procoed to Mafeking
within fourteen hours. A strong foree has been
sant from Pletermaritvbure to Laingsnek to
awalt developmaents.,

The govaroment of Queensinnd is making
prellminary arrangements for the desputch of
its military contingent, tha offer of which was
recently acoepted by the Home Government,

The Daily Mail's Caps Town correspondent
saya it In entimatad that 156,000 persons have
laft the Transvaal since the crisis arose. The
Government has apnounced In the Assembly
that it {s conaidering greater facilities to
enable women and children to leave Johannes-
bure.

The Chronicle this morning publishes & long
open lattar written by Frederlo Ainrrison, Pres-
{dent of the London Positivist Committes, to
Lord Ballsbury, appealing to him to prevent &
war of “naked nggreasion’ with the Transvaal.
Mr. Harrison, in the course of his lotter, depre-
entes tha Colonial offes handling matters
which pertain to the Forelagn Office and Frime
Minister,

Jomaxxesnvra, Aug. 20.—In an interview to-
day Presldent Krnger said that the Boer posl-
tlon was best deseribed in Psalm jxxxzill,
1-5 and 13-17,In which the Psaimist declares
that the enemles of the Lord have banded
togather ngalnst Hia people to exterminate
them, and calls upon Him to punish them. to
fll them with shame, and to causs them to
er lsh.

Bernis, Aug. 20.—The Calogne Zeitung, in an
inspirad article on the demand of the Boars for
the abrogatina of British suzorainty in the
Transvanl, saya that the South African repub-
1o places itsalt ln the worat imaginable porl-
tion by making such & demand, which confirma
Mr. Chamberlain, the British Coloninl Beers-
tary, in his obstinacy. The paver adda
that the Boers alone preventa ssttloment of
tho dispute, and that if war should result from
thelr action, the Transvanl would be, even
morally, quite {solated.

Care Tows, Aug. 20.—Durlng a debats In
the Assembly to-day Prime Miniater Schreiner
read a tolegram from FPresident Bteyn, of the
Orange Froo Btate, saying :—"I think the dif-
ferences between Great Britain and the Trana-
vaal are capable of & penceful settlement. War
would be an offence to civillzation.

Mr, Schreiner expressed hia bellef that a set-
tlement would be effected without a resort lo
arms.

Two hundred horses on the stenmer Kendal
Castle, from Adelalde. destined for Natal, have
been detained at Delagon Bay.

The report that the Transvaal has notifled
Qreat Britaln that the Boer Government
adheres to its Intest offer for the nel-
tlament of the dispute and will make
no further eoncession, is believed! here
to be unofeial. Nevertheless, an intimation
tothe same effect has been conveyed to the
Boers' {risnds here at Cape Town.

THE NEWARK AT 84N FRANCISCO.

Explanation of the Crulser's Shortage of
Conl Off the Chilenn Conat.

Ban Faaxcisco, Aug. 20.—The cruiser New-
ark arrived hers late this afterncon without
firing the usual salute. Thiz was due to the
fact that Naval Cadet Johuson was 80 seclously
ill that the Captain feared the result of the
shock of the guns,

From one of the oMcers the facts ware learned
in regard to tha searcity of coal on the Chilean
coast, which might have caused the loss of the
erulser in case of a sudden storm. This officer
gaid: " We were badly delayed coming through
the stralts, and off Port Lima the sapply was
found to be nmo low that [t was
docided to ssnd men ashors and get
wood, One hundred and fifty cords were
eut, but it was so green that it burned poorly
and did not make good steam. Then the
Captain securad about 120 tons of coal from a
Chilean gunbont off Ancord, This Iasted until
the crulser reached Valparalso. No one on
board saemas to know exactly how the shortage
octurred. The general theory Is that the
enginerr's men wasted the coal and thus
reducad what at most could only Le barely
sufMelent.

How n complalnt reached Washington so that
a court-martial was ordered, 1 can't see, as if
Cupt, Goodrich reported Engineer Moriiz he
would have notified the engineer to that effect.
We nll thought the matter would be diamissed
with nothing mors than & reprimand, and |t
wos a big surprise to learn that the cugloeer
wauld be court-martialed at Mare Taland.”

The homd was crushed as if by a
heavy bar of iron and the girl's elothes wern
torn, Persons living near where the body
was found eay they heard & woman's
acreams In the night, but ofoers who
passed the place overy hour in the night
nsnert that the body was not there at 5 o'clock
this morning,

The Chiert of Police thinks that the obisat of
the crime was criminal nssault. The girl had
many letters from & man in Denver.

faw rod. away lay the buck. Allthrees had benn
soniped and the hands and feet wore dut off.

The Indians formaed a cirels about the bodies
and swors to have vengeance. Tho bodies wera
buried and the band took tha trall to the
north, The Zunis aro a New Mexico tribe, while
the Apaches are of Arizona. A bittar enmity
has existed for many years between (hess
tribes, but a truce put an ond to hostilities.
The thres murderad Indians had laft thoir res-
srvation near Camp Verde, it is anld, and were
surprised by a band of Zunis.
