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Four Years Ago and Now,

Four years ago at this time Gnroven
CrevELAND was President of the Uilted
Btates. The condition as to business was
unsatisfactory and theontlook disquieting;
but the provailling politieal discussion of
the time was of trivial vonsequenee. It was
not able to comprebend the magnitude of
the grave problema befors the country.

Whataver other forecast of evil clouded
business enterprise, there wns no sign in
any such elreles and none in those of polltios,
thiat the coming of the storm of the
momentous campalgn of 1806 was aven Im-
ngined ns possible. Neither was there any
suoh discornmentof the Indleations polnting
to war with Spaln, though the Cuban situa-
tlon was already porllously eritical.  The
proapect of it hnd not yet entered into the
caleulations of anybody on the exchunges
or at the scat of Government. DBRYAN was
an unkonown man; hls pame nowhere
appeared In the newspapers,

The resolute free-sliver sentiment of the
Democratie party had long been maide
manifest, and it wns making ready to fill
tha Chieago Convontlon with delegates
represantative of it, but no premonition
of thodisaster of [ta absolute dominance of
the National Democracy had yet come to Mr,
Crnevenasn and his  adulatory coterie,
They wera all looking forward, rather, to
his nomination for a third torm. Even up
to a few wooks boefore the Chleago Conven-
tion they wers confldent of controlling Its
currency declaration, It was obvious that
Mr. CLEVELAND was already powerless In
his party, and & movement in it to throw
off the Incubus of responsibility for his pol-
foy was already inevitable, but neithor ha
nor any of his chosen friends suspacted It
The Democratic party was golng down
steadlly to ruin, but they wera Llind to the

slgns of the swilt-coming disaster. The
really great and momentous guestinns
before this ecountry had escaped their

attention whils they were pollering over
trivial and superflcial mattora,

It was the lull bofore the storm, but the
storm cleared the air and invigorated the
public mind.  When we compars the petty
polities of four years ago with the serious-
ness and magnitude of the questions which
now elevate all politieal discussion, how
mean and poor seems the trifling and insin-
cere polities of those days! How much
Iarger we are now than then! It is like the
passage from infancy to maturity. If you
want confirmation of this, look over the
flles of the Important newspapers of four
years ago.  You will bo astonished at the
rapld development, political and intelloot-
ual, which has occurred since the 31st of
August, 1805,

The Ameriean people are never going
back to the childish politics of those days—
to their insincerity, their shallowness,
thelr falea pretence, thelr magnifying of
the petty and their narrowness of view.
They have come upon a time when they
have great things to think about, and
the intellectunl development guch thought
has produced Inthem will never spgaln be
satistiod with the relatively puny exerciso
of those days.

As It was four years ago, B0 now wae

are approaching the year of a Presidentlal
campalgn, but there Is not now ns thera
was then blindneas as to the issuss which
are  gathering for it.  Everybody sces
clearly what they are to e,  Four years
ago n sgquare campaign by elther party for
tha preservation of the gold standard
was not lovked upon as in the range
of political  possibllity,  The Republi-
cans wers quibbling over the question,
and when nine months later, they met
In National Convention at 8t. Louls, so
great was the terror of it that many of the
delegates and  gome Republiean  nows-
papers were aghast at evon a proposition
to mentlon the word gold. Now all busl-
ness moves on in absolute contidenes that
tha next Republican Natlonal’Convention
will plainly demand the preservation of the
pingle gold standard, No such doeclara-
tlon, of eourse, s expected from the
Domocerats, but they will not be able to
play fast and looss with the question,
The time for cheap and childish political
trickery of that sort has passed by, It
is the same with the Issues growlng out of
the war with Spaln, They will be made
gquaraly and boldly.

