Chiel Enginesr O, €. Martin of the Drooklyn
brides hos made s report to Dridge Commis.
slonar John L. Shen o shieh he decides that it
is mot fenaible to eonstrust & vyels path over
the hridge. The arganized wheelmen of greatar
New York were anxious that a sepnrato path
should be constructed, amid they furnished
Commiasioner Shea with plans which they
doamad to be praeticable,

Mr Martin aaryn: “Asthe terminnls ars the
only points of diMealty, T will vonfine my re.
port th that In Now York, It proposed o
poass  nlong the wsovth slde of the Now
York station, croas the south  rosdway,
and desovnd  to the level of the bridge
rondway Ly menns of n stalrway passing
undarneath anid practiontlv oarallel with the
stalra now in place alongside of the Puliteer
butidineg, amd 1o reach 'ark How by crossing
tho sidewnik nt the foot of the stalrs men-
tioned

“Huch & slairwny as wos propossd would
eneroach upon the bridge rondway, which in
my indgment should not be porniitted, and
alao in my Judgment it would not be advicable
or permissibic to add to the alremly congested
condition of travel on the sidewalk at the foot
of the Pulitzer buillding stairs Ly the intro-
duction of a line of hieyoles erosaing the side-
wnlk at right angies. In addition to the diMm-
culty which bierolists would have in crossing
the sidewalk, thronged as it Is with podes-
trians, they would, ns sonn as they left
the sidewnlk, meet a roal danger, ns they
would have to eross tha lina of vehiclea up-
