Foreign Praise of American Consuls.
It is not uncommon for American travel-

lers of a certain typo to lament what they
are pleased to term tho unfitness of our
consuls for tho posts they occupy, on tho
ground that they lack the elegance of
deportmont which Is popularly supposed
to distinguish European aristocrats. Theso
critics seem not to comprehend that our
consular representatives are selected, not
on the score of their drawing-roo- accom-
plishments, but for tho purposo of pro-
moting their country's commercial Inter-
ests. That they discharge efficiently and
ofton admirably tho specific function to
which they are deputed Is generally recog-
nized abroad. Somo striking evidence on
this point Is presented in tho latest number
of tho North American Review by Francis
B. Looms, our MInlstor to Venezuela.
Similar testimony Is offered in a recent
number of the London trade journal,

and Iron. To thoso Americans who
aro disposed to deplore the imaginary
shortcomings of our consuls we commend
theso proofs of tho respect expressed by
competent foreign observers for an

g and much-decrie- d class of
our public servants.

Mr. Loomis points out that tho high
character of the commercial reports fur-
nished by our consular officers was lately
mado a conspicuous subject of discussion
by a member of the Houso of Commons.
Attention Is also directed to a leading
nrtlclo In a recent number of the Cbnflumr
Journal of Great Britain, wherein tho Brit-
ish and American consular systems wore
compared. After stating that "a consular
officer of tho United States Is not so well
paid as ours," tho British writer admits
that "tho work achieved by him is cer-
tainly superior to that dono by our con-
sular officers abroad." Referring to our
method of rewarding political service
by an appointment to a consulship, ho
recognizes tho "logltlmnto presumption
that a man who has distinguished himself
In politics must bo a man of tho world, nnd
possessed of tact and common sense." Ho
ndds that, If we should depart from tho
present "spoils system," there would be
"nioro than n probability of 'social suc-
cesses,' men,' finding their
way to tho ranks of consuls, to tho certain
prejudice of tho service,"

Mr. Looms quotes also from La Revve
Diplomatique, the organ of tho French
Diplomatic and Consular Service, which has
this to say about our consuls: "The Ameri-
cans nro practical men, and their Instinct
for business is marvellous. Nothing is
more characteristic in this respect than
tho organization of their consular corps."
It is acknowledged that French consular
reports "aro of an historic rather than a
business character." On tho other hand,
"the American consul knows that his notes
will go without delay immediately to tho
public, and ho gives In thom, like a good
reporter, information down to tho latest
hour." Then follows this testimony to the
scope and nature of tho services rendered
by our consular representatives: "Tho
American consul does not assume that he
has simply a commercial situation to main-
tain, but always that ho has a commercial
situation to conquer. His ingenuity is
exercised to Invent nnd find now markots,
and in his study of ways and means ho
descends to the most mlnuto dotalls."
Onco more: " Enterprising nnd ingenious
In the new countries, it is abovo all In
Europe that tho American consuls aro ac-

tive and aggressive." Tho French journal
finally quotes an admission from a Birming-
ham newspaper that "tho Americans hnvo
tho art of putting llfo nnd Initiative Into a
career where other peoplo rest upon routine
and Immobility."

Of tho samo tenor is the ovldonco brought
forward by Mr. Loomis from a German
paper, tho Zeitung fir Optik unrt
Mechanik, which concedes that "all the
other countries of tho world nro left far
behind In respect to consular enterprise by
tho United States." It records that Ameri-
can consuls aro striving to substitute tho
goods of their native country for German
and Swiss merchandise In Turin, Homo nnd
Messina, and, It adds, their knowledge is
more general than that of our consuls, nnd
our Government would do well to chooso
Its consuls, as tho United States do theirs
widely Informed men, over awnko to tho
commercial Interests of their nation."

Tho article In Jidifri' ami Iron, to
which wo have referred, was called forth
by the announcement of the British Foreign
Office's intention to appoint threo or four
commercial attaches in countries of indus-
trial Importance, who should specially
watoh tho chances of British trade. It Is
well known that one of theso commercial
attache has been deputed to the Unltod

States. These officials would not have boon
noodod had Great Britain been as faithfully
served by her consuls as Is the American
Republic. This Is evidently recognized by
the London trado Journal abovo mentioned,
which owns that, "as compared with tho
commercial reports Issued by tho Unltod
States Government, our consular chronicles
nro strangely Incomplete and Irregular."
According to this authority, British con-

suls, as a rule, content thomselvos with mak-
ing commonplaco and ofton obvious com-

ments upon the bolatod returns of foreign
custom nouses. Consequently, tludr obser-

vations lack " that sonso of actuality which
Is a characteristic feature of similar publi-

cations of tho United States." Tho sarao
nowspapor does not hesitate to soy that our
consular reports possess a value whtoh Is
"singularly absont from 80 per oont. of
the pamphlet) of various sizes whloh aro
Issued by our Forolgn Office from consuls
abroad."

