T dances the waltz Is the most difficult to learn,
and that fact atone has always made It profits-.- ,
bloforthe teaohcrs. Nowadays when knowl-
edge of tho two-ste- p Is all that Is required to
enable a person to go through fully half of
the list of dances at any function, there Isn't
npt to be such a demand for professional In-

struction. Bo ths masters protest and It will
bo no fault of theirs It tho decline of the waltz
Is anything more than temporary.

NOTES OK LEC1AI, WESTS.

In tho recently reported case of tho I.oulstlllo
Trust Company against Hie Louisville, New
Albany and Chicago Hallway Company, tho
Supreme Court id the United Stales, spcakimr
through Mr, Justice Brewer, has most clearly
pointed out the distinctions hlch cxInI between
the foreclosure of an ordinary mortgage on real
estate and the foreclosure of a railroad mortgage.
In foreclosing a. nlmple mortgage In the lommnn
form upon land, tho Court need consider only
tho mortgagor and the mortgagee mid may treat
tho claims of other parties, though hostile to both
litigants, as being oulsiilo tho scope, of tho fore-

closure and to be dealt with. If nt nil, in separate
sulta Tho fact that n railroad Is an instrument
of public sen Ico an well ns private property has led
the courts to ndupt a dilfcrent doctrine in rnllrond
foreclosure proceedings, nnd to permit In suih
enscs a limited preference In behalf ol temporary
or unsecured creditors over tho.se whose rights are
declared by contract in the form of n recorded
mortgage. Hence, the foreclosure! of n mortgage
on a railroad, whatever may lie the strictly legal
rights of the parties, Is n proceeding which should
be conducted In the Interests of all those who havo
any rightful claims against tho mortgaged prop-
erty, thus Including creditors ns well as the stock-
holders and bondholders. Ilcncr, tho Supreme
Court holds that where a bondholder desires to
foreclose and excludo general unsecured creditors
he may do so, provided the foreclosure also de
prlvcs the stockholders of nil Ihclr Interest In tho
railroad property; but he cannot leave nny interest
remaining In the stockholders unless the prior
rights of the general creditors of the railroad aro
secured.

In some of the States of the Union, ntatutcs
which provide for the incorporation of telegraph
companies, nnd w hich were enacted before tho
telephone was know n, hnv e been held by the courts
to authorize and permit the incorporation of

companies. Tho correctness of several
decisions to this effect seems questionable In
view of the construction wldch the Supreme Court
of tho United Statcshas put upon the act of Con-
gress passed In 1880, conferring cerlolu Important
and extensive privileges upon "any telegraph
company now organised or which may here-
after bo organircd under tho lans of any State
in this Union." 1 ho Court holds that this enact-
ment does not cmbraco a corporation formed to
carry on communication by telephone, which
Is clearly delstinguishablo from communication
by telegraph, In that ono involve) tho trans-
mission of articulate speech while the other does
not. Ab Mr .lustce Harlan points out, the qucs
tion is not what Congress might have dono in
I860, or may do hereafter, but what was in the
mind of Congress when It enacted the statute.
Dell's invention was not made public until ten
years later, and In I860 tho word telegraph meant
only one thing, namely, that method of trans-
mitting intelligence whic li Is still popularly known
as the telegraph.

In tho opinion of the Supreme Court of the
United Slates in the suit by tho Government
ngainst the Hlotirande Irrigation Company, which
was written by Mr Justice Brewer nnd which wo
find In the latest pamphlet number of the United
Suites Heports, is an interesting discussion of the
elent to which the lourts will take judicial
notice of geographical facts that Is, will
act upon the information possessed by the
Judges ns mnttem of common knowledge,
and without requiring nny evidence to bo
given on the subject. Groenleaf in his well

known treatise on the law of evidence,
states the rule to be that courts will generally
tnko notice of whatever ought to lie generally
known within the limits of their jurisdiction. Hut
Mr. Justioe Brewer observes that there is oltcn
much difficulty in determining what ought to be
generally known, and this has tho experi-
ence ol the courts In regard to geographical ques-

tions. It has been held, however, that the Court
could tako Judicial notlco of the geographical
position of New Orleans In order to determine
whether it was a place where the tide ebbed and
flowed; and in another case tho Supreme Court has
said. "We are supposed to know Judicially the
principal features of the geography of our conn
try, and. as a part of it, what streams are public
navigable waters of tho United Stales." hile
acquiescing In the correctness of this view, the
Court in the Ilio Grande enso refused to take Judi-
cial notice of tno particular point on that river
where its navigability ceases.

