CANAL WORK UNPAID FOR.

tOMPTROT.rEIt Mono.is nol'Kt TO
HAFK TUB STATE $1,000,000.

Ite Itefuses to I'ay fur Work Thnt Was
Not Authorised liv
Changes of Tlniis That Resulted In all
Euorranua Increase of Cost to the State.

Auunt, Sept. 10. State Comptroller William
J, Morgan hopes to tave tho State nearly
$1,000,000 In refusing to pay for canal work
already performed under the $0.XX),000 canal
Improvement law, which work had not been
authorized as provided by law, Mr. Morgan
received a letter In July lat from Superin-
tendent of I'ubllo Works Partridge, asking If he
was In possession of any fact! or Information
which would lend him to refuse to honor
drafts for the payment of tho final ac-

counts on 'nine of the canal improvement
contracts named, on which the work
was reported to have been completed
The Comptroller has heretofore decided that
Illegal and Improper allowances were made on
contracts 1 and 2, Middle Division. Erie Canal,
amounting to $218,207; and his examination
of contracts 3 and 5 of the same dlvlslpn. just
oompleted, hat resulted In his finding im-

proper charges on these two canal contracts
amounting to $11(1.110. He Anils In tht dispo-
sition of these four contrautt that no more
money Is due to the contractors, because they
already have been paid more money than they
ware legally entitled to by reason of such Im-

proper extra allowanoos. These decisions of
Comptroller Morgan are of great public in-

terest, at they cover the disputed questions
underlying alt of the unttttlod oaaal con-
trasts.

Contraott Not. 3 and 5 were held by John
Dunfee & Co., and $50,235 remain unpaid
thereon, which tho State Comptroller rofuiet
to pay, giving thett reasons:

"The Canal Improvement law tpeelfleally
declares that nochange of plan which results
In an Increase of cost shall be made until

to by the State Canal Board. The con-
tention is raised on behalf ot the contractor,
however, that an increase of the same class of
work, such as tlope wall, vertical wall, em-
bankment, lo.. In which tho same kind of
material It used. Is not a change of plan : hence
the question tlrat to be considered is. Does an
Increase of quantity or an InoreaBn of the tame
clast ot work oonttltute a ahange of plan ?"

After detailing the plant and speolflcatlona
whioh mutt be prepared for each piece of work
before It It advertised for letting, and pointing
out that every change of plan mutt bo ap-
proved by tho Canal Board, the Comptroller
tayt:

"In the light of theso facta, I will proceed te
consider the contractor's contention, that an
inerease of quantity does not involve a change
ot plan. The quantity sheet, which consti-
tutes a part of this contract, specifies that

yards of slope wall are called for by the
oontract, and the plans show that It Is to be laid
at speoIAed places. In addition, the detailed
drawings present a picture of the wall In place.
It would be hard to plan and describe bettor
than this as to how and where a piece of work
wat to be done. But the Anal estimate khows
that 23.814.5 aublc yards. Instead of 13,000
were laid. To contend, therefore, that the
building ot an extra 10.814 0 cublo yards of
wall not called for In the quantity sheet, and
not provided for in the plans, was not a ehango
of plan, borders on the absurd. As well might
a builder claim Increased pay for the construc-
tion of a 200-fo- bowling alley when the plan
called for an alley 100 teet long, on tho ground
that It was only an Increase of quantity nnd no
change of plan.

"An Illustration will nsslst in clearing away
amueh of tho fog that envelopes this subject. A
contract Is let to deepen a mile of oanal two
feet, with Incidental Improvements. A vertical
wall extends along the whole strip, 100 lineal
feet of which are In bad condition, and the
plant provide for rebuilding thla imperfect
wall. (The price named per cublo yard Is a
good one, whloh was usually tho case when
small quantities were named in the bidding
sheet.) The 100 feet of bad wall are pulled
down, and the contractor goes on with hit
work of exoavatin: the two fett. In
doing so ho goes below the founda-
tions of the standing wall and leaves It
pratclcally suspended lu air. Instead of
promptly underpinning It nnd thus saving the
good wall, he consults his own convenience,
until Anally the whole stretch tumbles Into the
canal. An agreemnt Is then entered Into be-

tween the contractor nnd the oanal ofAolals for
the rebuilding of the whole mile at the high
price named In the contractfor the small quan-
tity: result, an enormous Increate of cost to
the State. Can it reasonably he contended thnt
this wat notachangeof plan ? Can Ithoclalmed
that a plan which calls for 100 lineal feet of
slope wall Is the same plan which calls for over
5.000 feet?