Colneldently with this marvellous mnoral
and intellectual growth, and consequent
upon It, thers has bean a corresponding
material growth and development. Every-
thing I8 bigger In its proportions and its
promise,

Heretofore Demooratie National Conven-
tlons huve been eallod to meot olther In
June or July; usnally In the latter part of
June or the eaelior part of July, Theso hnve
beon the dates sinee the oloss of the war:
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The reasons assigneil for 8 new depurt e
this yenr and in favor of n February con-
veutlon are, bricfly, fivst, the desirmbility of
a more protracted disoussion of the issuos

of the eampaign as the Bryanites olaim to
understund thom; secondly, the difflealtios
Incldent to harmonizing the severnl dis
eordont gronps of Rreanltos - Silver Domo-
ernts, Populists, former P'rohibitionists npid
lakewarm Gold Demoorats calling them.
Eelves eonservitives” and thirdly, compli-
anes with the requlremonts of the primnry
eleotion law in those States In which the
cholee of delogates s no longer n party
funetion but has become & Btate affair. In
B0 hlill'h‘hl'ﬂ" I8 n specified “primary
day,* u.r.uy in one of the antumn months,
Oo this\ ~wrlmary day committeemen are

chosen and the details of leadership estab-
Hahed or declded.  Dolegates ohosen at a
Beplember primary or convention eould
with more falrnoss and propriety take part
in n National Convention in February than
one hold In July.

Thess conslderations, urged in support
of the project of an early Democratio con-
yvoution next year, aro rather tochnical than
gerfons and seem to be completely out-
walghed by the obvious reasons ngalnst
such w change,

The voters of the country, whaose patienco
and forbearance are put 1o 6 severe teat by a
Prosldentinl enmpnalgn every four yoears,
with specchos, torchlight processlons, Nire-
works, banners and parades, have no wish
to hiave the notive parlod of such business-
disturbing enmpaigning extended from
thres to nine months, Nor are exlsting
Industrial  conditions, factories running
overtime, rallroads with insuMeient car
facilities, mills unable to flll orders and
brisk local trade everyvwhere, enlarging
bank deponits and diminighing mortgage
debity, propitious for u prolongation of the
usual torm. A short, sharp and decislve
cumpnign will be the order of the day in
1000, enitirely Irrespective of the day fixed
by the Democrats for thelr Conventlon,

HespenrsoN, who s de-
acribed by hils anonymous friend as the
most genial and sunshiny of men, will be
gooidl natured enough to read the article
through without a twitching of his remaln-
Ing efMective leg.,

Somatimes this sort of heart to heart talk
In the hearing of the whole American pub-
lie is madoa the vehicle of malice and dis-
pralas, and then It I8 very exasperating.

We are inelined to helleve, however, that
Gen. HESDERSON'S anonymous and alleged
friendd is proceeding in good falth. Noth-
Ing, ut any rate, could be more yvaluable
than the advice with which his personal
appeal coneludes:

“Do not nnta&onln the Administration. ¥ou
kpow that the psthway of national politics {e strewn
with the corpses of men who Lave attempted the
fatal tssk of opposing a President of the United
Hiniee, '

but he probably didn't write It.,

The Close of tho English Session.

England seems to havo watehed the flight
of her legialators to grouse moora and
salnion strenms without any of the appre-
hension that the knowledge of a deserted
Westminster might be expected to arouse.
Thero appears, on the contrary, to have
gone up a sigh of rellef over the pro-
rogation of what has been one of the dull-
est Parlinments that ever met to transact
the Queen’s business.

The session that has recently closed has
Indeed boen wolully bare of elther personal
or political interest, No domestic measures
of first rate Importance have been intro-
duced and foroign affairs, except toward tho
finish when the Transvaal crisls grew
serlous, have caused searcely a ripple of
excitement.  Only one debate, that on the
Chureh Diseipline bill, was really worthy of
the Houss of Commons, On the Conserva-
tive slde Lord Sarisnuny stands, if possible,
a little higher than he did. The struggle
for mastery between Mr. Banrvour and Mr,
CHAMBPERLAIS 18 still ag keen as ever, with
the advantage perhaps slightly inelining te
the Colonlal Seeretary. No pnew men have
appeared, though both Mr. BropRicx and
Mr. WyNpuast have done well in their
offiers, Among the Gladatonlans, who are
still far from being an organized and effective
party, the most interesting features of the
sossion werae the appearance of 8ir Winniam
Hancovrrasa frea lance and Bir Hesny
CAMPRELL-BANNERMAN'S assumption of the
lradership. Neither statesman was seen at
his best in his new part.