In view of such concurrent and weighty
testimony to tho worth of tho work per-
formed by our consuls abroad, our readers
can Judge for themselves how much founda-
tion thero Is for tho assertion sometimes
heard from denationalized Amorlcans, that
our consular sorvico Is "tho worst In tho
world."

The Cup Yachts and Politics.
Tho London Observer has told its fear

that the existing relation of friendliness'
between the United States and Great Brit-
ain may bo changed to animosity If the
Shamrock wins thoAmorlca'sCup. Our con-

temporary surmises that such a disappoint-
ment to us In sport would hnvo Immediately
a disturbing effect upon our political fool-

ing for tho peoplo whoso flag tho Shnmrock
flies, anil Canada, with which wo hnvo vari-
ous questions in dispute, nnd British Inter-
ests In tho Nicaragua Cannl would bo apt to
Buffer. The London Obnerver only shows
its ignornnco of American manners and
affairs.

Tho existing relations botwoon this coun-
try nnd England grow to bo what thoy
nro after a more atrocious Insult had
been put upon us at tho hands of
tho Royal Yacht Squadron, of which
tho Prlnco of Wales Is tho chief, than
ono sportsman over put upon another with-
out losing his ltfo or his standing among
gentlemen. If that outrage, never atoned
for, cut no figure In tho development of
Anglo-America- n sentiment, it is not likely
that the winning of the America's Cup by a
boat whose owner, Sir Thomas Lipton,
has come with the spirit nnd bearing of
as true a sportsman ns over sailed, will
uffect American foreign policy.

AVe have unquestionably In the Columbia
the best boat wehavoover had. With such a
craft to represent us wo may well start
with greater confidence of victor- - than at-

tended any of our previous champions, from
tho Puritan down oven to tho Defender.
But such Is tho broad spirit of sport that it
Is safo to say that not a slnglo Ameri-
can oyo will bo wet in case Sir Thomas's
dream of victory Is reallzod by tho Sham-
rock proving horsolf to bo tho faster boat.
Our chagrin would bo felt neither In Canada
nor In Nicaragua.

The Search, for Andree.
Th steam whalor Cecilia has forced a

passage through tho Ice barrier on the
coast of East Greenland and landed Pro-
fessor Nathohst'b expedition to search
that shoro for traces of the aeronaut
Andrke. Tho Cecilia, which has just re-

turned to Norway, put her party ashore at
Sabino Island, about 300 miles south of
tho most northern point ronched on tho
east coast by tho German explorer Koi.du-wa- y

in 1870. It is a region of mountain-
ous shorelines nnd deep fiords about 500
miles north of tho nearest native inhabi-
tants of East Greenland. Along this wild
coast, whoso windings wero very carefully
mapped by tho Germans, Nathohht will
inako his Bearch In the forlorn hopo that
ho may discover the balloon party or learn
its fate.

Thus far tho expedition has been fortu-
nate, for it has reached Greenland at tho
point where Nathorst desired to land,
though vessels uro often barred from reach-
ing thnt coast.

NATnoitsT argued that If Andree landed
on tho south or central east coast he would
make for tho Danish and Eskimo settle-
ment at Angmagsallk. If, however, ho
landed on tho northeast coast ho probably
would not be nblo to travel south to tho
settlement, and so a search of that shoro
was essential to deterraino whether tho
aeronnut reached East Greenlnnd.

Except tho search for Sir John Franklin,
no such extended Inquiry into tho fato of
nlostexploter has over been made as that
now In progress. It is not costing n very
lurge sum, becauso explorers nnd whalers In
the Arctic region are gratuitously contrib-
uting most of tho work. Special expedi-
tions, however, within tho last year havo
traversed practically tho whole Arctls const
of Asia, and Dr. NATHonar's party is now
In East Greenland becauso tho Norwoglan
merchant Hammer and other wealthy men
supplied tho needed funds. It has been
shown quite clearly that Andree did not
land In Spltzborgen, Frnnz Josof Land,
West Greenland or on tho American Arctic
coasts, nnd tho scene of Nathorht's pres-
ent labors Is about tho only known region,
except tho Amorionn Arctic Archipelago,
where Inquiry remained to bo made. An-

drew's scientific friends in Norway havo
not yet given up hopo thnt he still lives,
and they intend at least to hove tho mel-

ancholy satisfaction of knoniuf thnt they
have done what thoy could to suuu. him,
if living, and to loarn his fato if dead.