According to a decision rendered by the Su-

preme Judicial Court of Massniliuwlts, it is still
the law In that State that a wife can acquire no
property by direct gilt from her husband with tho
exception of wearing nppnrci and a few other
classes ot articles. In a suit to determine tho
title to certain savings-ban- deposits It appeared
that the money represented half the savings ot

a husband who gave them to his wile lor her own
and that she in turn deposited them in the hank
and was credited in her bankliook with the
amount of each deposit whlih she made. Alter
her death a contest arose as to whether these
moneys formed a part of her estate or not, and
the Supreme Court sitting at Boston last week
answered the question in tho affirmative, holding
that the wife was tho agent of tho husband to
deliver his earnings to the bank, and In his lf

request the bank to agree to deliver thotnoney
to her when she desired. This transaction gave
her. or her iegal representatives, the right to re-

cover tho amount of the deposit from the bank,
although the money would not have become hers
by a gilt direct trom her husband

In Sylvan Beach, on Incorporated village In
Oneida County, there is an ordinance forbidding
peddling within the village limits except upon
tho payment of a small license fee A viola
tiou of this ordinance is punishable by fine and
Imprisonment. charged with
olfending against its provisions was arrested,
pleaded not guilty nnd was given opportunity to
Itnd bail, but failing to do so, asked leave to i hange
his pica and pleaded guilty. He then paid the
prescribed liiense fee and a fine of twenty five

dollars which was imposed upon him by the vil
lage Police Justice Ho subsequently brought
a suit for false Imprisonment against tho presi-

dent, trustees, police Justice, clerk and two po-

licemen ot the village, on the ground that tho pro
reeding were wholly unlawful because the ordl
nance was an unreasonable regulation which the
villagii authorities had no power to enac t or enforce.
He recovered a verdict, but it hos been set aside
by the Appellnle Division of the Supreme Court
nt Rochester, which holds that an action for false
Imprisonment cannot be maintained by one who
has been convicted of a crime upon a plea of guilty
The Judgment ol conviction it Is said, based upon
his own admission, established that his arrest
and detention were Justifiable.

umpire It apicnred that he had received from one
of the arbitrators without the knowledge of the
other n document of an important character relat
I ng to th" subject matter of th arbitration Tho
Judges held that this was enough to Invalidate
the award, vv hither tlv paper actually inllueiued
the umpire or not It was of such a nature that
it might have affected his decision h to
tho argument that tho defeated party knew very
well that tho arbitrator appointed by the other side
was in fait ni'Telv an advocate, and therefore
ought to take the consequences of enuring into
such an arrangement Mr Justice Darling
said he was nt a loss to understand how
any persons, whether members of chambers
of commerie or business men of any sort could
tolerate tribunals n( this description.

School Hoard's l'uplls Astonish Their
Mothers nnd Grandmothers.

An an experiment the Board of Education
established this summer tnstruotlon In swim-
ming for children at some ot the free publlo
baths. Somo mombers ot the board objected
to tho experiment In the ground that It was
usoloss, as all the boys who lived near the rlvor
would laarn to swim without the city's aid,
and the girls couldn't bn taught nuyway. This
latter thoory was effectually disproved by an ex-

hibition given on Friday morning by the girl's
class of the free bath at tho foot of West Fifty-fir- st

street whero thirty girls varying In age
from 12 to 20 years, swam nnd floated like so
many amphibians under the supervision of
Miss llolen M. Clarke, tholr Instructor.

Fnncy swimming wss not done. as tho efforts
of Miss Clarke havo been thus far merely to
teach her pupils to be In the
water. As she has had only two months In
which to teach them, the proficiency they
showed wns remarkable They swam easily
and confidently, using tho simple arm and leg
motion nnd making good progress through the
water, to tho vast delight ot tho connoursa of
excited mothers, grandmothers and slttors
who had been Invited to be spectators. In-

structor Lundstrom of the N. V. Athletic! Club,
who was judge, praised the girl highly.

"They show that thoy have confidence In
themselves in the water." said ho, "nnd that Is
the great thing. They don't ret rattled and
they swim easily, most of them. If one of those
girls were to fall overboard she could keep
herself up until help came. Home of them swim
better than many ot tho youtigstors In tho boys'
classes,

Miss Clarke, who Is herself an expert
swimmer, is enthusiastic over tho work.

"This Is only a primary olass. you know," she
said. "When these girls came to me in July
they couldn't swim a stroke. The first thing to
do, and about the hardest, was to get them ovor
being afraid of tho water. After a girl has first
swallowed Inadvertently several mouthfuls. or
gone through the unpleasant experienco of
snuffing up a nose or two, she Is likely to con-
sider tlmt she's had a narrow escape from
drowning, nnd It's difficult to euro her of tho
notion. On the other hand, a few tnke to the
water naturally. Even the most timid of them
can be tanght with patteneo. The girls lovothe
exercise and fun of it. I havo had throe morn-
ings a woek, and thoro's hardly been a morning
that scventy-flv- o girls haven't boon in. One
dny we had one hundred and seven. As they
become more expert I expect to tench them
diving, swimming under water and other
feats."

Of the thirty girls who swam on Friday,
eighteen got a mark of 100 per cent, from Mr.
Lundstrom, The boys ot the swimming classes
had their exhibition yesterday morning and
provod themsel03 veritable water-rat- s.

Diving, somorsaultlng, swimming under wnter,
swimming on the back, side stroke and.raclng
were shown. The exhibition closed with some
fancy swimming by Mr. Lundstrom which as-

tonished the youngsters and gave them mats-ri- al

for future praotice. The baths will probably
bo open until late In the month and it Is
thought that the Board ot Education's lessons
will bo made a permanent institutions.

COT, JIABTZ.ETT OBJECTS TO II1I TAX.