"The preliminary estimate and plant did not
contemplate any new slope wall on the Cam-lll- ut

feeder. A bench was left at the toe of the
wall by these plans, nnd tho wall allowed
to remain. The engineer In explaining
the excess ot excavation and slope wall,
says: 'It was deemed that this bench
would be sufficient protection for the walls.
After the excavation waa finished this
decltion wat reconsidered, and the contractor
was ordered back to excavate this bench In
twenty-fiv- e feet sections for the purpose of
placing a concrete toe In place of same.' A
change of plan is here admitted by the en-

gineer, but the matter wat not brought to the
attention of the Canal Board. The result ot
thit unauthorized change of plan, which was
not essential to providing nine feet ot naviga-
tion, was that the whole length of wall tum-
bled Into the canal and had to be rebuilt; and
that the entire bench wall excavation was paid
for as rook at P5 cents a yard upon the pretext
that It wat frozen Insteud of as earth at 20);
cents.

"It Is not supposable that the Legislature
ever Intended that the canal officials alone
should have power to make extensive Improve,
mente In this way without regard to the cost,
or to the approval of the Canal Board, tho only
body having legal authority to institute canal
Improvement work. If the contractor's conten-
tion Issound, that an Increase ot quantity, or.
In other words, that an Indefinite extension,
of the same class of work does not
Involve a change of plan, thtre would
be no limiting the amount of work to
be done under a contract, or power to restrict
the tost of the same. The sudden and unex-
pected depletion of the $0,000,000 Improve-
ment fund was largely due to these enormous
and heavy extra, and, in many oaset, un-

authorized and illegal allowances, about
whloh nobody seemed to know much of any-

thing until the bills were tent In for payment.
No halt was called on this wholesale expendi-
ture of canal monev, until Comptroller Roberts
warned the canal officials that the Improve-
ment funds were nearlv exhuusted.

"The fact Is. there is no reasonable escape
from the' conclusion that anv alteration or de-

parture from tho plan of the work as approved
by the Canal Board and let to the contractor,
was a change of plan within the meaning of
the statute, No change In these plans could he
legally effected so as to be binding on the
State, unless such change was made in the
manner pointed out and bv the authority ot
offlcluls vested with the power to make and
approve such changes. Wherever any change
of plan was made which lncretsd thn cost of
the work, without the approal of the final
Board, It wa not only effected In a mannor un-

authorized by statute, but was consummated in

direct violation ot the plain and express provi-

sions of the statute Itself.
"The deoltlont of the courts seem to be

unanimous In declaring that where a publlo
officer makes a oontract which he has nn au-

thority to make, no recovery can be had upon
that oontract. The various changes ot plans
which. In these contracts, Increased the ex-

pense of tho work, and which were not as-

sented to by the Canal Board, were made in
express violation ot the canal improvement
laws, and no far as the State Engineer and
the Superintendent ot Publlo Works anted
therein, they aoted entirely contrary to
the express limitation of thn statute and
therein had uo power to bmd the titate,

T
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To hold otherwise would result Ice the ridicu-
lous assertion that the State funds are at the
mercy of evory publlo official, however limited
his powers, and subjoot to be squandered In
any cutorprlso which ho rany see At to put on
foot. claiming It to bo for the benefit ot the
State, oven where, by express statutory taw,
ho Is forbidden from engaging In such under-
taking,

"Tho Comptroller In paying canal claims acts
under a limited authority, thosamons the ca-

nal ofAolals act In doing the work. He has no
power to adjust equities ; that function belongs
to the jurisdiction of tho courts vested with
power to hear the ovldence of both sld.'s and to
decide the merits upon legal rules attet con-
sidering all the facts. Ills duty Is simply to
draw his warrant In payment ot claims au-
thorized by iaw."