The Government seems, however, to have
passed n falr amount of useful domestic
legislation. The London Government bill
was its prineipal measuroe and some merry
debates raged round the question whether
wamen should be made eligible for offiee in
the newly ereated munielpalities.  Tho
House of Commons, after soveral divisions,
declared them competent to become coun-
olllors, but barred thom from the mayordlty
and aldermanship. The Lords, in spite ofa
strong protest from Lord Bantanuny, voted
to excludo thom from all oMees whatso-
ovor, anid to this amendment the Commons,
sooner than come In open confliet with the
upper housa on such an Issue, were foreed
to agree.  The bill sweeps away the old
vestries and distriet boards, croating n

their plaea geveral subordinate munioipali-
thes of the pattern common In the prov-
Inces, The ecity of London and ** Greator
Westminster," embracing the whole of the
old Parlinmentary city, are Inft untouched
aml the powers of the London County
Connell not dircetly Interfered with, Ty
dewd, the chief result of thahill e the rear-
ringement of areas on a sensible plan and
the placing of them under the control of
fully constituted munielpalities.  In this
way it is hoped the problem of governing
the huge, nmorphous ity will be solved.

The Chaneellor of the Exchequer was ablo
fo show a considerable surplus for the year
TRORG, rathertothe surprise of the coun-
try, but was enllpd upon to face an esti-
matedd defielt of about two and a half
milions for the current yoar, This he pro-
posed to make good by reducing the fixed
ileht charge from twenty-five millions to
twenty-thres millions and by additional
stimp duties and locreasod wine duties.

Hicks BeacH In the system of termine-
ble annulties to prevent the Sinking Fund
from becoming dangerously swollen after
the Interest on consols is lowersd in 1003,
wero condemned by the Liberals but not
with much effect. The opposition of the
oolonial wine-growers brought about cop-

slderable modifieations in the proposed wine
duties, so much so that it |s poesible that,
after all, the year 1809-1800 will show a
small defleit,

Among minor measures the Tithe
RentCharge Rating bill attracted the most
notloe. The bl providesthat half the rates
payablo by ¢lorgymen on tithe rent«clinege
attached to n benefles shinll for tha futues bo
discharged out of the public funds,  The
sum involvesd I# not large, something under
£100,000 n year, nnd the measure is ex-
peoted to bring rellef where ralief s renlly
wanted,  Nevertheless it ol o gisplelons
flavor of the eystem of doles to private
Interests whigh has already damagad the
Govarnment saversly, and taken along with
the recent geants to Ivish landlords and
English squires, may perhaps embarrass to
some extent the Governwent's chances ot
the next general eleotion,

Sowe progress was made with soveral
other ministorial measures, such as the hill
for establshing o Bourd of Edueation anal- |
ogous to the Boarvd of Trade with o Par-
ltnmentary President aimd Seerctury, the
Foold and  Drugs Bill, the Small Houses
Bill und the Ieish Agricultural and Teeh-
nieal Instruction Bill, Al these were refor-
roud to standing committees after poss-
Ing thelr second reading and may now he
congidered law.  On the other hand, & very
useful bill introduced by Lord Kames to
deal with the deceptions of money-lenders
snd limit the amount of intercst charge-
ablo falled to pass. Mr. Ronsox and Rir
Jorx Lupsock were tho only private mem-
bers whose proposals beenme law. Mr. Ron-
SO0N's LI rajsed the Hmit of age for come-
pulsory attendance In clementary sohools
from 11 to 12 while the scope of Sir
JOHX LUnnock's measure may be guessed
at from Qs title, “The Seats for Shop
Assigtants BilL"