Taken nil round, the prospects for the har-

vest in Kngiand this year do not appenr to be
very satisfactory. This time last year the
British farmors were congratulating them-
selves on a wheat crop of thirty-si- x bushels to
the acre, while this present season they con-
sider it will be fortunate if they sooure an
average of thirty-tw- o bushels. In some
districts a heavier yield is expectod, but the
un(norable spring weather and tho sharp
frosts nnd cold winds of May told heavily
agulnst tho crop in general, only partly made
ur for by the finer weather of June and July.

The clover hay crop also Is very disappoint-
ing uompared with last year's, which averaged
nearly thirty-si- x and a half hundredweights
to the acre. That of this year Is not expeoted
to run over twenty-nin- e hundredweights, or
two and a quarter below the last periodical
average of thirty-on- e and a quarter. Meadow

weights to thn acre, as compared with the
periodical average of twenty-nin- e and a quar-
ter, and last year's yield of thirty-fou- r and a
quarter. The total hay yield this year Is esti-

serious difference.

Whether Lord Scully Is

Ing to carry out tho ideas already fastened on
England, I e., tho growth of land estates under
ono rulsr. with tonantry to work the farms. Is

left for tho futuro to deolde. It Is certain that
such n condition now exists on his various
farms In the county.

The Orst purchase of land In this eounty was

made by Lord Scully's agents In 1804. Slnoe
then they have bought up. from time to time,
the best farms In the county. His Hgentg. the
prinelpal one of whom was F. W. Kenohla of
Springfield. III., took overland trips through
tho county. When they oame to a pleeo of land
that struok their fancy It was bought without
question as to tho price. In this way many or
the old settlers of the county sold out their
homesteads and were glad of the opportunity.
The land brought from 25 to 35 per acre.
Most of it tanged at $U0. It was months after
the Bcully agents began to buy farm land be-

fore any ono suspected that such big deals
were on foot. Then tho farmers who had land
to soil besieged thoagontn with Importunities
to buy their farms. The agents quit buying
and disappeared from Bates county, giving
out thnt they had all the land they wanted.
For awhile the farmers who had land for sale
desisted in their efforts and Lord Scully was
forgotten.

A year or so later they appeared again in the
county, and for months they rode from
one end to the other. Thoy would start
out from Butlor every morning and
return in the ovening, Tho receipts from the
recording fees placed that olllce at the top of
the list as the best pnyiug one. Instruments
by the page are reoorded there and the fees
aro nil paid by William Scully. In one week
over $50,000 changed hands through tho Scully
trnnsactions.

Then the people of the county began to In-
quire Into the matter. A bill preventing an
alien from owning more than 10,000 acres of
lund In any county in the State was lntroduod
nnd passed in the Thirty-eight- h General As-
sembly. This was Introduced by thnlieprejen-tatlv- e

of this county and directed at Lord Hcully,
The latter was too wise to be caught nnpplng.
He slipped over from London, and before the
law went into offect a telegram was sent out
fiom Washington that Lord Hcully had become
ncitlron of this country, and had been nntu-ralize-

Thus tho law wns evaded, and his
agents continued to purchase land In his
name, which they kept up until n fow months
ago. At the present time his farms are scat-
tered all over Hates county. Those farms con-
tain from 40.0(H) to 50.IMM) acres, and the value
is placed at moro than $1,200,000 at the mini-
mum

Tho one fenturo which the cltlnons of tho
county aro so bitterly opposed to Is tho fuot
that improvomonts aro allowed towano and
the farms. Instend of being the pride of
their tenants, are running to waste. At the
present time they are all placed undor the
tenant svstein The rents aro not exorbi-
tant. Only $2 to $2.50 per acre Is charged, nnd
soiar. In case of a crop failure, this has been
refunded In many Instances Three men who
have headquarters In Butler nre constantly en-
gaged In looking nfter the Scully Interests.
They collect the rents and otherwise look nfter
the farms. Lord Scully pays about one-tejit- h

of the taxes of the eounty and the Innd he owns
measures nearly eight square miles If the
farms were placed side by side. Although
there are more than 50.000 acres of land In thecounty, the Scully lands make a big Inroad on
the valuable portions.