They Sny the Islnnd Is Dependent nn Hie
United States for Protectlan from Klter-n- nl

Fnes and Is n Necessity to This Coun-
try as n Military nnd Natal Power,

W'AnniffflTON, Bopt. 10. The reports on the
commercial and Industrial conditions of Cuba,
mado In the early months of the pres-
ent year by Spoolal Commissioner Robert
P. Porter, have been supplemented by
an appendix just Issued by the Treas-
ury Dopartmont. This appendix Is a pamphlet
of 300 pages, containing copies of all letters
received, testlmonytnkon nnd statements sub-
mitted to the Commissioner from tho begin-
ning to tho completion of his work. Tho testi-
mony, taken both In this country and In
Cuba, formed the basis tor the framing of
tho tariff, nnd for the settlement 'of the cur-
rency and other Ananolal questions. In ad-

dition to tho testimony taken In regard
to proposed rates of duty upon goods
entering Cuba, the volume contains many
Interesting statements In rolatlon to
currency, navigation, population and the sani-
tary conditions of the Island. Many of the
statements give a clear-an- concise picture of
the oconomle condition of Cuba prior to Its oc-

cupation by the United 8tatcs forces. Tho vol-

ume also contains brief reports iiimn thnsugar,
tobacco and mining Industrins of the island,
with all thn testimony taken In rolatlon to
those leading industries.

In hit letter of transmittal to the Searetary
of the Treasuary. Mr. Portor calls attention to
thestatementtof AdolfoMunoz.oneofthemnst
thoughtful Cubans, he says, that he has evor
met, and to that of the Marquis de Apeztegula
President of the Conservative party, and one
of the ablest men in Cuba. Senor Muno:, In
his statement. In which he deals with the past
political and eommerclal history of the Island,
sums up tht political status of the island in
the following words:

"A new community, particularly a small one.
after a long and destructive war. is always
surrounded by many dangers, both Internal
and external, and the only safety Cuba may
And against them Is a close connection
with the United States which will afford
the tmmodtato protection of the American
Government. Cuba left alone could not enjoy
a high credit, either publlo or private; neither
could she build a respectable navy, which
her geographical position renders necessary.
In these, and In many other respects, Cuba
has to depend exclusively on the United
States. "

Continuing Mr. Mnnoz tayt
"The liberty which, by the aid of the United.

States, Cuba hat now conquered, will enable
hor to frame an entirely new tariff. This
work, whloh mutt be done In accordance
with othor financial laws, will prove
to bn a rather easy task, because
the commercial relations between Cuba and
the United States are naturally beneficial
to both countries. Perhaps the best arrange-
ment, hoth on commercial and political
grounds, would be to convert them Into a
coastwise trade, so that the productions
of either countries ehould be admitted free ot
duty In thn othor; provided that the question
of the United States sugar industry could
be settled by means of some compen-
sation or otherwise. Cuba expects to
be placed, In what respects oust-o- m

duties, on the same footing as Porto Rloo,
at It It necessary to save her sugar Industry
from its present depression and ruin."

Commissioner Porter thinks that annexation
Is here clearly marked out. though not actually
advocated. A country without oredlt. It la
held, cannot start up the machinery
of government. To make tho trade
coastwise for Cuba, as tho Unitnd Stntet
have already done in the case of Porto Rloo,
meant ultimate annexation. If, therefore, at
Mr. Munoz says, Cuba "expects to be placed
on the same tooting as Porto Rico."
the inference is drawn that she expects
annexation. The Marquis de Apeztegula.
states as his opinion thnt "Cuba has to be
American territory and cannot be anything
else," and gives the following among other
arguments, to show its importance to this
country:

"In regard to the disposition of Cuba, you
have Its geographical position, which makesit
of Importance to the United States, if there is
anvthlng In geographical position which
makes It dependent upon the United States.
Key West is not an offensive position;
it Is simply a dofenslve position
for thn United States, because itcommands the
defense of the American coasts. The defense
of your ooast. with tho Island of Cuba, It
trebled with the tame number of ves-
sels; as it is, 750 miles practically
make the Gulf an inland tea, outside
of the possibility of Incursions from foreign-
ers. Up to Cape Hntteras Cuba defends your
cistern coast. Therefore, as a military
nation and as a naval power. Cuba
Is a necessity: without Cuba you have
simply Key West, and Cuba is an excel-t- nt

substitute tor Key West. Having the naval
defence, which makes the United States

from Cape Hntteras to the Rio
Grande, with how much mors efficacy,
and without danger. you can move
your armlet? Cuba It ot immense value
to the United States, and therefore from that
point of view we will develop the others.
Under the naval and milltarr aspect In regard
to thn concentration otthe army, we command
the Gulf of Mexico as an Inland sea ot the
United States, and we are the principal factor
in the transoceanic traffic."

The Marquis de Apeztegula Is now In this
country, and In recent Intervie xa has coma out
more boldly tor annexation than in his state-
ment submitted to Commissioner Porter.