In forelgn affairs the Government faced
a breezy attack from Lord CHARLES BeEnm.
rorp, who suceseded In drawing from Mr,
Broonick a guarantes of protection for
British trade on the Inland waters of
China.  The Transvanl situation was of
course debated, but the apposition, with
the excoption of a few Little-Englaniders,
had little to say in serlous eritlelsm of the
Government's couras, Thern was concord
also on the wisdom of cancelling the
chartor of the Roval Niger Company and
reducing the enterprise to its orlglnal status
as u purely commercinl concern,

In splte of three adverse biye-slections,
the Government js still practieally unas-
sailable.  On any question of Importance it
can If it chooses apply n majority of at
least one hundred and forty,

The Most Tyrannous of Trusts,

In his address before the Ameriean Bar
Assoclation the Hon. Caarnes F, MANDER-
S0N made some interesting remarks about
a form of trust, the most oppressive of all,
and at the same time the one with whiok
Leglelatures ave ehari est of interfering:

*In eonsldering the r'ouru of Btate leginlation on
the subject of combinations, vne cannot bnt bs
otruck with some fuconsistencies that ean only be
explainod by the u Itine of politics. When (i is
conniderad that Iabor cout in the very large percint.
age of everything that is made and sold, it seems
strango there should be no Inhibltion upon organi.
zations that exarcise & complete and monopoliatie
control of about all the trades anid exint to maintain
the price of wages or to |ncrease them, Wo read
no enactment and hear no denunciation of enmbi-
nstjons that, by mont drastic methods, freguently
bring widespread ruin in their tralo, and largely
to the cost of both the conveniences and necessaries
of life, Statutes afford many strange contrants, but
nous more remarkable than this—that somhbioations
may exist and ba fostered to advance to the ron-
sumer the coatof labar, but organizations to advance
the prico of the Onished mificle are to be punished
with severity.

It certainly isan extraordinary anomaly
that a gerles of absolute monopolies, them-
gelves advancing the prices of articles by
advancing the price of labor, and them-
solves oxercising a right of arbitrary inter-
ference in the business of employers
and forbidding employment to persons
not members of the trust—it is strange
that such combinations should be patted
on the head by Legislatures, while combi-
nations of capitalists abould be pe rsecuted;
the reason s, we suppose, that the pluto-
crats are fow, and the unions, while repre-
senting only an inslgnifioant part of the
labor of a country where almost evarybody
labors, are more numerous. Bo a combl-
nation of business is n trust and a combi-
nation of laborers Is a unlon.

TAR NEGRO IN JANAIOA

A Striking View of the Consequences of the
Hritish Polley In That Island,

To tne Eprron or Tae Sux — Sir: The eco-
nomie conditions in Jamalea, g@rowing pro-
groanivoly worse, have at Inat brought the peo-
ple oo to fase with the question of surrender-
fong thair Conntitution, antd the negro is to Ne-
ure probahbly as the declding fastor In that
important fssne, unloas the [mperial author-
itios alter their intentlons. Jdoseph Chamber-
lain, England’s Searatary of Btata lor the Col-
onios, has declsred that popular opinion will
ba eonnnltod, nnd that means that the Jamalea
blacks will be heard. The Imparial polley of
coneiliation of the nogro las been earried so
far in the fsland, the conalderation shown the
blacks has been ao marked (n the privileges
which have bosn granted them, and in which
the coloninl administration has protectad
them, that they apsak In no wavering tone ot
avary opportunity.

That they will do so when it s propossd to
curtnll thelr priviloges Is certain, Buch an
ontory might have boen expected evan If It
had nat been Indieated by the experience of
lnst mpring, when they practically thwarted an
attempt by the Governor tn mecure abwolute
administrative control of tho ecolony, They
have come to regard themsalves as owners of
their islanid, and ownership means tothem a
libarty that knows oo such Hmit as the right of
one's nolghbor. That Is only recognizad, as n
rule, after a dispute that may amount merely
to a voluble squabble or mayattain the dignity
of an.isame at law. The Britiah administrative
authorities have glven encouragement to this
attitude through the operation of the sourts,
al which the negre s very fond alnce
he learned of his mood standing In them.
It seems to carsory obssrvation that the
blaek man In jodiclal cognizance s pre-
sumed to be alwara entitled to the favorable
conslderntion of the Court, In & case against &
white, aven the traditional presumption of In-
nocence uantil guilt be shown belng curiously
modifled, unless the white man's life Is in-
volvad, Experienca of the snfety of self-usser-
tion, earried even to the point of oppression in
the parsonal relation, has made the blacks
nancrtive tothe degres almost of dictation in
the face of radieal political Innovations which
they choose to hold obnoxlous.

A comparative study of the demeanor of the
blacks in the British and the Danish West In-
dles shown to the casual travellor at a glance
the effeat of British tolerance on the aptitude
of the half-educatod negro for the assumption
ofan apoarent but factitious Importance. In
the Danish fslands the blaoks bebave pretty
muoh as (o Northern olties, so far as their rela-
tions with the whites go. while In Kingston,
for instance, where thore are sight negroes to
one white, It 18 no uncommon thing 40 see a
white man or woman step to the side of the
walk or Into the strest to get around obtru-
slve bincks of elther sax, who will become at
once offensive il any effort Is made to force
them to yield n due share of the way.

Of course. tha white colonista and aspecially
visitors chafe under this condition of affalrs,
but they nerapt it rather than Invite turmeil.
The usual comment of an American viaitor s
that the English have made a mistake in giv-
ing so much power to the black psople, They
will no longer work, exeept just enough to get
sufficient to live on. That is one of the causes
of ths colony's present financial difMaulties.
Following upon absentas owership, partly dus
to the same cause, It halpsd along the ruin of
the plantations, which, under an ambitious,
industrious and wall-ordered population, would
be profitable still In marketable produce, mot-
withstanding the Cuban compatition in sugar.

Some intelligent negroes themselves ques-
tion whoether the high degreo of political lib-
erty enjoyed by the Jamalca blacks has been
wholly desirable for thdm. One such negro,
who has had an extensive experisnce with
them and spent conslderable time (n the
United Btatea nlso, and whose attainments
have enabled him to obtain & master's certifi-
oato In the English merohant shipplug servies,
has axpressed very dealded views as to the ad-
visability of parmitting them to be individual
soversigns. As an indieation of his own
enerxy It may be mentioned that when Cuban
ltbarators wers operating from Jamaica, he
landod succesafully on the Cuban coast thirty-
four out of thirty-five Alibustering expeditions
for the insurgent Juataat Kingston. He had al-
ready given nothe sea asa vocation, finding his
talents of gromter avall on laond, where, among
othar oscupations, he was engaged In securing
negro laborars for employers la different parts
of the Island of Jamalea, He was known all
about as the man who eould successfully run a
“drive” of the indolent but needy laborers to
the placa where work awaited them., When
they ongnged with him to go to work, bhe
saw to it that they [ulfliled their con-
tracta—a performance very uncertain with-
out the offices of such a man. His opin-
lon of the neeessary government of that
population s summed up in this way:

“I tell you, to rule the negro. you have first
got to show hilm that you are his physical mas-
ter, Untll then hs will nelther learn nor be
governed: nor will he earn his living if he
thinka the Government or the community will
sea that he doesn’t starve. He ean't be made
tocarryon business untll then, unless it ian
most enay one, As s0on as he learns to figure
he thinks he knows too muoh to work. Too
much freedom 1& not good for ‘him.
Thoese hers could not underatand that I
wol along only because I worked, and that
whon they wanted to make progress and
agreed to work with me, they must do the
work undertuken, whether they feit lazy or
fonnd plenty of mangoes that day ornot. They
understand now. I have bean hers four yaars,
and you ses how Irom the north to the south
of the island they salute me, call pleasantiy to
me and seem glad to sea me. Theyars glad to
ser me now. It took three yeare, during which
I pald $150 In Nnos for assault, when mr en-
deavors ware entiraly for thelr own good. to
eonvines them that work meant work and that
proaparity came ooly by orderly amployment."™

The race problem has still to be ssttled in
Jamaicn, as (t haa yet to be solved in the Bouth,
where (overnment admlolstration and the
feoling ol the white population follow other
lines. o.
